Many farmers In Kent county are 
playing In a lottery which is hard 
to win, Huggreatfl R. Machlele, coun-
ty agricultural agent. "The risk on 
permitting fire hazards to exist In 
f a rm homes and other buildings is 
great and the odds are againat the 
farmer winning," Machlele ex-
plained. 

The agent pointed out that one 
out of every hundred rural homes 
will be burned to the ground or 
damaged by fire thla year, If fig-
ures of the past years continue 
Fire in farm homes and buildings 
is usually more destructive than In 
urban homes. 

"A man's lifetime Investment of 
time and money may go up In 
smoke In a single hour and all be-
cause proper precautions were not 
taken," the agent explained. 

April has been designated as 
Spring Clean-Up time In Michi-
gan's rural communities and on 
farms. It's the tlnw for people to 
take Inventory of debris accumu-
lations and to see that they are re-
moved. It 's time, for a thorough 
inspection of fire hazards, the agent 
believes. 

Michigan's |Cooperative Exten-
sion Service Is helping the Mich-
igan Rural Safety Council In its 
April program for clean up of Mich-
igan's farms. "A tidy, attractive 
farm is also a safe farm," Machlele 
said In conclusion.

From School to School 
One of the most difficult parts of 

the work of the county superintend-
ent la the Improvement of in 
stmctlon. It has been especially so 
during the last ten years because of 
the shortage of teachers. At one 
time one superintendent made the 
remark that he wa.s hiring anybody 
that wore a skirt and could get a 
special certificate. 

That period l« over bat the short-
age of elementary teachers is still 
with us. We have ninety special 
certificates at the present time and 
hope to reduce that number ma-
terially. Colleges and county nor-
mals are graduating a number of 
young people prepared for rural 
teaching but it will be three or four 
years before most of our teachers 
are In regular certificates. Many 
of our special certificate people are 

[superior teachers and as rapidly as 
possible are earning credits for reg-
ular certificates. 

The law requires that the county 
superintendent shall recommend 
all teachers In schools not having 
a superintendent. But for the last 
few years, I have with my tongue 
in my check, recommended special 
and regularly certificated teachers, 
who were unable to do a satisfac-
tory piece of work. 

A large part of the respori.tlbiiity 
rests on the school board, for in 
general you get what you pay for. 
If a board pays low wages, refuses 
to furnish supplies for the teacher, 
and runs a school similar to those

Byron H. Good, assistant super-
visor of the MSC department of 
the college farm, states that 3,8®4 
acres of land are now owned by the 
college, making It one of the most 
ideal college farms In the corn belt.

It 
is then allotted to departments for 
research. At present, 2,666 acres

About 350 million years ago Mich-
igan lay under a great inland sea, in 
whose salty waters lived billions of 
tiny creatures. As they died, their 
shells and skeletons sank to the 
bottom, and later were covered by 
earth. 

Today the sea is gone, and the 
marine deposits havq become com-
pact layers which we know as lime-
stone. An important resource in 
itself, this limestone is also a pro-
tective covering for other under-
ground treasures, says Dr. Willard 
H. Parsons of Wayne University's 
geology department in Detroit 

Limestone furmatlons stretch be-
low the surface of every county in 
Michigan, he points o u t In the 
Lower Peninsula the formations are 
shaped like o stack of shallow bowls, 
with the deepest portions at the 
center of the state. 
f i n this deep-buried portion, Mich-

igan's oil and gas deposits are found. 
Sealed far beneath tho surface and 
held in the porous limestone layers, 
the oil pools and gas pockets remain 
until tapped, as in Isabella, Midland, 
Gladwin, and Barry Counties. Tho 
limestone deposits in these interior 

areas are thus more important as 
sealed pouches for natural treasures 
than as quarry sites. 

It is at the bowls' edges in the 
lake-bordered counties — Monroe, 
Wayne, Huron, Arenac, Alpena, 
Presque Isle, Cheboygan, Emmet, 
and Charlevoix — that limestone 
quarrying itself i i most profitable. 
Here the limestone is close to the 
surface, and near cheap water trans-
portation. 

In the Upper Peninsula, as in the 
Lower, quarry sites have been 
chosen near water transport, with 
Mackinac and Schoolcraft Counties 
noteworthy centers. Outcroppings 
occur in many Upper Peninsula 
spots, however, forming some of the 
scenic wonders of the area, like the 
Burnt Bluffs near Fayette. 

Aware of limestone's importanoe, 
600 Wayne University students will 
make field trips to various quarries 
within the state this year. They 
will bo studying Michigan's gray-
white wealth of stone—basic ingre-
dient in the making of iron, ferti-
lixers, chemicals, and building ma-
terials; and a "foundation a tune" 
of Michigan's prosperity. |
