A hirge nnd Appreciative nudience 

greeted the Hon. Washington Gurd* 

ner us he stepped upon the platform 

at MUsiu hall Wednesday evening, 

nnd was held closely to tlv? tnd of the 

lengthy discourse on "Chicaraangn, 
Cliatlunooga, Lookout Mountain and 

Missiim Ridge." 

The city band played a quickstep 

outside the hall and a couple of selec-r 

tions inside; then Mrs. J . M. Good-

speed, accompanied on the piano by 

Miss Ora Weekes, sang in her most 

enchanting manner that song of 

songs, "The lied, White and Bine." 

Old Glory hung just over the singer's 

head, and when the chorus was 

reached Lowell patriotism welled 

forth and hundreds of voicts joined in 

"cheers for the red, white and blue." 

llev A. P . Moors kindly officiated 

as chairman, and in his well-known 

patriotic manner, which has endeared 

him to the boys in biue as well as the 

church-going public, introduced the 

speaker in a lew felicitous remarks. 

Mr. Gardner began his discourse 

by complimenting the people of 

Lowell for their appreciation of the 

services of Comrade Earl \V. Avery 

as evidenced by the large attendsnce 

at this lecture for his benefit, now that 

disease had laid its heavy hand upon 

him. Capt. Avery gave some of tire 
best years of his life to his couutry 

in valiant service for its preservation. 

It must not be forgotten. In his thril-

ling and entrancing manner the 

speaker depited the struggle for Chat-

tanooga, closely attended by the au-

dience sometimes with moistened eyes 

nnd again with smiles ami hearty 

laughter as the pathetic and ludicrous 

scenes of war were in their turn nar-

rated. To those who wore blue, it was a 

familiar story, to the young a lesson 

in patriotism never to be forgotten. 

A glowing tribute was paid to Gar-

field, nnd the story told of Ids kind-

ness to a dying soldier lad struck 

down by a rebel bullet; how the gen-

eral took the boy's last message for 

the far away mother with his few 

treasured keepsakes, closed his glassy 

eyes, and after the battle was over 

sent them to the mothor telling how 

her brave boy had died. That letter 

was a great solace to the sorrowing 

mother and was rend and wet with her 

tears until its every word was en-

graved upon her heart. How. that 

mother's heart would have ilirilled 

could she have lived to see Garfield 

occupying the position of chief magis-

trate of the mightiest republic on 

earth. 

God save this nation from another 

war, if it can be avoidqd with honor. 

The speaker would warn thete yo«iig 

men who were thirsting to go to war, 

what those terrible words portend. 

At what a ct»st of blood and treasure 

has this nation been preserved. May 

the people ever continue as faithful in 

peace as their sires have been in war. 

Comparing the mortality of the 

battles under discussion with the most 

sanguinary conflicts of the old world, 

the speaker placed the loss on Union 

and Cotifedera.e sides at from 25 to 30 

per cent while that at Waterloo was 

about 10' per cent. 
The speaker told his auditors that 

in ease of war with England or any 

other foreign country that the boys in 

gray would be found fighting shoulder 

1 to shoulder with those who wore the 

j blue, and \\ith a linked comUny and 

j soldiery u n A r one flag nnd that the 

Stars and Sttipcs, the world in arms 

was warned to keep off from Ameri-

can soil, and im grasp from American 
rights and liberties! 

The hardship of the cold winter 

campaign in Kentucky; the marching 
and sleeping in the spow and rain, 

the soaked blankets, two rails for n 

bed, the short rations and no rations, 

the shoeless and trouserless thousands 

were d\velt upon, that the young 

might see how much fun there was in 

genuine soldier life. Then in his in-

imioable manner, Mr, Gardner, told 

of the pleasures (?) of lying in a Seij:ei 

tent, "spoon fashion," when one 

sleeper could not turn over unless all 

the rest did the same; and how the 

stillness of two o'clock in the morninrr o 
would be broken hy the stentorian 

roar of some tired soldier: "LEFT 
WIIEKL." 

The lecture was concluded with a 

thrilling account of the capture of 

Mission Ridge, and the large audience 

dispersed well paid fur its alt ndance 

on a cold and blustery night.
