TWre wej-p the^ po envelopes, no post-
age stamps, no letter boxes in the 
streets, no gollectlop pf the mail. The 
letfer written, the pappf was carefully 
folded, sealed with wax or wafer, ad-
dressed and carried tq the poat office, 
where postage was pfepald a t rates 
which would nqw spepj extortionate. 
To send a letter whipji was a single 
sheet of paper, large or small, f rom Bos-
ton to New York pr-Philadelphia cost 
13% and to Waahlngton 25 cents; and 
this when the purchasing power of a 
cent was five times what i t is .-Uprisent. 
To carry a let ter f rom Philadelphia, 
then the capital of the United States, 
to Boston apd bring beck an answer by 
return mail would h ive consumed from 
13 to 18 days, according to the season of 
the year and weather.
