fered him, in a private house, and it 
is especially furnished for his occu-
pancy a i hair to sit on, a table from 
which lo eat, a candlestick, by which 
to read, and a bed on which to slum-
ber, the whole establishment belong-
ing to a gi t at and good womau. Her 
husband, it seems, was a goodly man, 
but he was entirely overshadowed by 
his wife's excellences; Just as now you 
sometimes And in a household the wife 
the center of dignity and influence and 
power, not by any arrogance or pre-
sumption, but by superior Intellect and 
force of moral nature wielding domes-
tic affairs and at the same time su-
pervising all flnanciai and business 
affairs. The wife's hand ou the shut-
tle, or the banking-house, or the 
worldly business. You see hundreds 
of men who hre Euecessful only be-
cause there is a reason nt home why 
they are successful. If a man marry a 
good, honest soul, he makes his for-
tune. If he marry a fool, the Lord 
help him! The wife may be the silent 
partner in the lirm, there may be only 
masculine voices down on exchange, 
but there ofteutlmo comes from the 
home circle a potential and elevating 
influence. This woman of my text was 
the superior of her husband. He, as 
far as 1 can understand, was what we 
often see in our day, a man of large 
fortune and only a modicum of brain, 
intensely quiet, sitting a long while in 
the same place without moving hand 
or foot, if you say "Yes," responding 
"Tes;" if you say "No," responding 
"No"—inane, eyes half-shut, mouth 
wide open, maintaining bis position 
in society only because he has a largo 
patrimony. But his wife, my text says, 
was £. great woman. Her name has 
not come down to us. She belonged to 
that collection of people who need no 
name to distinguish them. What 
would title of duchess, or princess, or 
queen—what would escutcheon or 
gleaming diadem be to this woman of 
my text, who, by her intelligence and 
her behavior, challenges the admira-
tion of all ages? Long after the bril-
liant women of the court of Louis XV. 
have been forgotten, and the brilliant 
women who sat on the throne of Rus-
sia have been forgotten, some grand-
father will put on his spectacles, and 
holding the book the other side the 
light, read to his grandchildren the 
story of this great womau of Shunem 
who was so kind and courteous and 
Christian to the good prophet Elisha. 
Yes, she was a great woman. 

In the first place, she was great in 
her hospitalities. Uncirillzed and bar-
barous nations have this virtue. Juo'-
ter had the surname of the Hospitable, 
and he was said especially to avenge 
the wrongs of strangers. Homer ex-
tolled it in his verse. The Arabs are 
punctilious on this subject, and among 
some of their tribes it is not until the 
ninth day of tarrying that the occu-
pant has a right to auk his guest "Who 
and whence art thou?" If this virtue 
Is so honored among barbarians, how 
ought it to be honored among those of 
us who believe in the Bible, which 
commands us to use hospitality one to-
ward another without grudging? 

Of course I do not mean under this 
cover to give any idea that 1 approve 
of that vagrant class who go around 
from place to place,ranglng their whole 
lifetime, perhaps under the auspices 
of some benevolent or philanthropic 
society, quartering themselves on 
Christian famlllefl wli.h a great pile of 
t runks In the hall and carpet-bag por-
tentous of tarrying. There Is many 
a country parsonage that looks out 
week by week upon the ominous ar-
rival of wagon with creaking wheel 
and lank horse and dilapidated driver, 
come under the auspices of some char-
itable Institution to spend a few weeks 
uud canvass tho neighborhood. I ^ t 
no such religious tramps take advan-
tage of this beautiful virtue of Chris-
tian hospitality. Not so much tho 
sumptuousness of your diet and tho 
regality of your alnxie will Impress 
the friend or the stranger that stops 
aoroes your threshold as the warmth 
of your reception, the reiteration by 
grasp and by look and by a thousand 
attentions. Insignificant attentions, 
of your earnestness of welcome. There 
will be high appreciation of your wel-
come, though you bare nothing but 
the brazen candlestick and the plain 
chair to offer Elisha when he comes 
to Shunem. Most beautiful is this 
grace of hoapitality when shown In 
the house of God. I am thankful that 
I have always been pastor of churches 
where strangers are welcome. But I 
have entered churches where there 
was no hospitality. A stranger would 
stand in the vestibule for a while and 
then make a pilgrimage up the long 
aisle. No door opened to him until, 
flushed and excited and embarrassed, 
he started back again, and, coming to 
some half-filled pew. with apologetic 
air, entered it, while the occupant 
glared on him witk a look which 
seemed to say, "Wvll, If I must, I 
m u s t " Away with inch accursed in-
dency from the bo-jse of God. Let 
every church that would maintain 
largo Christian influence in communi-
ty culture Sabbath by Sabbath this 
beautiful graee of Chrfstiaa hospi-
tality. • • •

