By Bickerstaff ' s tes t imony on the 
23d it w a s shown t h a t t he mi l i t a ry 
goods were re-shipped f rom Chicago to 
Kalamazoo in the same fou r cars in 
which they l e f t Lansing, t he seals not 
even hav ing been broken. Here the 
goods were unpacked and classified. 
Some of them had original ly been sold 
to t h e s t a t e by the Henderson-Ames 
Co. and bore t h a t company's tags and 
labels. For t h i s reason Bickerstaff 
suggested to White the advisabil i ty of 
hav ing t h e Henderson-Ames Co.'s t a g s 
pu t on all t h e goods, and b u t t o n s bear-
ing the i r s t amp subs t i tu ted fo r those 
bear ing s t amps of o ther makers . White, 
he said, consented to th i s a r r a n g e m e n t 
and agreed to pay fo r doing the work. 
Bickerstaff also swore t h a t on a Satur-
day- early in September he made a t r i p 
t o Grand Rapids, ca r ry ing something 
more t h a n 825,000 in a satchel , consist-
i n g of both gold and currency. Whi te 
and Marsh were a t t he s ta t ion to meet 
him. and the three went t o t h e mili-
t a r y club, where they took a pr ivate 
d in ing room.

Th is s t ep 
was not t aken by the por te un t i l t h e 
Russian government had t h r o w n off 
t he mask and revealed itself ready t o 
resort to a rms if neccssary t o a t t a i n i t s 
objects. Well informed circles a t Con-
s tant inople learned a b o u t a f o r t n i g h t 
ago t h a t t h e Russian w a r office a n d 
minis t ry of mar ine had issued joint or-
ders looking t o a general mobil izat ion 
of the land and sea forces, should cer-
ta in cont ingencies arise. 

A Negro * Horrible Ci im*. 

A Negro, Tom Jones , commonly 
known a s " P r e a c h e r " Jones , on t h e 
morn ing of t h e 22d murdered E l l a 
Jones and he r oldest d a u g h t e r Ida, and 
then set fire to the beds in which lay 
t h e bodies of his v ic t ims and fou r 
s leeping chi ldren r a n g i n g in age f r o m 
a babe one mon th old, t o t h e la rges t 
boy who w a s no t more t h a n five. The 
cr ime w a s commit ted a t G a m e r s , a lit-
t le t own , fi~e miles eas t of Rale igh, 
N. C., and t h e work w a s done w i t h a n 
ax. The murdere r , according t o t h e 
story of l i t t le 7-year-old L a u r a Jones , 
who escaped w i t h he r younge r s is ter , 
del iberate ly s t ruck t h e m o t h e r fou r 
t imes and then made t w o cu t s in to t h e 
body of the oldest child. H e then fired 
the house and i t was completely de-
stroyed. The body of E l l a Jones and 
t h a t of Ida, t h e 13-year-old child, w e r e 
burned beyond recognit ion.

The love of the Empress Josephine 
for dress, and her extravagance in 
grat i fying it, a r e mat ters of history.
