Over 60 Exposed In Custer, a Village of 

Only 300 Inhabitants—Scottvllle Al-

so has Many Cases—Business Sus-

pended. 

Ludlngton, Mich., De^. 3.—A disease 
whirh doctors called chickenpox has 
been prevalent among the InhabitantE 
of Curter village, this county, for two 
weeks. Sunday tho startling discov-
ery was made that tho affliction was 
smallpox. 

A physician returning from Custei 
tn tins city Sunday night states that 
there arc over 60 rases of smallpox 
In the village, where less than 300 peo-
ple live. In Srottvllle, a neighboring 
vIllaRo, there are 20 or more cases an<l 
the greatest alarm prevails ail over 
the oounty. 

At Custer churches and schools have 
been closed and the whole town quar-
antined. No trains are allowed to stop 
at tho plac" and business is at a stand-
still. Mondny the authorities expcct 
to quarantine the whole township. It 
Is beUeved many hundreds of people 
have been exposed and a terrible epi-
demic Is feared. Medical service is In 
groat demand. Tho smallpox situation 
in this city remains unchanged, there 
being but one case. 

School houses have been dlslnfccted, 
however, and great precautions arc bo 
Ing taken. 

Live Stock Exposition. 
Chicago. Dec. 3.—Though the formal 

opening of the live stock exposition 
did not take placo until Monday morn 
Ing, tho gates wore opened Sunday and 
the exhibits viewed by fully 10,000 poo 
pie. Most of the exhibits have been 
installed, osperially in the animal do 
partment of the exposition, which is in 
shape for the %ork of the judges. A 
number of delegations from outside 
cities and agricultural colleges arrived 
during the day. Don J. F. Do Asslz 
Brazil, minister from Brazil to the 
United States, got in Sunday night 
from Washington. He is a stoch 
raiser in the South American .ropub 
lie and president of one of the live* 
stock assorjatious. He will make a 
special roport to his government on 
the exposition.

Half the Amount Raised. 
Albion, Mich., Dec. 3.—The eleventh 

annual convention of the Albion dis-
trict Epworth league was brought to a 
close Sunday night with the consecra-
tion service following tho addresses 
by W. W. Cooper of Kenosha, Wis., 
and Prof. F. 8. Goodrich, of Albion, 
the s tate preeident of the league. 
Sunday morning Mr. Cooper, who Is 
the secretary of the twentieth century 
forward movement, delivered a Tery 
Interesting address on the movement 
which began in America in September, 
1899, at the Methodist bishop's meet-
ing at Springfield. Over one-half of 
the $20,000,000 to be raised before De-
centbor 31, 1901, has already been 
pledged.

Offered a Land Bonus. 
Marquette, Mich., Dec. 3.—Saturday 

the Marquette Agricultural society, 
made out a deed to the C.eveicnd 
Cliffs Iron Co. for 119 acres in North 
Marquette. It is beld in escrow at the 
First National Bank and will be turned 
over to the grantee when the founda-
tion for the new charcoal blast fur-
nace to be ererted on the tract are in, 
for the payment of $5,000. This amount 
the citizens' committee will raise and 
the land will be a bonus for the new 
plant, which Is now believed to be as-
sured . The Cleveland Cliffs Co.'s new 
railroad, the Marquette & Southwest-
ern, runs through the tract on which 
tho furnace will be built.

Berlin, Dec. 3.—Emperor William's 
decree regarding the reform of the 
schools provides that In view of the 
Importance attaching to the English 
language, special attention Khali I** 
given hereafter to this branrh in the 
gymnasia, where it is made equal with 
Greek in »be under classes and shall 
dlt place I nch as an obligatory study 
In the three upper classes.Freich be-
ing made optional in the latter. Spe-
cial emphasis is laid in the decree up-
on tho importance of speaking the 
modern languages taught, and the re-
form plan contemplates also more at-
tention to Latin in the Oberrealacbule.

D. W. Burgess of 
Flint, Thursday celebrated their gold-
en wedding with a family reunion and 
dinner and a recepUon to their friends 
in the evening. 

The high court of the Independent 
Order of Foresters of Michigan will 
meet In Bay City Feb. 26 and 27. There 
will be 260 to 300 representatives and 
visiting members present. 

George Harner, who escaped from 
jail at Jackson about a month ago, 
while serving 60 days for stealing an 
overcoat, was captured a t Galien, 
Mich., Wednesday afternoon. 

Two hundred couples of the elite of 
Petoskey danced Thursday night for 
sweet charity. The proceeds of the

Hon. Wellington R. Burt, who was 
defeated for congress in the eighth 
district by Jos. W. Fordney, flies an 
affidavit to )he effect that his election 
expenses aggregated $4,354. Fordney 
spent $3,000. 

