R o b e r t Marshal l whose deat h M as 
not iced in our issue of last week was 
born in S|)arta, N . Y . , December 12 
1822. His f a t h e r died when he was 
b u t a child l eav ing his m o t h e r wi th 
th ree small boys. T h e f a n i l y s tayed 
wi th R o b e r t ' s grand- parents fo r a 
shor t t ime and then came wes t and 
set t led a t R i d g c w a y Lenawee county 
Michigan. R o b e r t was soon bound 
on t to a man b y the name of Rapa lee 
with whom he l ived unti l the spr ing 
of 1845 and as a token of h is esteem 
and respect Mr . Rapa lee paid R o b e r t 
al l tha t he had agreed to a n d in ad-
di t ion gave h im a ful l su i t of cloth-
ing a n d $100.00. 

R o b e r t then came to G r a n d R a p -
ids where h e learned t h e cooper 
t rade. 

I n 1867 he was mar r i ed to Maria 
Loop and in the summer of 1858 
they came to Lowell where he en-
gaged in the cooper business which 
ho fol lowed successfuly unt i l his 
dea th . 

T h e house they lived in fo r many 
years was the first f r a m e dwel l ing 
ever bu i l t in Lowell and was buil t 
by C. S. Hooker in 1846 a n d oc-
cupied the g r o u n d w h e r e L . H . 
H u n t ' s d r u g s tore now s tands . 

T h e y had b u t one daugh te r , who 
lived to womanhood b u t d i e d several 
years ago . 

A t t imes Mr . Marshall has en-
gaged in other business b u t cooper-
ing has always been his occupat ion. 
U e has me t with several severe losses 
by fire and o therwise bu t he has a t 
al l t imes paid 100 cents on t h e dollar. 
I n all he has been Marshal l of the 
Vi l lage 9 years a n d rendered good 
service. H e a n d his es t imable wi fe 
wore ever ready to render assistance 
to the s ick or needy. H e was made 
a member of the Lowell lodge 
No. 90 F . & A . M. in A u g u s t 1865 
and was ever a t rue and zealous 
Mason and seldom missed a meet ing . 

Funera l was held a t his home 
Sunday May i t f t h , Rev . J . W . Mc-
All is ter officiating. T h e funeral 
was conducted by Lowel l lodge 
No. 90 F . & A. M. in a very able 
and impressive manner. Over 100 
of the members paid the i r last 
t r ibu te of respect to the depar ted 
brother .
