Our f irst view of For t Pandupa tan 
occurred short ly a f t e r t h e tak ing of a 
large s tockade in the Bayan d i s t r i c t 
The little fort, which w a s t o cause u s

In a general way the fort was a 
square Inclosure. The walls a re of 
s tone, ea r th and bamboo and abou t 
twelve fee t thick a t t h e base.
