Uuke's church, Waterloo, Que., on 
Temperance Sunday (Nov. 21)), by the 
Rev. Uiirn! Dean Jenkins, who took as 
his text Heb. xii: 1; "Let tir lay aside 
ov'M'y weight, and the sin which doth 
so easily iiaset us." In the course of 
his sermon the preacher said : 

One of man's fiercest foes Is un-
QUCHtionably intemperance. I t any one 
should doubt this statement let him 
analyze the columns of the daily press, 
or let him acquaint himself with the 
wroiclu-d condition of the poor; or let 
him look into the history of the hank-
ruptcy court; or again let him study 
the statements of some of the most 
eminent of the medical profession, and 
if the painful and pitiful facU; that will 
surely he ihrust upon his attention do 
not convince him. nothing in the 
whole world will. It goes without say-
ing that Intemperance is responsible 
for most of the crime committed in 
our land to-day. It Is a huge blot upon 
society; It has been the means of 
ruining tens of thousands of homes; 
It has precipitated countless numbers 
to destruction; it has ever been the 
hinderer of progress, the enemy of 
thrift, the thief of character, the 
plunderer of fortune, the propagator 
of ignorance, the fellow of lust, the de-
vonror of virtue, the precursor of 
crime—in a word, the champion of 
man's arch-enemy, who Is now, If ever, 
transformed into an angel of light. 

In the presence of this great and 
terrible evil, what can we do but seek 
the wisdom and power of him who 
"was manifested that he might de-
stroy the works of the devil." The 
man who leads an intemperate life 
does so because he wills to Indulge in 
strong drink. If a rogue steals his 
neighbor's property, it is because he 
has determined In his own mind be-
forehand so to do. He first exercises 
the faculty of willing before he per-
forms the act of stealing. The true 
man will oppose the Inroads of In-
temperance. even as a man would op-
pose the burglar who would plunder 
his home. Force of will should be as 
real as force of arm. It Is said -of 
Pitt that he pressed on every expedi-
tion with a calculated and sagacious 
audacity, and his Imperious will broke 
down every obstacle. What Pitt did 
in politics, we can do In ethics. The 
writer to the Hebrews did not Intend 
to mock men when he said: "Let us 
lay aside every weight, and the sin 
which doth so easily beset us." 

Let us, then, be trus to our best 
and highest Interests; true to the 
country In which we live, true to our 
children, true to our weaker brethren, 
true to our friends and neighbors, 
true to our church, and. above all. 
true to our triumphant Redeemer, by 
practicing abstinence from Intoxicat-
ing liquors as a beverage, and by 
praying more fervently that God him-
self will "stir up the wills of his faith-
ful people" that they may be fruitful 
in promoting the cause of temper-
ance, Let each and every one strive, 
more and more, to "lay aside every 
weight, and the sin which doth so 
easily beset us. and let us run with 
patience the race that Is set before us, 
looking unto Jesus." who is on man's 
side "at the right hand of the throne 
of God."

Therefore, mad dogs and runaway 
horses are nothing compared with 
drunken men. 

As for a drunken woman, language 
cannot describe her. 

Drinking makes trade depression 
worse than It would otherwise be. 

All blacklegs are "boozers." 
For one case In which poverty leads 

to drinking. I believe that there are 
nine In which drinking leads to pov-
erty. 

Still Mr. Bums considered that mat-
ters are improving as the years go on. 
He was against the municipalization 
of the drink traffic, but was in favor 
of Sunday closing, local veto, and a re-
duction of the number of public 
houses. 

"I ask my fellow workmen." he 
said, "to give their leisure hours to 
sober pleasure and their treasure to a 
happy home. If the people are to oc-
nupy the political Judgment seat, they 
must be more sober, more* thrifty, 
more wise than those who now hold 
power."

