I n the fall 
of 1862 he enlisted as a pr iva te in the 
26th Michigan In fant ry and w a s 
made Second L ieutenant a t once, af-
te rward winning the rank of F i rs t 
L ieutenant and of Capta in successive-
ly. He served In the wdr under Gen-
eral Miles, of whom he has a lways 
been a loyal fr iend. He remained .In 
the a r m y unti l March, 1*6."), a b o u t 
one month before the w a r ' s close, 
when he w a s obliged t o resign on 
account of poor health. The next 
J a u u a r y he wen t into the d rug bus-
iness wi th Arv ineP. Hunter . Durlug 
1886 and 1887 he was a member of the 
S ta te Legislature. He marr ied Jen-
nie Hunter Oct. 11, 1^66. and Is sur-
vived by his wife, nne daughter , Mrs. 
J . S. Po t te i , t w o sons, E. R.A..Hunt, 
of Calumet and \ inn H u n t of Lowell, 
and t w o sisters, Mrs. O. A. Robinson 
of Grand Rapids and Mrs. H. F. Hog-
an of Los Angeles, Cal. 

Mr. H u n t w a s a member of Jos-
eph Wilson pos t <i. A. 15., and of 

•well Lodge, F. tV A. M. He was a 
good business man and a great ly 
respected citizen, and had become 
widely known dur ing his long res-
idence «»l (illy-one years in this vil-
age.
