H. C o w a n , repre-
sen t i ng the Heinz c o m p a n y , h a s t a k -
en t h e m a t t e r In hand a n d will  en-
d e a v o r t o secure c o n t r a c t s for the re-
qu i red acreage. Aside f rom th is all 
t h a t Is requi red Is a s i te for t h e t a n k s 
a n d bu i ld ings a d j a c e n t t o r a i l r oad , 
a n d th i s t he Hoard of T r a d e wil l 
t a k e care of. 

T h e Heinz C o m p a n y need n o In t ro -
duc t ion t o t he people of Lowel l , 
where the i r super io r p roduc t s a r e 
k n o w n t o every tab le.

Cucumbers a re a very p ro f i t ab l e 
c rop , a v e r a g i n g f rom $60 t o $75 per 
acre and r e t u r n s of $100 and even $150 
a re n o t u n c o m m o n . 

P l a n t i n g Is done f r o m J u n e 1 t o 10 
a n d the p ick ing season begins a b o u t 
Ju l y 20 a n d l as t s til l  Sep tember 15 t o 
20, a b o u t s ix weeks. 

T h e c r o p does best :>n l o a m y soil. 
Work of cu l t i va t i on n o more t h a n 
co rn . Bulk of t he w o r k Is In ha rves t -
ing, when chi ldren a re o u t of school 
a n d the f a r m e r Is a l r eady g e t t i n g his 
re tu rns . A b o u t t w o p ickers per acre 
a r e required du r ing t he busy season. 
Cucumbers a r e picked th ree or fou r 
t imes a week and del ivered a t each 
picking. 

T h e Heinz C o m p a n y p a y s 60 cen ts 
fo r a bushel of 50 p o u n d s for cucum-
bers n o t exceeding Z% inches In leng th 
a n d c o u n t i n g no t less t h a n 800 pickles 
t o t he bushel . F o r cucumbers t h a t 
ge t t o o l a rge for the f i rs t g r a d e and 
a r e still fit  fo r pickles t hey p a y 20 
cen ts per bushel . T h e c o m p a n y fur-
nishes seed free of c l a r g e . 

The loca t ion of t he s t a t i o n will  de-
pend upon the In terest t he f a r m e r s 
t a k e in i t . C o n t r a c t s m a y be h a d a t 
Vandyke ' s s t o re or a t the Lowel l 
S t a t e Bank . 

T h e cucumber c rop will  n o t Inter-
fere w i th t o m a t o g r o w i n g for t he 
cann ing f ac to r y as I ts h a r v e s t wil l  be

c r o p Is ready . 

T h o s e commun i t i es where dlversi-
tied f a r m i n g Is the rule a re more pros-
pe rous t h a n those which depend on 
one or t w o crops. Th is I ndus t r y if 
es tab l ished will  a d d t o our home 
m a r k e t a c r o p t h a t h a s h i t h e r t o been 
neglected in th is v ic in i ty , and the 
o p p o r t u n i t y should n o t be l os t t o 
secure It.
