schotij plant, to be submitted 
again. Asaresuli of this peti-
tion the Board has set the date 
of Jan nary l>!» as the time for 
tliis  spoeiaI ••lection, h was ihe 
sincere desire of the petitioners 
as well as the (inn resolve of the 
Board thai the proposed plant 
be built  and equipped forthesum 
named. In fact the Board goes 
so far as luiruarnniee to the tax-
payers 1 hat they will  refuse to 
let the cont ract for any plantthe 
cost of which ei|iiip}ied and all 
ready lor operation will  exceed 
#.10,000 in nther words thev 
will  make ih«- building lit  the! 
appropriation.  eMuipment audi 
all. 

In  general, the plans for the! 
new plant will  he very much like! 
those voted upon at the lastelec- i 
tion. Owing 10 a lire which j 
burned tin*  otliee and previous • 
plans of the architect Mr.  Wood,! 
last week at Alma, ii  will  be im-
possible to submit plans for a 
lew days; an-1 even then he will 
be unable to give the elevation 
in water colors. However, as 
soon as the plans ran be agreed 
upon they will  be exhibited at 
the Post office. T 'he petitioners 
call the voters attention to the 
fact that if we are to build, now 
is the opportuin- t line. Bonding 
houses are pi act icall.\ offering a 
premium on 1% per e.-nt bonds, 
all kinds of bnildina materials 
are cheaper than they have been 
for  years, and probably eheaper 
than they will  beiigain. and there 
is so little  building mi the present 
time that comp irion  anumg 
coutrai'tors  will  be vi-n k.-en if 
the job ••an be k"  early in the 
year. 

In  coming before the people a 
second time with th- proposition 
that was recently defeated by l-'» 
votes, the Board is simply acting 
within  its legal duty Compiler's 
section -I I of the General School 
Laws of Michigan says. "Spe.-ial 
meetings shall be called by the 
district  board, and it -hall be the 
duty of said board, or any of 
them, to call such meetings on 
the written  request of not less 
than five legal voters of the dis-
trict—•'Such  election must be 
called in not, le^s tl'^n  <ix 
more than t welve days from 
date of the t he {•etition."
