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LANSING NOTES 
Senator Straight was unable to mui-

ter 22 votes In support of his pro-
posed amendment to the constitution 
to permit state inst i tut ions to do 
their own printing when so directed 
by an act of the legislature. The 
amendment was beaten by a vote of 
16 to 13. Senator Straight 's object in 
introducing the bill  was to permit 
Jackson prison to publish kb reports, 
but other state inst i tut ions owning 
printing outfits* could have been ac-
corded the same privilege under the 
provisions of Straight 's amendment. 
Senator Verdier, in opposing the pas-
sage of the amendment, declared that 
it was simpl a step in favor of con-
vict labor. It is t rue that the adoption 
of such an amendment to the consti-
tution would be a hardship on some 
of the union pr inters of the state. 
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Lansing, Mich.—-The appointment 
of James W. Helme as dairy and food 
commissioner that was made by Gov-
ernor Ferr is several weeks ago, will 
not be confirmed by the senate. Al-
though the senate went Into executive 
session Tuesday af ternoon and con-
firmed another l ist of appointments 
from the executive office, no action 
was taken on the appointment of the 
dairy and food commissioner. Opposi-
tion to the confirmation of Helme is 
so strong in the senate that the com-
mit tee on executive business refuses 
to report out his name. However, 
as Helme's term automatical ly ex-
pires when Governor Ferr is leaves of-
fice December 31, 1916, i t apparently 
makes l i t t le differences whether the 
senate confirms him or not. 

The senate confirmed the appoint-
ment of John H. Robson of Ovid as a 
member of the board of control of 
Ionia reformatory, and P. C. Warn-
huis of Grand Rapids was confirmed 
as a member of the s ta te board of 
registrat ion in medicine. Favorable 
action was taken on the appointment 
of Harry C. Davis of Traverse City, 
as a member of the board of t rustee 
of the Traverse City s ta te hospital. 

The senate unanimously confirmed 
James K. McNaughton of Calumet and 
Will iam Kelly of Vulcan as members 
of the board of control of the Michi-
gan College of Mines. Wal ter O. 
Briggs of Detroit for member of the 
Mackinac Island Park Commission, Dr. 
Reuben Peterson of Ann Arbor and 
Emily McLaughlin as members of the 
s ta te board of registrat ion of nurses 
were also in the list confirmed by 
the senate. 

It is probable that a bill  will  pass 
the senate making a s ta te appro-
priation of $100,000 to wage a cam* 
paign against tuberculosis in Michi-
gan. The bill  was introduced a few 
days ago, was referred to the finance 
and appropriations committee where 
it was immediately reported out and 
placed on general order. In commit-
tee of the whole Tuesday afternoon 
the senate voiced i ts approval of his 
appropriation and it will  pass on third 
reading with an immediate effect 
clause attached. Jus t what will  hap-
pen to th is bill  when it reaches the 
house is a question. So far this ses-
sion the house has been the reaction-
e n ' branch of the legislative body and 
a number of really meritor ious meas-
ures have been slaughtered by the 
representat ives for apparent ly no rea-
son at all. 

Senator Murtha, will  make an ac-
t ive fight for the passage of the 1100,-
000 appropriation for a campaign 
against tuberculosis, when the bill 
reaches the house. Although be has 
served his third term in the legisla-
ture Senator Murtha has thus far de-
clined to meddle in any affairs of the 
house. This time, however, he says 
he is going over on the other side and 
urge his fr iends to get busy. The 
money, if appropriated, will  be extend-
ed under the supervision of the state 
board of health. 

Senator Wal ter 's bill  making a de-
ficiency appropriat ion of 81.778 for 
the Industrial School for Boys was 
passed on third reading and Senator 
Powell's bill  making an appropriation 
for the Ionia State hospital encoun-
tered no opposition. No objection 
was raised to the passage of Senator 
S^rduer's bill  authorizing the board 
of state auditors to repair the Michi-
gan coat of arms on the Washington 
monument.

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SHOOTS GIRL HE 
LOVED AND SEIF 

BATTLE CREEK YOUTH TURNS 

WEAPON ON HIMSELF AF-

TER MURDER.

CRAZED BY REJECTED LOVE 

Crime Was Evidently Premeditated 

As Man Bought Gun For Oc-

casion—No Inquest Is 

Thought Necessary. 

Batt le Creek—No inquest was held 
Into the shooting affair of early Fr iday 
evening, in which Frank S. Newman. 
26 years old, slew his sweetheart , 
Miss Millie  Glenn Havens. 

