1,000 MILES OF ROAD MOVED IN THE H i GOOD WOMAN DONE ODD BEST FRIENDS 
Ste'te in To be Built  by the 

1916. 
LanHin ,̂  May 1G —State, coun-

ty and towDHhip road officials of 
Micblcan are much pleaded at 
the receut decision of the Supreme 
court wherciu the new auto, 
mobile tax law was declared cou-
Htihitional.  According to Depu-
ty State Highway Commissioner 
'  . C. Smith the decision places 
more than ^1,000.000 at the 
iisposal of highway officials, one-
half of which is credited to the 
state highway fund for the pay-
ment ot state reward upon roads 
built  according to the state 
speciticfitions. 

County funds are helped by the 
new law because one-lialf of the 
money paid in by a county in 
antomubile taxes is returned to 
the county treasurer for the 
maintenance of county roads. 
Where a county is not ojierating 
under the county road system 
the money is divided among the 
townships, villages and cities for 
building or maintenance of high-
ways. Mr.  Smith says 1,000 
miles of good roads will  be built 
this ;vear. 

"I  nderthe road act the state 
h ighway commissioner has 
caused an inspection of old state 
reward roads in Michigan to be 
made this spring and has directed 
the various counties and town-
shipsas to the necessary repairs," 
said Mr.  Smith, ' in  most cases 
the township and county officials 
are ready and anxious to make 
the necessary repairs but have 
not sufficient funds. Now that 
the auto tax law is valid a fund 
not otherwise arranged for is 
placed at the disposal of the com-
missioners and no doubt a large 
part  of it will  be used to maintain 
the old state reward roads.'*

Attorney General Fellows Says 
Fund Can Be Used Any Time. 
lousing, Mich., May Ki.—At-

torney General Fellows this 
morning stood pat on his origin-
al opinion, that a distribution  of 
automobile tax money to the 
vaiious counties could be made 
at any time, notwithstanding 
that the only date mentioned in 
the law was Jan. 1, 1017. He 
takes the position that the law 
does not mean that no distribu-
tion should be made before that 
time, but insists that a house-
cleaning of funds must take place 
not later than Jan. 1. 

There is now $1,130,000 in the 
auto fund of which 1508,000 will 
be refunded to the counties for 
road building. It  is believed the 
distribution  will  begin about 
June 1.
