lli^her Observations With Its 
Thrills. 

After watching the plane soaring. 
along as easy and gracefully as :i 
bird, then glide down and land in its 
own tracks, there creeps over ont 
a desire to feel the thrills of this 
Hying and to see your surroundings 
from a loftier view-point. 

After being lilted with goggles, 
and a warm rubber coat you take 
your seat and are stropped fast, so 
as to discourage any desire to leave 
your seat before the whole show is 
over. 

The propeller is given a turn and 
there is ii  roar, as the powerful 
Curtis begins hilling on all eight. 

The plane starts slowly but you 
quickly gain momentum and without 
realizing it you have left the ground, 
with its bumps behind. Now is 
when you feel the lirst real thrill  of 
thing, sailing along ;d 90 or perhaps 
100 miles an hour without a bump 
or skid and turning out for no one, 
you never realized before how easy 
it was to lly. 

The river appears over to the 
left, winding and turning, smooth 
and peaceful between two beautiful 
rows of f»reen trees, and disappear-
ing far to the west. 

The farm buildings are getting 
smaller and smaller until Ihev look 
like mere play houses. The lields 
appear like small garden spots of 
dillerent colors, the stubble lields 
appearing light, corn Held green, 
while here and there through the 
beautiful deep green woods, can be 
seen the mottling, due to the leaves 
already changing to the autumn hue. 

Looking up Flat river you see the 
island, the power plant and the 
pond ami then it becomes diHicull 
to follow all the crooks and turns of 
the little river. Mut what is this 
little pond showing up over to the 
northwest? Oh yes, that is Murray 
lake, but it looks only a pond from 
here, and those buildings over there 
must be Moseley. 

Swinging south the first thin^ 
that catches your eye is old (Irand 
river, and isn't it grand with its 
green banks and blue surface almost 
out of sight here and there, behind 
its protecting rows of trees. 

You look for those hills to the 
north and lo the south of the river, 
bid it's all flat and level, not a hill 
in sight and the river valley has 
risen lo the surrounding level. Oh. 
yes, you are looking straight down 
on them, instead of climbing over 
them in a Lizzy. It makes a differ-
ence in one's point of view. 

OH" to the south are Pratt's lake 
and Sweet's school house and tlie 
church; and now you notice more 
plainly white lines running in dif-
ferent directions, crossing here and 
there, but apparently all leading to-
ward Lowell. Sure thing; those 
are wagon roads. Hut we haven't 
taken a good look at the village yet. 
Didn't you think it was miich larger 
than that? Why, it isn't larger 
Ihan—well, but you know you are 
about half a mile up here in the air. 
It certainly is a pretty little spot, 
nestled down just about where the 
two rivers join. • 

Sailing along as nice as you' 
please, the motor is throttled down 
almost to a stop and apparently you 
hang there in the air as if suspend-
ed, no speed and no falling, just as 
comfortable as sitting in an over-
stufl'ed chair. 

Itighl here Charles and you have 
a little private conversation, there 
is no one eavesdropping you can be 
sure. Yes, you think yoii recognize 
Murray's and Pratt's and the rail-
road and those orchards, and you 
are informed that you are looking 
from a heighth of a good 2,500 feet. 
Then you begin lo feel yourself 
slipping, and here is where the real 
thrills, or chills are felt. After 
turning and spiraling you begin to 
see the buildings and trees growing 
larger and larger and the ground 
seems to be coining right up at you 
but we straighten out and sail along, 
with the sensation that you didn't 
weigh more than, oh possibly, 5 or 
maybe 6 ounces at the most. Final-
ly, you feel the plane touch the 
ground, lightly at first and then you 
begin to take on more weight your-
self, bumping along over the ground 
we circle and come to rest in our 
old tracks, all too soon. 

For, according, to your own reck-
oning, it's only been about 5 min-
utes at the most, but von are told 
you were gone a good 15 minutes. 

It certainly was the most wonder-
ful ride. The beautiful sights, and 
to have a master with the plane such 
as Charles behind you and without 
a hitch or a miss of the engine, to 
W> up to a height of over half a mile 
and then slide down lo your old 
tracks. It can't be beat.
