Compensation Status of the Clerk. 
Treasurer and Register of Deeds 

Vexes. 

Friday's announcement In The 
Herald of the possibility that the 
county clerk, register of deeds ami 
the county treasurer are given the 
right of acceptim/ the fees ot their 
respective oltices in lieu of salaries 
as a result of the repeal of the local 
salary act, created a Hurry in otlicial 
county circles, but the question lias 
not yet been settled. 

Several days ago C.ounlv Clerk 
Boberl .1. I till  sumnitted the ques-
tion as to the status of the county 
and his ollice under ills act to the 
prosecuting attorney, who declined 
to give an opinion. An interpreta-
tion obtained from another I u k I i 
otlicial in the county is to the allect 
that the local act has been absolute-
ly repealed and that consequently 
I tie ollicers have no other course 
than to accept the tees or that por-
tion of them which tbe.s believe is 
sullicient remuneration for their 
services. 

Bill  Not Known as Passed. 
The board of supervisors caused 

the appointment of a legislative 
committee last winter to watch leg-
islation allecting Kent county. Sup-
ervisor C. Kent .lakeway, of (Irattan 
township, is chairman of the com-
mittee. Mayor Christian (iallmey-
er and Supervisor Cornelius l lulzen-
ga, of Wyoming township, are the 
other members. They devoted con-
siderable time to their duties, but 
the magnitude of the lask was be-
yond the comprehension of their 
fellow members. With the same 
aim in view, the ("irand llapids Cili-
zens league held several conferences 
with the local legislators, al which 
hills allecting the county were con-
sidered, but as far as could be as-
certained Friday, neither the com-
mittee nor the league heard of the 
bill  as it was passed. 

Our county committee could not 
be expected to give as much atten-
tion to such legislation as should 
have been given," said Countv Clerk 
Hill  Friday, "It is a big task.

I nder this interpretidion 
the Kent ollicers will  eonlinne In 
serve under the present salary. 

1 he a d is as follows: 
"In all counties of the slate ot 

Michigan where county ollicials and 
Iheii assistants, deputies and clerks 
are paid salaries lixed by the board 
ot supervisors for their services, the 
board of supervisors of said coun-
ties shall have the rigid and pow-
er, and it is hereby declared to he 
their duly, to lix the salaries of all 
said county ollicials and their as-
sistants, deputies and clerks. o\cepl 
where such salaries are lixed h\ 
general law in accordance with the 
population of the county. 

"All  general and local acts incon-
sistent with the provisions of this 
act and act 379 of the local acts of 
1891, as amended, are heivhv re-
pealed."—Herald.
