Vergennea Supervisor McPherson 
Presento Townships' Case Case to 

State Tax Commission. 
Lansing, Aug. 3.—"(Jo out in the 

alley, light it out and then agree 
among yourselves." 

This was the advice of the state 
tax commission to a committee of 
the Kent county board of super-
visors given this afternoon when 
the old city, versus country scrap 
was dragged to the capital. 

Commissioner George E. Ellis 
and Assessor J, D. Forsyth were 
"ci ty"  supervisors on the commit-
tee, whi le AI. B. McPherson, Ver-
gennes township; Henry A. John-
son, Bowne township, and Charles 
H. Chase, Alpine township, spoke 
for the rura l districts. 

Ellis charged that the rural dis-
tricts were assessed •'i'SOO.OUO below 
the valuation arr ived at by the 
state, whi le the city was .$5,1)00,000 
above. Statistics were filed with 
the commission by Mr. Ellis show-
ing the value by townships of real 
estate and personal properly in 1919 
and 1920, the total for both years, 
the loss on personal property, loss 
on real estate and the gains on 
those dassi i ications, the total in-
crease required by the state and 
the townships which were over and 
those under. 

Country Presents its Case. 
The rural supervisors had a 

formal statement prepared which 
was presented to the commission 
by Mr. McPherson. In part it is 
as fol lows; 

"We have confidence in the in-
tegrity of the .24 supervisors that 
have made this assessment and be-
lieve that they have to the best of 
their abil ity carried out the law as 
to the assessment of property as 
its value. We all know that the 
judgment of men varies as to what 
constitutes cash values. This puiv 
vary from year to year and must 
depend to great extent upon the 
value and yields of farm produce. 
The real value of our lands used 
for general farming is steadilv de-
iTeasing due to several reasons. 

"Hrs t . Ihe llrst sottleij parts 
of Kent county reached their peak 
of production In the vears follow-
ing the Civil  war and its era of hitdi 
prices and cheap farm labor. Uiir-
ing the World war our farmers, de-
siring to aid the cause of freedom 
and to win the war, caused the 
fields to produce as thev had never 
produced before. The majority of 
farmers in a became miners, 
taking irom Ihe soil, without re-
placing those vital elements so nec-
essary to producing qood crops. II 
will  cost hundreds of thousands of 
dollars in Kent county alone to 
bring back to their condition of 
five years ago. 

No Building for Five Years. 
Second. For five years building 

has been at a standstill in our 
country districts. No new houses 
are needed, we have over 500 emp-
ty now and certainly no new barns 
are needed unlses we. 1mv»*something 
o put in Ihem. The property lost 

i M • , s ,1(*' Oven been replaced 
and this h;is been no small item. A 
few silos are all that we have that 
is new. 

"Third. For three vears wd 
have lost our grass seeding. The 
Dean industry has almost perished, 
wi th wool at 25 cents per pound, 
cattle at pre-war prices, hog values 
at all our cent of cost of production, 
farm labor scarce and hard to «el 
at atmost anv price, is it anv won-
der that farmers arc discouraged, 
mid are ready to take 35-cent dol-
fnrs for I heir acres and trv the fyn-
cied easy living in the citv ? The 
city dweller in turn, tired of the 
ever-increasing cust of living in 
towns, turn* to the countrv for 
relief. Both are doomed to have 
an awakening and liml experience 
rather than riches. 

I'OUlihi  Our townshins have 
cut and marketed over 81.000,00(1 of 
forest products since 1JH1 when 
your Held men were in the countv. 
•No new crop of t imber has grown 
upon this land, neither has the 
acreage become available for farm-
ing. * 

"1 am sorry that our 1920 census 
figures are not available, or I could 
snow you that where our greatest 
losses in population occur. There 
is where we cannot in justice to our 
people reach the figures set by your 
board upon the field men's reports. 

Hir ther , we maintain that your 
field men made errors in certain 
parts of the country in using villa«c 
rolls instead of township rolls, the 
values not being the same in manv 
instances. Also by seeing the 
crops in the spr ing rather than at 
Harvest as we see it year af ter 
year, r o r these any manv other 
reasons loo numerous fo state at 
this tune we feel our rolls should 
receive your favorable considera-
