Farmer Lads Hit 
By Bounty Cut 

8VPBBVI8OII8 INCLINED T O 
STOP WOODCHUCK AND CROW 

FEES TO SAVE MONEY. 

The enterprise of several Kent 
county farmer lads may be cur-
tailed by the board of supervisors 
this fall if  the board determines to 
stop the uayment of bounties on 
woodchucks and crow». 

At its Hrst session yesterday, 
when preparation of the next an-
nual budget for Kent county was 
begun, the llnance committee deter-
mined to pass this question to the 
board. 

Supervisor Frank Peterson, of 
Courtlanil township, declared that 
he knew boys who have made MM) 
this suimner killing woodchucks. 
The supervisor added that he tiues-
tioned whether woodchucks ever 
can be exterminuted by a bounty 
law, but asserted the numbers of 
this animal, said to be one of the 
greatest destructive agents roaming 
the farm lands, is kept down mater-
ially by those who kMI them for 
bounty. I.asl fall the countv made 
an appropriation of tiWI for crow 
bounties. this year and set aside 

for woodchucks, each of 
which cost 23 cents. 

All  Up to Caoaly. 
In l U I the leKislature iliscontin 

ued payment of bounties for hawks, 
weasels and owls for the year 1922. 
It continued the bounty on wood-
chucks and crows and reimbursed 
each county for the amount of 
bounties paid. But the state re 
cenlly has acted toward the discon 
t lnuanre of the bounty on wood 
chucks and crows and unless the 
county desires lo assume the finan-
cial burden without assistance from 
the state, as it does in the case of 
rats and sparrows, the bounties 
must be eliminated. 

The * l^»a appropriation for 
bounty on rals, which is lac a 
head, and tfCU for the two-cent 
bounty on sparrows will  be allowed 
lo stand without alteration.

Farm Buildings 
and Crops Burn 

L. J. MeCARTY AND E. W. AL-
DRICH, FARM NEIGHBORS, 
SUFFER HEAVY LOSSES. 

Misfortune dealt Mr. and Mrs. 
I^eon J. McCarty a hard blow Mon-
day forenoon, when lire destroyed 
two barns, a tool house, silo, ma-
nure spreader, ensilage cutter, har-
ness. 16 acres of wheat. 22 acres of 
oats, etc., excepting some of the 
grain that had beei  ̂ threshed and 
removed. 

Threshing was in progress when 
fire broke out in the straw stack: 
and as everything was as drv as 
tinder the flames spread almost in-
stantaneously and were uncontroll-
able. 

As the farm premises are sev-
eral miles from town in a sparse!v 
settled neighborhood, not mucii 
help was obtainable, and the heat 
was so Intense as to make saving 
work impossible: though the Low-
ell chemical engine firemen re-
sponded to telephone call and did 
what they could. 

Favorable wind helped save the 
farm house, lOU-foot poultrv house, 
and some smaller luiiidings, hehiiui 
one of which stood a 2<N)-gallon gas-
oline tank, tilled a day or so before, 
the escape of which saved the re-
mainder of the buildings and very 
likely some lives. 

The threshing engine stood east 
of the stack and barns and tiu 
light winds blew to the north-eust. 
How a suark from the engine cnnld 
get to the stack is not explained. 
One theory was that a hot box in 
the threshing machine caused tin 
lire, but was rejected by some of 
the threshers. 

Mrs. McCarty, whose presence of 
mind saved a horse from the Imrn-
ing barn says the threshing engiiu 
was working without ih'j smoke-
stack screen and blames herself for 
not Insisting upon its use. She 
says that the insuranee carried wi 
scarcely more than provide feed 
for their stock and large number ol 
chickens. 

This is a hard year lo sustain so 
heavy a loss and Mr. ami Mrs. Me-
Carty have the sympathy of many 
friends. 

The farm barn of K. \ \ . Aldrieh 
was burned to the grouml at 3 a 
m.. Tuesday, with all its contents 
Including hay and grain, a nearly 
new wagon loaded with oats, har-
ness, tool ehest. fanning mill, hay 
rake, small tools, .but luckily no 
slock. 

Loss estimated at *3,000. In-
sured for 11300 on building and S'loo 
on contents. 

The Aldrieh place, formerly the 
Kinyon farm is 'M j miles west am 
% mile south of Lowell. Fire 
supposed to have been caused In 
lightning, M 

The 1 AIwell firemen and clienucal 
engine started out but could not 
find the place and returned. 

Buildings being on opposite sides 
of the road enabled the lire lighters 
lo save the house and other build-
lugs.
