LOWELL BOYS 
IN TROUBLE 

TRT TO BEAT MOONSHINE GAME. 
'STORY AS TOLD IN OTHER 

PAPERS. 
From The Ionia Sentinel-Standard 

Following the finding of three 
Lowell high school boys of tender 
years, apparently under the influ-
ence of liquor, on M-16 near the 
county farm Wednesday by Ionia 
county ollicers. Kent county officers 
visited Lowell today in search of a 
man there whom the boys named as 
one that had sold them some moon-
shine. 

The three boys were brought to 
jail at Ionia where a physician was 
called and gave them something to 
offset the etlects of the liquor, and 
one of them, a lad of 15 years, made 
an affidavit in which he alleged, 
ollicers state, that he has purchased 
moonshine from the Lowell man. 
whom he named. 

Kent county officers when notified 
came to lonia and went from here 
to Lowell. About two weeks ago 
l ^ o Lowell men were arrested on a 
complaint which charged them with 
furnished liquor to two Saranac 
lads. These men are now out on 
bonds, it is understood. 

In both cases, the Kent county 
cfficcrs have acted upon evidence 
furnished them by Sheriff Cook and 
his deputies, of lonia county.

Three high school students of 

I.owi'll  were placed on probation 
Tuesday after they had pleaded 
guilty to liquor charges in the courts 
here. Two of the boys were under 
15 and were arraigned in juvenile 
court. The third, 17. waived exami-
nation in justice court and pleaded 
guilty to possession of moonshine 
whiskey before Circuit Judge Willis 
B. Perkins. 

The Dressing of charges uguinsl 
the students was the result of con 
tinued activities of bootleggers in 
the vicinity of Lowell, Sheriff Wil-
liam L. Smith sold. Two weeks ago, 
three boys were found intoxicated 
on the main street of Lowell and 
were released by the sheriff after a 
reprimand. A week later two more 
were brought in for the same 
offense, but no charges were pre-
ferred. Last Friday the three boys 
arraigned were arrested in an auto-
mobile near Ionia. All  were intoxi 
cated and several bottles of moon-
shine whiskv were found in the car, 
it is alleged. 

One of the terms of probation 
directed by Judffe Perkins was that 
the boys were not to associate ai 
any time.
