There is a sharp 
curve on the t rack, where the col-
lision took place, prevent ing a lung 
view of tlie track, and it is supposed 
Mr. Johnson having the passenger 
train in mind did not know about 
the freight. 

Kngineer Harr ison, of the freiglit 
trsiin, says he saw the inspection ciir 
100 feet away, saw the two nien 
jump and Johnson put his feet out 
as if start ing lo jump. II is IhoiiKlit 
that his heart fsiiled him at tlie im-
minent danger and that he was in-
capable of jniniting, as he sat :is if 
spell-bound. The inspecting ear 
and freight were both running fast.
