Man Passes at
the Age of 93

William B. Rickert,
years, passed peacefully away in
his sleep at Miller sanitarium in
East Grand Rapids, at 3:15, p. m.,
Monday, October 22, so quictly
that the watchers at his bedside

hardly knew when his  breath
ceased and his stout old heart
stopped  beating.

Funeral serviees will be held
at the home of his daughter,
Mrs. D, G. Look Wednesday at 2
poomy, Reve A B Lemke, officiat-
ing clergyman; burial at  Onak-
wood by Lowell Lodge, F. & A
M., of which he had been a mem-
ber since December 15, 1863, the
oldest member of the lodge and
probably the oldest Mason in
Michigan,

Mr. Rickert was born in Paris,
Ontario, July 14, 1835, the young-
est son of John and Mary Rick-
erl.  He was married October 15,
1856 1o Elizabeth Thomas, of
onee  for  Michigan, driving
through with a team and covered
wagon, taking ten davs for the
teip., They settled on o farm in
Keene township, lonia  county,
where they lived until 1871, when
they moved to Lowell, where he
was engaged in business for ov-
er thirty-five years and, so far as
known, he was the last survivor
of the business men of Lowell of
the period of 1871-6,

Mrs. Rickert passed away in
1906, since which time he has
made his home with his daugh-
ter,

He is survived by a son, Dr, J.
H. Rickert, of Burgess Hill, Eng-
land, his daughter, Mrs. Look, a
grandchild, Mrs. Helen L. Bur-
ger, of Lowell and several nieces
and nephews.

By a rare coincidence, Mr.
Rickert and Mr. Heriman, both
nonogenarians, having lost their
powers of locomotion at  about
the same time, also passed to their
long rest at the same hour.

Mr. Rickert was also a great
reader and passed away hours of
his peaceful old age in that hap-
py manner,

Yeiter Corners

Miss Iva Headworth, 38, of Al-
to, Detroit bookkeeper, was kill-
etl soon after noon Monday when
the automobile in which she was
riding was struck broadside by
a produce truck near Yeiter's cor-
ners, on US 16, three miles south
und one mile west of Lowell,

L. P. Blasen, of Saranae, driver
of the truck, was going west on
US16 when the automobile came
on the main highway from the
south without stopping, Blasen
told  Deputy Leo Rowland, of
Lowell.  The truck crashed in-
to the automobile, throwing it
to the side of the road. Deputy
Rowland, who arrived a few min-
utes later, took Miss Headworth
and her father, Edward Head-
worth, 70, to Blodgett hospital,
but the young woman was dead
when they arrived.  Her skull
was fractured,  Mr. Headworth
was cut under an eye.

Coroner Wolll, of Grand Rap-
ids, requested Justice  Springett,
of Lowell, to impanel a  jury,
which has been done, but no in-
quest may be held.  The Justice,
in his investigation finds no case
against the truck driver, even
Mr, Headworth attaching no
blame to him,

Miss Headworth had been visil-
ing her parents in Alto over the
week-end and was on her way
back to Detroil.  Her father was
taking her to a bus station.  Mr.
Headworth evidently did not see
the approaching truck,

Besides her parents, Miss Head-
worth leaves one brother, Law-
rence, of Clarksville, and a sis-

ter, Mrs. Mildeed  Howell, of
Strutlers, 0. An unele, John
Headworth, resides in  Grand

apids,

Ira S. Heriman, Civil war vel-
eran, passed away al his home in|
this village Monday, Oct. 22, at 3,
p. m., aged 95 years,  Funeral
services will be held at the home
Thursday at 2 p. m., Rev, A, B,
Lemke, officiating, military bur-|
il at Oakwood cemetery by the
American Legion,

Mr. Heriman was born in
Schoharie, New York, Ocl. 13,!
1833, Married Orpha Walker, of

De Kalb county, 11, Oct. 10, 1855,
and came with his family to Kala-
mnzoo, Mich,, about 4 ycars lat-
er.  He enlisted at  Kalamazoo
in October, 1863, in Company K,
first  Michigan Engineers and
served until the close of the war,
participating in Sherman's march
to the sea, and was mustered out
in the Fall of 1865,

The family moved in 1869 to
Lowell, which remained its home
until 1803, Mrs, Heriman having
{died the previous year, removal
to Holly was made, where he
later married his first wife's sis-
[ ter, Mrs. Irene Beecher,
| In 1918 Lowell again became
| the family home and so contin-
ued until Mrs, Heriman's death
in April, 1926,

Mr. Heriman  continued  in
splendid  physical condition for
one of his great age until very
recently,  Only August 27 he
walked down 1o visit his barber,
saying then that it was probably |
for the last time.  After that his
legs refused (o support him but
he remained mentally alert up to
the last, reading his  National
Tribune, only the morning of the
day preceding his death,

Mr. Heriman hod six children,
all of whom survive to pay ten-
der tribute to a good father: Ed-
[ ward, of Pontiae; Mrs, Ida Hos-
ford, of Grand Rapids; Mrs, Ella
Clark, of Kalamazoo; Mrs, Estella
;‘:I:ll'l\. of Toledo; Mrs. Lettie Fos-

ter, of lonia, and Clyde €. Heri-
man, of Flint,  He is also sur-
vived by fourteen grandehildren,
[ twelve great grandehilileen and
|I\\'n great grandehildren,  Only
[last week The Ledger recorded
the eelebration of Mr. Heriman's
Yith birthday, Oct. 13, at which
time all of  his children  were
present, and happily all of his
daughters remained with him un-
til_his death and burial.

Mr. Heriman was an inveterate
reader of curront literature and
of books and a regular patron of
the Lowell library, just one door
removed from his home, thus en-
Joying o rare privilege and com-
fort in his grand old age.
