King Milling  company provided 
the banquet for approximately 
225 touring poultrymen, who left 
Lowell favorably impressed with 
the very generous hospitality 
shownMhem during their stay 
here. 

The poultry tour made nineteen 
stops, visiting four commercial 
poultry farms, three breeding 
farms, five hatcheries, two farms 
where large numbers of turkeys 
are raised, one duck farm, two 
research farms and the King Mill-
ing company feed manufacturing 
plant. It required three days to 
complete the trip of inspection. 
The second last stop of the lour 
was made at the King Milling 
Co. plant, where the poultrymen 
had an opportunity to inspect the 
high quality ingredients used in 
the manufacture of the various 
King feeds. The study of feed 
ingredients was educational to 
the visiting poultrymen and the 
general comment seemed to be, 
"Now we know why King Poul-
try^ Feeds produce such satisfac-
tory results and are used by the 
leading poultrymen of the State." 

The last stop of the tour was at 
the Foreman Poultry farm. Here 
Ihe visitors had an opportunity to 
see what is probably the most at-
tractive hatchery and laying 
house in the State. The Fore-
man Poultry farm Is divided into 
two units; the hatchery and the 
breeding plant and Ihe chick 
range. Mr. Foreman was called 
upon to give a short discussion of 
the practical advantages of the 
types of buildings, the construc-
tion of which was nearing com-
pletion on his farm. On the 
chick range many poultrymen 
who had followed the tour during 
the three days were heard to 
comment: "The finest stock we 
have seen on the tour." 

The banquet tendered by the 
King Milling  company was prob-
ably the high spot of the tour. A 
very interesting program follow-
ed Ihe banquet, which included 
many prominent State college ofli-
cials and leaders In the commer-
cial poultry feed and poultry 
breeding world. J. A. Hannah, 
loultry extension specialist, 
lichigan State college, acted as 

loastmaster and called upon Wm. 
C. Doyle, the host of the evening's 
entertainment, Mr. Doyle urged 
all poultrymen to come to Lowell, 
if  for any reason they were 
dissatisfied with their present lo-
cation, as they would find Lowell 
the ideal community in which to 
locate. He mentioned the State 
Poultry Tour made the first stop 
at Lowell and suggested that next 
year Ihe entire tour be conducted 
here at Lowell. C. H. Runciman, 
president of the Board of Trade, 
welcomed the visiting poultry-
men to Lowell and spoke of the 
many advantages Lowell offers as 
a most suitable poultry location. 

A letter just received by both 
the King Mlling company and E. 
C. Foreman from J. A. Hannah, 
who sponsored the tour, contains 
Ihe following: "The S e c o n d 
Michigan Poultry Tour is, I be-
lieve, the outstanding poultry 
event that has occurred in Michi-
gan's poultry world to date. A 
total of 294 persons registered 
during the tour and it is probable 
that approximately 100 additional 
persons visited the tour or took 
part in it and failed to register. 
The success of the tour was made 
possible through your co-onera-
tion and the co-operation of the 
other farm and plant owners who 
allowed us to Inspect their 
plants."

Governor's 
Fire Prevention 

Proclamation 
For some years past it has been 

Ihe custom to inaugurate a cam-
paign of education and action for 
Fire Prevention, with the view 
of reducing Ihe great unneces-
sary lire losses which cause an 
enormous destruction of properly 
each year. 

The time designated for this 
commendable undertaking is the 
second week in October of each 
year, therefore as Governor of 
Michigan i proclaim Ihe week 
from 
October 6th to October 12th. 1929 

Fire Prevention Week. 
The work which will  be accom-

plished during that period will 
result in a great saving of life 
and property, therefore it is es-
sential that it will  be given the 
co-operation which the movement 
deserves. It should be observed 
in cities, villages, and rural com-
munities to the fullest extent. 

Heretofore there has been a 
lack of extending fire prevention 
week activities into the rural dis-
tricts where it is so much needed. 
A scattered population, numerous 
buildings grouped and no means 
or apparatus for lighting lire, the 
farmer is quite helpless in case 
bis buildings take lire, facing the 
complete destruction of his ac-
cumulation of years. Therefore, 
il  is hoped that the work may 
this year be extended into the 
rural districts. 

Great benellts would follow in 
the years to come if teachers in 
rural schools would instill in the 
minds of the growing pupils Ihe 
most common dangers of Are on 
the farm, and how to combat 
them, with the suggestion that 
they closely watch for lire haz-
ards, that their parents be ad-
vised and Ihe property made safe. 

With the near approach of 
time for the starting of healing 
plants, furnaces, stoves, pipes, 
chimneys, etc., should be placed 
in safe condition, rubbish remov-
ed and burned, all combustibles, 
gasoline, oils, paints, varnishes, 
etc., should be safely stored. 
• The marked interest shown by 
the Michigan Fire Chief's Asso-
ciation, in their elforts to make 
Michigan safe from lire furnishes 
an example of what may be ac-
complished by other similar or-
ganizations. 

Through the united action of 
citizens of our slate, it is hoped 
that we may be able to continue 
to decrease the great unnecessary 
fire waste.
