The so-called city group of 
supervisors, said to be under the 
dictatorship of George W. Welsh, 
city manager of Grand Rapids, is 
attempting to uneat Maurice Post, 
of Algoma township, as chairman 
of Ihe board. 

This attempt to unseat Mr. Post 
violates an established custom, 
whereby for years the chairman-
ship has alternated regularly be-
tween city and country. At Ihe 
regular April  session Mr. Post 
was duly elected, it being the 
rural section's turn to have the 
chairmanship. A perusal of 
subsequent official proceedings 
shows that Mr. Pos ts election 
was fully recognized as commit-
tee appointments were approved 
in the regular way and other 
business duly transacted. 

Following the announcement 
of George E. Fritz, district cen-
sus supervisor, that East Grand 
Bapids had a population of more 
than 4,000, which, if true, would 
entitle the city lo an additional 
supervsor, effort was made to 
secure the additional appoint-
ment, which was done. With a 
fourth East Grand Rapids super-
visor the roll call becomes 52, 
and 27 is necessary for a major-
ity. The vote being close be-
tween the two groups, the import-
ance of another vote becomes 
significant. 

M. B. MePherson. of Vergennes 
township, capable champion of 
Ihe rural group, questions the E. 
Grand Rapids census on three im-
portant points: First, that the 
census returns are not olficial 
until reported from Washington; 
second, that many persons, at 
least loo, made up largely of 
nurses in training at Blodgett 
hospital, should not have been 
included in the Bust Grand Rap-
ids census, as they are count-
ed elsewhere; third, that the ac-
tion of the East Grand Bap-
ids mayor, in appointing a fourth 
supervisor and the city commis-i 
sion In confirming it is un-
heard of. "The haste was un-
seemly," says Mr. MePherson. 
and "the action certainly unwar-

ranted. There will  be little difil-
culty in overturning the appoint-
ment." 

It is to be regretted that the 
amicable .'gentlman's agreemen" 
which has prevailed on the Board 
of Supervisors for many years, 
whereby the chairmanship has 
been alternated and board affairs 
generally speaking fairly con-
ducted, should be cast aside 
through the injection of cheap 
politics. To the credit of some 
of the city supervisions it should 
be stated, we are informed, that 
they do not wholly approve of 
this attempted unfair domination, 
and it Is to be hoped that the 
board's business will  again be 
handled in a manner for the 
good of Kent county as a whole.