remarkable pictures of the life of 
Christ, now on exhibition in this coun-
try, was 50 years old when he under-
took his real life work. Leaving Paris, 
where ho was famous as a painter of 
fashionable life, he spent ten years In 
Palestine, where he studied every as-
pect of ruin, naturo and humanity, 
that ho might catch tho spirit and the 
environment of Him he wished to 
trace. His success emphasizes Capt 
Mahan's Ironical remark that a man's 
opportunities are hardly over at 60. 
Lord Dufferln, at the age of 70, has 
recently set about the acquisition of 
the Persian language, thereby rivaling 
his queen, who at the same age 
began to study Hlndoostanese. 

In a recent report to the State De-
partment Consul Monaghan, at Chem-
nitz, says that there Is every reason to 
believe that the trip which Prince 
Henry of Germany is taking is far be-
yond the operating sphere of a naval 
commander. The object, says the con-
sul, is the extension of German com-
merce into tho districts of the 
Amur and Usurl rivers. The consul 
tells what an extensive effort has been 
made by the Germans, through trading 
and shipping companies operating 
from Hamburg, to establish active 
agencies all over tho section of Siberia 
opened up by the new railroads, and 
In this they have already displaced In 
large measure the merchants of France 
and Belgium. Concluding, the consul 
says that It Is possible for the United 
States manufacturer. If the right kind 
of an effort Is made, to get a good deal 
of Russia's trade. 

According to Washington corre-
spondents it will bo the policy of the 
United States government to take ciro 
of all of the soldiers In the Cuban 
army. If they want wages they will 
be given employment upon tho public 
works. If they prefer to remain In 
tho army they wlM be organized Into 
rural police, tho Intention being to 
keep them together and prevent them 
from scattering idly like tramps 
throughout tho country. Wherever 
they are willing to accopt outside em-
ployment they will be encouraged to 
do so, and it is believed tho revival of 
Industry will cause an Increase In the 
price of labor that will tempt many of 
them to return to the farms and fac-
tories. In each of tho provinces, how-
ever, there will be an organization of 
rural police similar to that In Mexico, 
to keep order In the country, suppress 
outlawry and relieve the military gar-
risons as much as possible. This Is 
not entirely necessary, but it is con-
•tdered expedient, because i t will neu-
tralize the influence of the agitators 
and reconcile the rank and file of the 
Cuban army to the new order of 
things. 

If the acQUlsitlon of new national 
Interests in the Pacific is responsible 
for the efforts now being made by the 
postoffice department to shorten the 
running time between New York and 
San Francisco the r lctory in Manila 
bay becomes a most Important factor 
in our future commercial development. 
Indeed, the guns of Dewey's fleet may 
be said to have already brought the 
busineea men of the Atlantic coast cit-
ies twelve hours nearer to the business 
men of the Pacific, and henoa that 
much nearer tbe great markets of the 
Or ien t 

stranger In that houpehold, but ns she 
found out he bad come on a divine 
mission, ho was cordially welcomed. 
We have a great many books In our 
day about the hardships of ministers 
and tho trials of Christian ministers.