Conductor George M. Crane of the 
Pere Marquette railway Was fatally 
injured in a freight wreck a t Diamond 
Ix)ch. Crane's train broke down and 
an~extra ran into it. Both trains were 
badly wrecked. 

It has been loarned that Geo. H. Bar-
low of Binghamton, N. Y., who bought 
Axtell on Wednesday a t the New York 
horse sale, for |14,700, was acting for 
Fred S. Moran, of Detroit, Mich., one 
of the members of the syndicate by 
whom the famous stallion was owned. 

William Voss, a farmer near Luding-
ton, was dragged into a corn busker 
which was operated by steam power.

Further Details of ths Fight Nssr 

Nlefonteln November 28—The Boers 

Repulaed With Heavy Loss and 

Withdrew. 

Cape Town, Dec. 3.—Replying at 
Btellenboch, Cape Colony, to an ad-
dress presented to him by the leaders 
el the Afrikander band, Mr. J . X. Mer-

' rlman, former treasurer of Cape Col-
ony. in the course of an impassioned 
speech, denounced the war in South 
Africa as "one of the blackest spots tn 
Brliish annals." The present methods 
of British warfare, he said, were such 
as encouraged the worst elements on 

| both sides and wore bound to prove 
fatal to the ultimate peace of the 
country. He declared that neither he 
nor Mr. J . W. Sauer, former commis-
sioner of public works, would attend 
the Worcester congress, lest It should 
be said that the congross was engl 
neered by politicians anu he appeal-
ed to all Afrikanders to speak boldly 
when upholding their rights and yet 
tn "avoid wild language or actions 
which might lead to the abrogation of 
the last vestige of freedom." 

Mr. Sauer, whose speech was rather 
more militant, demanded the removal 
of Sir Alfred Milner, whom he de-
scribed as "violently anti-Dutch." Ho 
declared that if Great Britain deprived 
the two republics of their Independ-
ence she would lose the affection of all 
South Africa. Referring to the Wor-
cester congress, he urged the delegates 
to show firmness. 

Ladysmith. Natal, Dec. 3—Lord Rob-
erts, who arrived here on Friday, had 
inspected Majuba and Laings Nek 
while en route. Replying to an address 
from the townspeople here, he express-
ed his admiration of the gallant d»> 
fence of the town, which he character-
lied as a "glorious memorial of Brit-
ish pluck and endurance, only equalled 
by the determination and bravery of 
the relieving force." 

Ho said he trusted the day iras not 
far distant when peace would reign 
supreme and "without ill feeling to-
ward a conquered foe." 

Lord Roberts has visited Colenso 
and the surrounding battieflelds. 

Bloemfontein, Dec. 3.—Further de-
tai ls have been received regarding the 
light near Rietfontein between the 
British under Gen. 'Paget and the 
Boers under Commandants Viljoen and 
Erasmus, Nov. 28 and Nov. 29. 

Ger. Paget, toward evening on the 
second day, oloeed in upon the Boer 
position with the intention of attack-
ing next day at dawn. Tfie Boers, 
however, with reinforcementa includ-
ing three guns, made a desperate at-
tack and severe fighting ensued. 

The Boers who were repulsed with 
heavy loss, withdrew in a northeaster-
ly direction. Gen. Paget, having occu-
pied their position, sent mounted in-
fant ry in pursuit. The New Zealand-
ere displayed great gallantry, losing 
five out of the six wounded officers. 

Laid to Rest. 
Hamilton, O., Nov. SO.—The remains 

of the late Geo. Washington Wilson, 
United States commissioner of inter-
nal revenue, were buried in Green-
wood cemetery Thursday under Ma-
sonic auspices. At the station the fu-
neral party was met by Hamilton com-
mandery No. 41, Knighta Templar; 
representatives of the Loyal Legion, 
an escort from Wetzel-Compton post,

Washington, Dec. 3.—Miss Clara 

Barton has received many telegrams 
and letters asking about the twentieth 
century watch meetings, and aska The 
Associated Press to make it known 
that while the movement is under her 
guidance and control, all the details 
are committed to the New York office 
of tho Red Cross in the St. James 
building. New York city. Many towns 
seem to be waiting for special author-
ization to hold these meetings, where-
as none is necessary. All that any 
church, lodge or military company or 
society of any kind needs to do is to 
srganiie its own watch meetings. 