French Reform. 
Members favorable to temperance 

in the French chamber of representa-
tives propose a sweeping measure of 
temperance reform. It Is estimated 
that there are about half a million 
drinking shops in France and the new 
movement proposes a reduction of the 
number to about 130.000. The liquor 
traffic In France Is thoroughly organ-
ized and politically Influential. The 
Paris correspondent of the London 
Dally News, writing concerning It, 
says; 

"Every 'patron' In France will fight 
for his vested Interest. Mr. Bung in 
France is the ditto of his English 
brother-ln-trade, and the politics of the 
drink question are in both countries 
essentially alike. M. Jules Siegfried, 
senator for the Seine, Inferieure, was 
turned out of his sent because of his 
anti-alcohol project of five years ago. 
All the drink retailers in the depart-
ment combined against him. and he 
was done for. M. Eugene Guerln„ 
senator for tho Vaucluse, is now de-
claring war against the drink curse; 
and the 'Marchands de Vlns' are vow-
ing his political extinction. Mr. Bung, 
in short, nas tremendous political 
power in France, as elsewhere. As 
in England, be swears that if he be 
suppressed he must have righteous 
compensation. The more cautious 
among the reformers would restrict 
themselves to rhe stoppages of li-
censes for the future and leave ' the 
trade' to die out until It reached the 
limit of so many public houses for BO 
many thousands, counting old and 
young, of the iKjpulatlon." 

"Labor and Drink. 
"Labor and Drink" was the subject 

of a lecture which Mr. John Bums, 
M. P., delivered to between 4i000 and 

Alcoholic Stimulants. 
There is a seeming diversity of opin-

ion in the profession in regard to the 
use of alcoholic stimulants. This 
arises partly from the lack of knowl-j 
edge as to what constitutes a stimu- \ 
lant and Just how they act. Often the 
use of whisky and brandy Is resorted 
to because for generations people 
have been taught to regard them as 
stimulants indicated in low states of 
the system. 

What is really wanted in these cases 
Is not whisky and brandy so much as 
a btlmulant effect. A teaspoonful ol 
whisky or brandy will cause a little 
primary stimulation, but it passes off 
in half an hour and is succeeded by a 
greater depression. 

The t rue object in giving a stimu-
lant is to gradually bring the patient 
up to a higher Ifevel of well-being and 
sustain him there. Alcoholic stimu-
lants will never do this. The brief 
period of stimulation is followed by 
prolonged depression which in turn 
creates a morbid craving: Interfer-
ence with nutrition, an Irritant action 
on the tissues and finally organic and 
structural changes, the basis of a 
man's ruin, are the certain results. 

Hot water is the beat of. all stimu-
lants;—Medical Brief. 

Temperance in the-Stuith. 
Men informed on the question say 

the temperance movement has never 
scored such progress anywhere as 
It has made of late south, of Mason 
and Dixon's line. 

"Saloons In the south are being 
rapidly weeded out." says Alonzo E. 
Wilson. "This Is largely due to the ; 
constantly increasing feeling that 
liquor must be kept away from the 
negro and that public cale must ac-^ 
cordlngly be stopped". This Is: a. 
measure of sell-protection om tile 
part of southerners. 

"There are few foreigners in- tile 
south, the population largely consist-
ing of native Americans; and native 
Americans, as a nule, are believers In-
temperance theories. Tttto gives- the 
temperance sentiment, once lit gets ' 
started, a chance bo spread, it is. 
spreading rapidly. 

"There o r e more salbons In tile 
states of New York fitonr m all: the 
states south' of the Ohio river and 
Pennsylvania, including Arkansas and 
Louisiana. The last flgures r have 
show 27,0(H) saloons In those states as 
against SfoflOO in New Turk." 

What It Casta. 
It yon- drink, have you ever eovnted 

the actual cost in dollars and cents? 
Saloonkeepers say their largest sup-
port comes from men who labor, is 
tha t t rue? It Is stated on good anrlior 
ity tha t from one-third to one-hall the 
wages of worklngmen in this country 
go over the bar. Is that true" If so. 
how much are yon contributing? 

If one-third to one-half iif your 
wages go to t h e saloon proprietor, you 
are spending proportionately ns much 
as the man who spent $300 u month. 
Can you afford t ha t ? 

Keep an expense account lor a ; 
month. 

Figure up how much yon are taking 
from your wife and children to. give 
to the wife and children of the saloon \ 
man. 

The amount will probably surprlso 
you,—De» Moines Daily News.