Newman, a f te r an hour 's conversa-
t ion with Miss Havens, in an alley 
near her home, on Stone avenue, shot 
her without warning, the bullet enter-
ing near the neck. The girl ran, and. 
Just as Newman fired a second shot, 
fel l in the a rms of her father, Bert J . 
Havens, and expired. Newman start-
ed to run away, but suddenly stopped 
and shot himself twice, first in the 
stomach and then in the mouth. H e 
lived several minutes, dur ing which 
men surrounded him and swore they 
would hang him if he didn't die f rom 
bis wounds. 

Miss Havens had rejected Newman 
when he proposed marr iage, her par-
ents objecting to him because he was 
a foreigner and also because he had 
been in jai l for breaking into a cot-
tage at Lake Goguac. The two be-
came acquainted while both were em-
ployed in Nichols hospital last Sep-
tember. 

Newman evidently had premeditated 
the crime, a f te r Miss Havens had re-
turned a shawl which he gave her 
recently on her seventeenth birthday. 
He had evidently bought the gun for 
t h e occasion, for he was not in the 
habit of carrying firearms.

TWO "DRV" BILLS KILLED 
Measure Providing for Four Year 

Interim  Between Elections In-

stead of Two Had Joker. 

Lansing—The three liquor bills on 
which the house liquor commit tee 
compromised Wednesday and reported 
out, following a bargain in which the 
"dry" members gave up all the other 
bil ls before the committee, met with 
a sad fa te when they came up in the 
commit tee of the whole house Thurs-
day evening. 

Two of them were killed by being 
referred back to the liquor committee, 
which has adjourned sine die. The 
th i rd also was referred back to com-
mittee, but the vote was reconsidered, 
and i t finally was passed. 

The Wolcott bill, aimed to have 
local option elections make counties 
"wet" or "dry" for four years instead 
of for two years, as a t present. An 
amendment inserted in commit tee 
caused Representat ive Moore to in-
quire if t he bill  would compel all 
"dry" count ies in the s ta te to vote 
on the liquor question again next 
year, as a prel iminary to the four-year 
drought in these that went "dry." 

An opinion from the attorney-gen-
eral was read that the bill  would 
have this effect. The Wolcott bill 
later was sent back to the committee 
which will  not meet again, the vote 
being 35 to 30. 

By a 51 to 40 vote the house also 
sent the Biggerstaff bill  back to com-
mittee. This bill  aimed to make the 
same laws cover the sale of l iquor in 
drug stores in "wet" counties as In 
"dry" counties. 

The bill  that got by a f ter once be-
ing set back to committee was the 
Sours bill  to allow townships to legal-
ly re fuse to issue saloon l icenses, 
thereby making the townships "dry" 
al though they are located in "wet " 
counties. An effort to give th is bill 
Immedlste effect was killed. 

The Culver "pure  boote bill,"  to 
have the state dairy and food com-
mission examine all brands of intoxi-
cants sold In Michigan and providing 
fees for the registering of each brand, 
was passed In committee of the whole, 
as was the Hulse bill  to prevent the 
use of the nsme of sny former pres-
ident In connection with liquor  adver-
tisements.

ACRES CONTINUE TO COME 

FROM REFUGEES. 

WILSON IS ASKED FOR HELP 

Armenians Are Being Put to Death 

by the Hundreds According to 

Stories Given Out By 

Rustle. 

Tiflls, Transcaucasia, via Petrograd 
and London—Refugees who have 
reached the Russian l ine report t ha t 
the massacre of Armenians by Mo-
hammedans is being oontinued on 
even a greater scale than reported. 
They say that all the inhabi tants of 
10 vil lages near Van, in Armenia, Asi-
at ic Turkey, have been put to death. 
The Katolikos, head of the Armenian 
church, a t Etchmiadzin, near Er ivan, 
has cabled to President Wilson an ap-
peal to the people of the United Sta tes 
on behalf of the Armenians. 

The Associated Press received re-
ports of the massacre of 800 of the 
vil lagers in Urza and of 720 in Sal-
mas. Three weeks failed to obl i terate 
the signs of the slaughter. In Haft-
evan the caps of 36 vict ims law where 
a mud wall had been toppled over on 
them. 

A young man named Hackatur re-
lated the story of his escape f rom a 
well In which the bodies of the dead 
had been crammed. He was tossed 
into the well, but he managed to 
wriggle through the bodies lying on 
top of him, and escaped. 