Oh! for 
somebody tri write a book about the 
rewards of the Christian ministry 
about his surroundings of Christian 
sympathy. This woman of tho text 
was only a typo of thousands of men 
and women who come down from man-
sion and from cot to do kindness to 
the Lord's servants. 1 could tell you 
of something that you might think a 
romance. A young man graduated 
from New Brunswick Theological 
Seminary was called to a village 
church. He had not the means to 
furnish the parsonage. After three or 
four weeks of preaching n committee 
of the oflicers of the church waited on 
him and told him he looked tired and 
thought he had better take a vacation 
of a few days. The young pastor took 
It as an intimation that his work was 
done or not acceptable. He took the 
vacation, and at the end of a few days 
came back, when an old elder said; 
"Hero is the key of the parsonage. 
We have been cleaning It up. You 
had better go up and look at I t " So 
the young pastor took the key, went up 
to the parsonage, opened tho door, 
and lo! it was carpeted, and there was 
the hat-rack all ready for the canes 
and the umbrellas and the overcoats, 
and on the left hand of the hall was 
the parlor, sofaed, chaired, pictured. 
He passed on to the other side of the 
hall, and there was the study-table in 
the center of tne floor with stationery 
upon it, book-shelves built, long ranges 
of new volumes far beyond the reach 
of the means of the young pastor, 
many of these volumes. The young 
pastor went up-stalrs, and found all 
the sleeping apartments furnished; 
came down-stairs and entered the 
pantry, and there were the spices and 
the coffees and the sugars, and tho 
groceries for six months. Ho went 
down Into the cellar, and there was tho 
coal for all the coming winter. Ho 
went Into the dlnlng-hall. and there 
was the table already set—the glass 
and the silverware. Ho went Into tho j 
kitchen, and there were all tho culi-
nary implements and a great stove. 
The young pastor lifted one lid of the 
stove and he found the fuel all ready 
for Ignition. Putting back tho cover 
of the stove, he saw In another part 
of It a luclfer match, snd all that 
young man had to do In starting to 
keep house was to strike the match. 

Where are the feet that have not 
been blistered on the hot sands of this 
great Sahara? Where are tho soldiers 
that have not bent under the burden 
of grief? Where Is the ship sailing 
over glassy sea that has not after 
awhile been caught in a cyclone? 
Where Is the garden of earthly com-
fort hut trouble hath hitched up its 
fiery and panting team, and gone 
through it with burning plowshare of 
disaster? Under the pelting of ages 
of suffering the great heart of the 
world has burst with woe. Navigators 
tell us about the rivers, and the Ama-
zon, and the Danube, and the Missis-
sippi have been explored; but who can 
tell the depth or the length of tho 
great river of sorrow, made up of 
tears and blood, rolling through all 
lands and all ages, bearing the wreck 
of families, and of communities, and 
of empires, foaming, writhing, boiling 
with agonies of six thousand years. 
Etna, Cotopaxi and Vesuvius have 
been described, but who has ever 
sketched the volcano of suffering 
retching up from its depths tho lava 
and scoria, and pouring them down 
tho sides to whelm the nations? Oh! 

! if 1 could gather all the heartatrlngs, 
tho broken heartstrings. Into a harp, 
1 would play on It a dirge such as was 
never sounded. Mythologists tell us 
of Gorgon and Centaur and Titan, and 
goologlsts tell, us of extinct species of 
monsters: but greater than Gorgon or 
Mogatherlurn. and not belonging to the 
realm of fablo, and not of an extinct 
species, a monster with an Iron jaw 
and a hundred Iron hoofs has walked 
across the nations, and history and 
poetry and sculpture, in their attempt 
to sketch it and describe It, havo 
seemed to sweat great drops of blood. 
But thank God there are those who can 
conquer as this woman of the text 
conquered, and say, "It is well; though 
my property be gone, though my chil-
dren be gone, though my home be 
broken up, though my health be sacrl-
llced, it is well, it is well!" There is 
no storm on the sea but Christ is ready 
to rise in the hinder part of the ship 
and bush it. There is no darkness but 
the constellation of God's eternal love 
can illumine it, and through the winter 
comes out of the northern sky, you 
havo sometimes seen that northern sky 
all ablaze with auroras which seem to 
say, "Come up this way; up this way 
are thrones of light and seas of sap-
phire and the splendor of an eternal 
heaven. Come up this way." 
We may, like the sUlps, by tempest be 

tossed 
On perilous deeps, but cannot be lost; 
Though Satan enrage the wind and tho 