Lumbermen are Kicking. 
Minneapolis, Dec. 3.—Lumbering op-

erations in Minnesota a re practically 
a t a standstill on account of the warm, 
unseasonable weather, and unless 
tbere ahall be a change at once, lum-
bermen will be heavy losers this win-
ter. None of the swamps are frozen 
over aa yet and logging operations can-
not be conducted with safety. The 
woods are full of men, ready to go to 
work. They a re being paid the high-
est wages that have prevailed for sev-
eral years. Should snow come before 
Ihe ground freoses the situation will 
tecome more complicated than ever. 

French Papers Comment With Vio-

lence Upon Emperor William's Ao 

tlon, While the English Press Show! 

Unbounded Enthusiasm. 

Berlin. Dec. 3 - M r . Kruger has aban-
doned his proposed visit to Berlin ow-
ing to the receipt of an official Intima-
tion that Emperor William regrets 
that" In consequence bf previous ar-
rangements he will be unable to re-
ceive him. The Boor statesman will 
therefore proceed direct from Cologne 
for Holland. He telegraphed to this 
effect Sunday afternoon. 

The Cologne Gazette, In an Inspired 
communique, says: 

"Mr, Kniger's visit is not agreeable 
to Germany, his aim being to obtain in 
terventlon in South Africa. It would 
be a grave political mistake, it would 

be oven a great crimc, to allow him 
to entertain oven a spark of hope that 
Oermaiw will render him any political 
supportT" 

Parlft Doc. 3.—Emperor Will iams 
refusal t a receive Mr. Kruger has 
caused general surprise here. Most of 
the morning papers make It an excuso 
for articles sympathizing with tho 
Boer statesman or condemning the 
kaiser . ' 

"The kaiser Is no longer a modern 
Lohengrin," says the Echo do Paris, 
"but a simple disciple of Bismarck. 
His attitude Is dictated by the Inter-
ests of Germany, which ho considers 
identical with those of England." 

Some of the papers publish the kais-
er's famous telegram of 1895 to Mr. 
Kruger side by side with that of Sat-

'urday. The Intranslgoant and other 
nationalist organs comment with their 
customary vehemence. 

London, Dec. 3.—All the I .ondon 
morning papers comment with un-
bounded enthusiasm upon the abrupt 
snub administered by Emperor Wil-
liam to Mr. Kruge., which is all the 
more noticeable when contrasted with 
the Boor stesman's concededly suc-
cessful visit to France. The snub is 
regarded as further evidence of the 
better relations between Great Britain 
and Germany. 

Emperor llllam's telegram to The 
German minister at Luxemborg was 
ths outcome of a dispatch which Mr 
Krayer sent to the kaiser on arriving 
Kruger sent to the embassy a t the 
German frontier. 

"On reaching German soil I want to 
express to your majesty my sontlmentg 
of devotion and cordial ssympathy." 

The ouiclal explanation offered 
through the German press Is that steps 
had not been taken to ascertain 
whether Mr. Kniger 's visit would bo 
agreeable. The Boor delegates admit 
that they have recolvcd a serious 
check and Mr. -Kruger is said to be ex-
tremely disheartened. There Is a ru-
mor tha t he has been required to avoid 
Belgian territory. 

Mysterious Death. 

New York, Dec. '3.—Mystery sur-
rounds the finding Sundsy of the dead 
body of Policeman Patrick McGloln, 
which was floating in East river at 
the foot of 95th street. McOloin, who 
was regularly detailed to duty in the 
House of the Good Shepherd, answer-
ed the 3 o'clock roll call aa usual on 
Sunday morning at his police station 
and then left to go, it was believed, 
to the House of the Good Shepherd. 
Timothy Callahan, captain of a canal 
boat a t 9:50 o'clock discovered the 
body of the policeman in the water. 
McGloln had been on the force about 
25 years and was 64 years of age. 

The police said Sunday night that 
their investigation led them to believe 
that McGloln had been walking along 
tho river front and had been seized 
with apoplexy or falntness and had 
fallen into the water. They did not 
regard bis death with suspicion. 

To Consecrate the new Century. 

Washington, Dec. 3.—Archbishop 
Martineili, the apostolic delegate, will 
participate a t services to be held at 
Bt. Patrick's church in th is city a t 
midnight on December 31 to conse-
crate the new century to God. A year 
ago the pope gave a special perm is 
sion, with a view to wide exercise of 
the privilege, to sing a solemn mass a t 
midnight of Dec. 31, of last year, to 
consecrate the closing year of the cen-
tury and to repeat it on Dec. 31 next a t 
the same hour for consecrating the en-
tire new century. Tho ceremony, like 
that-of a year ago. is expected to bo 
an unusually brilliant one and most of 
the bishops throughout the country 
probably will hold similar services. 