FREDERICK SEWARD IS DEAD 

Son of Noted Civil  War Secretary 

Under Lincoln. 

Montrose, N. Y.—Frederick W. Se-
ward, twice assistant secretary of 
state, son of the noted Civil  war sec-
retary, Wil l iam H. Seward, died early 
Sunilay morning in his eighty-fifth 
year at h is residence at Montrose, on 
the Hudson. 

He is survived by his widow, broth-
er, General Will iam H. Seward, of 
Auburn, N. Y.. at whose residence ser-
vices were held prior to in terment 
in the family lot at Fort Hill  ceme-
tery, Auburn. 

Frederick W. Seward was the last 
turvivor, it is believed, of those who 
took part in the events of that t ragic 
night in Washington on April  14, 1865, 
when President Lincoln was shot 
down at Ford's theat re by John Wi lkes 
Booth. n 

WOMEN TO VOTE IN DENMARK 

Diet Also Confert Right to Hold 

Memberthip  in That Body. 

Copenhagen—The Danish diet Fri-
day adopted an amendment to the con-
stitution giving the vote to women 
and conferr ing upon them the r ight 
of election to the diet. 

The amendment fu r ther abol ishes 
the special qualif ications which up 
to the present t ime have been re-
quired, for election to the upper house 
of parl iament. 

This amendment has still t o be 
passed by the new diet, to be elected 
next month, before it becomes effec-
tive. 

It is hoped that King Christian will 
sign the new constitution June 5. the 
anniversary of the signing of the first 
constitution in 1849. 

Round Houte Fallt Down. 

Lansing—A round house at North 
Lansing owned by the Lake Shore & 
Michigan Southern railroad, collapsed 
Sunday morning. Two engines and 
some machinery for wrecking work 
were buried. 

Shortly a f te r the roof fell In, be-
fore the engines could be extr icated, 
the walls crumbled to pieces. No one 
was hurt . 

The round houte was used for the 
Hil lsdale division of the Lake Shore. 
Its collapse wat due chiefly to old 
age.

Springfield. O.—Seised by an attack 
of religiout mania. Clarence Walters, 
24 years old, shot and killed his wife, 
Jessie, his dsughters. Ruby, 2, and 
Virginia.  2 months. In their home ear-
ly Sunday. Walters then fired a bul-
let into hit head, and Is dying at ths 
City  hospltsL

FOR RELIABLE WHITE BREAD 

Advsntags In Mixing  the Dough Early 
In  ths Morning—Then It  Will 

Not Rise Too Much. 

The best t ime to mix bread is ear ly 
In the morning. Th is gives an oppor-
tunity to see that the dough does not 
rise too much. Overrising is one of 
the principal causes of fai lure in b read ' 
baking. This is of ten the case when 
mixed In the evening and allowed t o 
rise all night. Wi th an even tem-
perature the dough should be ta i sed 
and ready for the pans in three hours, 
and in less than five hours from the 
t ime of mixing the rounded, shapely 
loaves should be out of the oven rest-
ing on the "cooler." 

Dissolve one whole yeast cake in one-
half cupful of warm water, scald 1% 
cupfuls of milk, to which add but ter 
the size of an egg, one tyblespoonful 
of sugar and one tablespoonful salt . 
When the butter is dissolved and milk 
lukewarm, add the dissolved yeast 
cake and st ir all into six coffee cup-
fuls of bread flour, add warm wate r 
to make stiff enough to mold. 

Turn out on a well-fioured molding 
board and knead ten or fifteen min-
utes, or until smooth (It should be 
mixed so stiff that It will  take up no 
more flour). Return to the mixing 
bowl, which should be well but tered; 
cover, and set In a warm place to r ise. 
When risen to the top of the bowl s t i r 
down, pour out on the molding board 
again; It should now only require a 
l i t t le flour for handling. Knead well, 
divide into four parts, putting two of 
the sections into each well-buttered 
baking pan. The pans should be about 
half ful l , as the dough will  double i ts 
bulk In rising. Raise to the tops of 
the pans and bake three-quarters of 
an hour. 

This Is for two good-sized loaves, 
and If properly baked will  be white, 
l ight and feathery. 

RHUBARB IN THE SPRING 

Enthuslsst Clattes Vegetable at Com-
potlte of Early Suhthlne and the 

Song of the Robin. 