tide 
The promise assures us, the Lord will 

provide. 
Again, this woman of my text was 

great in her application to domestic 

duties. Every picture Is a homo pic-
ture, whether she Is entertaining an 
Elisha, or whether she Is giving care-
ful attention to her sick boy, or 
whether she is appealing for the res-
toration of her property. Every pic-
ture In her case Is one of domesticity. 
Those are not disciples of this Shune-
mltc woman who, going out to attend 
to outside charities, neglect tho duty of 
home—the duty of wife, of mother, of 
daughter. No faithfulness in public 
benefaction can ever atono for domes-
tic negligence. There has been many 
a mother who by Indefatigable toll KAS 
reared a largo family of children, 
equipping them for the duties oi J'fo 
with good manners and largo Intelli-
gence and Christian principle, starting 
them out, who has done more for the 
world than many a woman whoso 
name has sounded through all the 
lands and through the centurios. I re-
member when Kossuth was in this 
country, there were some ladles who 
got honorable reputations by present-
ing him very gracefully with bouquets 
of flowers on public occasions; but 
what was all that compared with the 
plain Hungarian mother who gave to 
truth and civilization and the cause of 
universal liberty a Kossuth? Yes, this 
woman of my text was great in her 
simplicity. When this prophet wanted 
to reward her for her hospltdllty by 
asking some preferment from the king, 
what did she say? She declined it. 
She said: "I dwell among my own 
people," as much as to say, "I am sat-
isfied with my lot; all 1 want is my 
family and my friends around me; I 
dwell among my own people." • • • 

What I want to impress upon you, 
my hearers, Is that you ought not to 
inventory tbe luxuries of life among 
the Indlspensables, and you ought not 
to depreciate this woman of the text, 
who, when offered kingly preferment, 
responded; "I dwell among my own 
people." Yea, this woman of tho text 
was great In her piety. Just read the 
chapter after you go home. Faith in 
God, and she was not ashamed to talk 
about It before idolaters. Ah, woman 
will never appreciate what she owes to 
Christianity until she knows and sees 
the degradation of her sex under 
paganism and Mohammedanism. Her 
very birth considered a misfortune. 
Sold like cattle on the shambles. Slave 
of all work, and, at last, her body fuel 
for the funeral pyre of her husband. 
Above the shriek of the fire-worship-
ers In India, and above the rumbling 
of the Juggernauts, I hear tbe million-
voiced groan of wronged, insulted, 
broken-hearted, down-trodden woman. 
Her tears have fallen in tbe Nile and 
Tigris, the La Plata, and on the 
steppes of Tartary. She has been dis-
honored in Turkish garden and Per-
sian palace and Spanish Alhambra. 
Her little ones have been sacrificed in 
tbe Indus and the Ganges. There is 
not a groan, or a dungeon, or an island, 
or a mountain, or a river, or a lake, or 
a sea but could tell a story of the out-
rages heaped upon her. But thanks to 
God this glorious Christianity comes 
forth, and all the chains of this vas-
salage are snapped, and she rises from 
Ignominy to exalted sphere and be-
comes the aliectlonate daughter, the 
gentle wife, the honored mother, the 
useful Christian. Oh! If Christianity 
has done so much for woman, surely 
woman will become Its most ardent ad-
vocate and Its subllmcst exemplifica-
tion. 

R E S T R I C T I O N S O N T R A D E S . 

ioae Carloim Arm That Were I'Mied 
In Kngland. 

There arc many Instances of cu-
rious acts passed In connection with 
restrictions on trades and professions 
m d In some eases an element of hu-
mor enters Into them when Jvdged by 
'.he standards of today, says tho Corn-
ftlll Magazine. Tho want of confidence 
'n lawyers, which rightly or wrongly 
(a somewhat commonly entertained. Is 
i t least as old as the times of Hen-
ry VI., for an act was passed In 1461 
to reduce the number of attorneys In 
Iho eastern counties. The act shows 
that there were upward of eighty such 
m Norfolk and Suffolk and their num-
bers were morcilessly reduced to six 
In Norfolk, six In Suffolk and two In 
Norwich. A statute of Henry VII. 
(1489) enacted that no butcher should 
daughter catt!c In any walled town, a 
"estrlctlon likewise extended to Cam-
bridge. As though the gambling of 
the South Sea Bubble period had cast 
Its shadow before, an act of 1697 strove 
to limit the number and restrain the 
111 practices of brokers and stock job-
bers and af ter tho disasters of that 
time another act In 1734 aimed at pre-
venting certain "infamous" practices 
of stock-jobbing. A law not of restric-
tion but of relief was that of 1712, ex-
empting apothecaries from filling the 
offices of constable, scavenger and 
other parish duties and from liability 
of being called upon to act on juries. 
A bill that passed into law in 1723 pro-
vided against journeymen shoemakers 
pawning boots, shoes, leather or other 
materials, and established rules for 
regulating them. The matter of ser-
vants ' certificates of character Is still 
a burning question and an act of 1792 
sought to prevent the fraud of coun-
terfeiting them. Several laws passed 
in England, and Scotland had empow-
ered justices of the peace to fix the 
wages and piece work of artificers and 
other workers, and this arbitrary pow-
er was withdrawn under George HI. 
(1813). 