The Cxar's Condition. 
Livadia, European Russia, Dec. 8.— 

The following bulletin regarding the 
condition of Emperor Nicholas was is-
sued Sunday: 

"The csar passed a very good day 
Saturday and slept very well Saturday 
night. His majesty 's condiuon Sunday 
morning was very satisfactory. His 
appetite Is returning and his strength 
gradually Increasing. Saturday even-
ing his temperature was 97.9 and his 
pulse 64. Sunday morning the former 
was 97 and tho latter 72." 

To be Minister of Finance. 
Berlin, Dec. 3.—it is announced that 

the forthcoming retirement of Dr. von 
Siemens from the directorship of the 
Deutsche Bank is due to the "pressure 
of political duties," and this is gener-
ally Interpreted to mean that he will 
succeed Dr. von Miquei a s minister of 
finance.

It Is true, 
but he dies In au ecstasy of enjoyment 
Instead of dying in his apjinlnted fash-
ion by suffocation In the maw of some 
bigger flsh. 

In a footnote to the thirteenth canto 
of "Don .Tuan" Byron denounces Izaak 
Walton ns a "sentimental savage" and 
characterizes fishing sh "the cruelest, 
tho coldest of protended sports." That 
only shows how little Byron knew 
about the matter. Ills sports Involved 
tho sacrifice of women rather than 
worms. 

It Is time to set tills matter nf fish-
ing upon Its moral legs, as It were, an 
end to bo ao-ompllshed merely by tell-
ing the truth about It. A fish Is tho 
very lowest form of the vertebrates. It 
is Incapable of any joy except that of 
getting hooked and thus drnwn out of 
tho water to which Its nature con-
demns It and for n time breathing tho 
air that Intoxicates It In delightfully 
desdly fashion. I t has not oven tho In-
stinct of sexual association except In 
tho case of a few rare species. I t 
knows nothing of companionship, for 
the scientists tell us that oven when 
flsh swim In "schools" It Is only be-
cause they are engaged In a common 
predatory pursuit of prey, each endoav-

"orlng to snatch from the others tho 
morsels they seek to swallow. 

Bo low In the scale Is the fish that 
oven In eating bo baa no pleasure ex-
cept that of distending his stomach. 
For the scientist* tlnd no "taste* gob 
lets" at the base of his tongue, and ov 
ery flshermnn knows that the flsh 
swallows his prey whole, with no pos-
sibility of detecting Its flavor. And 
further, every fisherman who has troll-
ed knows that the fish Is so far an In-
dlscrlmlnnte gormand In his search for 
food that he will swallow a coffee 
spoon with a bur attached as readily 
as tho daintiest bait morsel that could 
be displayed In front of his greedy eyes 
and his rapacious mouth. 

Still, again, every flsh that Is caught 
upon a book gets only what ho do 
serves. He Is caught every time In an 
attempt to swallow some other crea-
ture whole and digest It In slow tor-
ture. Indeed the entire life of every 
flsh Is passed In a ceaseless endeavor 
to catch and swallow other flsh. So far 
aa science can discover, flsh of most 
specios make no distinction oven In fa 
vor of their own young, their only 
ground of selection being a considora 
tlon for their individual throats In the 
act of swallowing. On that account 
alone the severely spinet! sunflsh es 
capes the predatory perch, and tho 
bullhead tbe moment his "horns" are 
hard ceases to bo In danger even from 
tho most voracious of pickerel. 

The flshermnn Is not a monster of 
wanton cruelty. He Is merely a de-
scendant of Adam exorcising that "do 
minion" over Inferior creatures which 
God authorized him to exorcise.— 
George Cary Eggleston In New York 
World. _ _ _ _ _

France, and. In 1543, nn act was pass-
ed: "Thnt no person shall put lo salo 
any plnnes but only such aa shall bo 
double beaded and have the heads sold 
erod fust to tho shank of tho plnnes, 
well smoothed, the shank well shapon, 
tho points well round filed, canted and 
sharpened." 

At this time most pins were made of 
brass, but many wore also made of 
Iron, with a brass surface. France sent 
a largo number of plus to England 
until about' tho year 1020. 

In this year one John Tllsby started 
plnmaklng In Gloucestershire. So sue 
cessful was his venture that bo soon 
bad 1,500 persons working. These pins 
made at Stroud were beld In high re 
pute. 

In 1030 pinmakors combined and 
founded a corporation. The Industry 
was carried on a t Bristol and Blrmlng 
ham, the latter becoming the chief 
center. In 1775 prizes were offered for 
tho flrst native made pins and noodles 
In Carolina, and during tho war In 1812 
pins fetched enormous prices.