There are many "rhubarb recipes 
for spr ing days." They are for fr i t-
ters and pie. And their very sounds 
put a smile on life. There are some 
people who affect to look down on 
rhubarb as a sort of plebeian dish, 
unfit for patr ic ian palates. Such peo-
ple defraud themselves. They revel 
In the i r own prejudices. Rhubarb is 
the very essence of spring, a happy 
composite of the early sunshine and 
the song of the robin. Of course, hard 
hearts cannot see it thus, for rhubarb 
was made for gent le souls. 

But the f r i t ters and the pie are not 
so much the melody of spr ing as the 
sauce, when brought forth by a grace, 
a smile and a sweet thought. I t is 
these that awaken the morning sun 
in the plant and melt the dews and 
s tar t the birds to singing. Prejutf fce 
and vanity will  never do it. That ruddy 
glow In the sauce Is the reflection of 
the heart , and If it is not there the 
hear t is not in it. Oh, there be rhu-
barb sauces that are an Insult to 
spring and make the appetite hanker 
for k rau t and turnips, but the real 
sauce, from which the spiri t of the 
opening year sings i ts song of fa i th 
and love—that is the sauce tha t tu rns 
rugged life into tender sentiment and 
changes hunger into del ight—Colum-
bus Journal. 

When Mayonnaise Curdles. 
No mat ter what the cause mayon-

naise is found to curdle almost as of ten 
as it s tays smooth. There is no rea-
son to despair, however, for by beat ing 
the yolk of a* f resh egg quite smooth 
and st i rr ing i t into the curdled may-
onnaise the dressing will  be united 

j  and quite good once more. 
A precaution which every cook will 

I be wise to take is In boiling mi lk 
! which is more than eight hours old 
I  in summer or twelve hours old in win-
ter. If she will  drop in a small piece 
of baking soda (the size of a pea to a 
quart of milk) It will  prevent the milk 
f rom curdling. Otherwise if she t r ies 
to boil milk left over night she may. 
find i t all separated. 

Pr lncet t Sherbet 
Take a cupful of the sirup f rom a 

jar of raspberry preserves and the 
same amount of Juice from a can of 
pineapple; add two fablespoonfuls of 
lemon juice and a sirup made by boil-
ing together a pint of water and a 
cupful of sugar. When cold add fou r 
tablespoonfuls of orange juice and 
freeze. When stiff, open the f reezer 
and add the white of an egg, beaten 
stiff, with a teaspoonful of powdered 
sugar. 

Little  Puckt. 
Cut some mutton Into strlpt  shout 

three Inchet long and an inch and a 
half wide, without fat. Season with 
pepper and salt, roll  up and put In a 
skewer to fasten. Put In a pan with 
just enough water to barely cover, aad 
bake for about half an hour. Take 
out, put on a platter and thicken the 
gravy. Serve with mathed potatoes. 

Indlsn Croqusttss. 
Mix  to s psste five teaspoonfols 

cornmesl, tlx tablespoonfuls wheat 
flour,  butter site of an egg, four table* 
spoonfuls granulated sugsr aad a lit-
tle grated dry lemon peel. Roll out 
thin, cut Into forms aad bake In a 
greased pan (bake sheet) la a rea-
sonably quick ovea. Be rn , If  liked, 
with  sirup or powJared sugar. 

Emsrfsncy Dessert 
Mix  together one-half cupful bread 

floor, one-fourth teaspoonful salt aad 
ons teaspoonful baklsig powder. Moist-
en to a soft dough with milk.  Drop 
a spoonful In each mold, wall but-
tered, plsce a small place of preaerved 
fruit  on top, cover with aaother spoon-
ful  of dough aad steam tea minutee. 
Serve with any pudding sauoe. 

Potato Soup. 
Boll two cupfuls dicsd poUtoes, hslf 

cupful chopped celery and parsley, 
with  a little  onion In salted water, un-
til  tender. Thicken with a tablespoon-
ful  each of butter and flour  and rob to 
a paste. All  two cups of hot nsw 
milk,  seasoa with a little  white pep-
per; bring an to a boll, stirring  until 
smooth, aad serve. 

Preeen Mscaroon Pudding. 
One plat whipped cream, oa*quai t 

ter pouad stals macarooas, rolled | 
one-quarter pouad eaadled fruit, 
chopped; sugsr to tasts. Flavor to 
taste with vanilla or maraachino. 
Freese three hours. 

Ostmssl Ceoklee. 
One egg, one cupful sugsr, ons cup-

ful  Isrd, two tsblespoonfuls molasses 
one-hslf cupful of milk  or water, one 
teatpoonful oft sods, two of cream tar-
tar, two cupfals oatmeal and ths rest 
floar.