CbrUt inas Day. 

For 1,400 years Dec. 25 has been set 
apar t by Christendom as the day on 
which shall be celebrated, with devo-
tional exercises and great rejoicing, 
the birth of Jesus Christ, Learned 
men have disagreed for centuries re-
garding the actual day, or even sea-
son, that the Savior was born, but 
custom has fixed upon our "Christ-
mas" as the "birthday." 

With the spread of Christianity this 
greatest of all Christian holidays took 
the place of more ancient festivals. 
The Romans had long celebrated June 
21, the longest day In the year, as a 
midsummer festival, or "Saturnalia." 
Then tho masters served the servants 
and tho Romans gave themselvea up 
to feasting and revelry and misrule 
generally. From this celebration 
many of our Christmas customs took 
their origin—the custom of decking 
tho houses with laurels and ever-
greens, the custom of giving presents 
and tho practice of engaging In lively 
games and sports. 

In the north of Europe semi-barbar-
ous peoples kindled huge bonfires In 
honor of the gods Odin and Thor, and 
tho Druids gathered mistletoe, then a 
sacred plant, particularly if found 
growing on the oak. These customs 
were adopted as part of the Christmas 
celebration. 

The early Goths and Saxons cele-
brated Dec. 21, the shortest day of the 
year, as the time when the sun ceased 
to look coldly upon the earth, and 
when the days began to lengthen with 
the approach of spring. Then was 
cut the "yule log"—for the season was 
called Jul, or Yuletlde. In later years 
the yule log was placed on the hearth 
on Christmas eve and allowed to burn 
till bedtime. Then It wag carefully 
pulled out of the coals and placed in 
the cellar for use in lighting the yule 
log of the following year. It was be-
lieved that the preservation of this 
charred log protected the house from 
fire during the subsequent year. In 
this custom originated the one of pre-
paring the Christmas yule log, so pop-
ular in England. 

So, when you play "sna^uragon** 
and a host of other Christmas games, 
or if you act with unusual license un-
der the mistletoe, or sit around tho 
yule log and tell hobgoblin talee while 
tho corn pops and the coal cracks, you 
may remember that you are doing 
somewhat as did the old Romans, and 
as did the barbarous nations of the 
north Ions: before Christ was bom. 

T H E B A S K E T F A D . 

Many Teople Are Haklns a Colleotlon— 
Indian Work. 

A great many people nowadays are 
making collections of baskets, says 
the New York Times. It seems to be 
necessary once in awhile to get a new 
fad, the old ones having been run into 
the ground. The basket fad is an ex-
pensive one, and there Is a wider 
range in It than many people might 
think. There are a great variety of 
Indian baskets; some of them are very 
rare, ond the Indians will not dupli-
cate them. A man sent $25 Into a 
store the other day and asked If they 
would send him as good a collection as 
they could of the baskets of the In-
dians of the northwest, of which they 
have many varieties. One of those 
baskets, a very large one, as large as 
a small clothes hamper, and the larg-
est made, was sold the other day for 
f22. It was made by an Indian woman 
of the Klickitat tribe; it took her two 
years to make it, and it was not fin-
ished when sold. There is a peculiar 
superstition about finishing baskets, 
and a woman under a certain age will 
not finish one because of the bad luck 
It will bring her. The last strand of 
this big basket was cut off and left 
unfinished. The basket was not only 
the largest made, but the Klickitat In-
dians are no longer making baskets. 
There are some bottles covered with 
bead-work by the Alaska Indians, a 
most Interesting Alaska doll that sells 
for $3, and a wooden canoe made by 
the Alaskans. One of the Interesting 
baskets of the Indians of the north-
western part of this country Is the rat-
tlesnake basket, but It is difficult to 
get one. The woman who makes a 
business of collecting baskets worked 
for a long while with an old squaw to 
persuade her to make some, and got 
her promise, but even after tha t she 
refused to make them.

2 officers, 1 sergeant and 200 native 
troops, captured 14 whites, 2 guns nnd 
ammunition and a quantity of baggage. 
In addition, 5 whites were killed a t 
Kalambari. I t was garrisoned by 800 
men who deserted.

A Huntsvlllo (Ala.) correspondent 

writes to the Army and Navy Journal: 
"Beauty Is not the only claim to at-
tractiveness that army women have, 
There are somo very fine musicians, ar-
tists and writers among them. At the 
muslcale lately given by the Huntsvllle 
womon for the benefit of the soldiers' 
reading room the talent was drawn al-
most entirely from the ranks of the 
army officers and their wives.

A R M Y A N D N A V Y . 

Recognizing the good results that 
accrue from soldiers singing when on 
the march the minister for war of 
England has Just ordered 25,000 books 
of patriotic and military songs as an 
experiment. These will be distri-
buted to the men in Infantry regi-
ments and classes for singing will be 
instituted in the barracks. A similar 
experiment, made In France by Gen. 
Polllowe of St. Mars, has been at-
tended with marked success, the num-
ber of stragglers on tbe march being 
reduced by 70 per cent owing to the 
singing. 

Much favonble comment Is being 
made upon the recommendation of 
Secretary Long that the vessels to be 
added to our naval force In the future 
are to be sheathed and coppered. In 
this way the ships we send abroad 
can be maintained for an indefinite 
period at sea without the necessity of 
searching a dockyard at frequent in-
tervals. A modern cruiser provided 
with a sheathed bottom and coppered 
surface can be kept at sea for a whole 
cruise without danger to her safety or 
efficiency. 

The additions to the navy proposed 
by the naval board on construction 
contemplate an expenditure of 536,-
100,000, distributed as follows, says the 
Scientific American; Three 13,500-ton 
battleships, to cost $3,600,000 each; 
three 12,000-ton armored cruisers, to 
cost 14,000,000 each; three 6,000-ton 
protected cruisers, to cost J2,150,000 
each, and six 2,500-ton protected 
cruisers, to cost Jl.141,000 apiece. Each 
of these vessels Is to carry "the heav-
iest armor and most powerful ord-
nance for vessels of their class, to 
have the highest practicable speed 
and prcat radius of action." If the 
nation has any conception of the vast 
responsibilities which the acquisition 
of the Philippines has placed upon it 
there will be no difficulty In securing 
the neeossary appropriation for mak-
ing this addition to our navy. The 
naval beard shows wisdom in recom-
mending that every one of these fif-
teen ships wo wood sheathed and cop-
pered. 

KilUon'a Plun feir I temoving Snow. 

Edison's latest suggestion Is that 
snow can l)e removed from city streets 
not by melting machines, but by port-
able steam power compressors, which 
will scoop up the snow in steel scoop 
buckets and squeeze it into cakes 12* 
12x12 inches In volume, which will bo 
practically solid ice. Carts and men 
following the compressor can take up 
the cakes with tones as they drop to 
the street, says Edison, and a market 
can be found for enough snow cubes to 
pay the interest on the cost of the 
machinery.

Chicago has finally a system of milk 
Inspection which seems efficient, re-
ports showing that only 8 per cent ol 
the supply brought Into tbe city li 
below the required tests. In 1890, ac-
cording to the secretary of the Milk 
Shippers' Union, 90 per cent of the 
milk sold In the city was Impure. The 
union and the health department unite 
In these protective efforts, and expect 
to root out of the supply the small frac-
tion which still falls to come up to pre-
scribed standards. Samples of the 
milk are collected as It Is being brought 
Into town on the trains; the cans of 
the retail dealers are Inspected, and 
tbe same official attention Is now be-
ing extended to the dairies thomsflvos 
and tho cattle.
