We notice by newspapers f rom 
Port land, Charlotte, St. Johns and 
other places that w indows were 
not soaped nor proper ty dam-
aged by Hal lowe'en merrymak-
ers. Soaping of glass, especially 
plate glass, does damage that nev-
er can be remedied. 

While digging on the banks of 
Flat r iver near the Lowell village 
limits, John Swanson unearthed 
the bones of a human skeleton, 
lying not fa r below the surface 
of the ground. Diligent inquiry 
has been made on the par t of The 
Ledger, fearing that the grue-
some find might prove the sequel 
to a foul cr ime. 

Nut even the oldest inhabitant 
could recall that there had ever 
been a myster ious disappearance 
in this locality, and it did not ap-
pear l ikely that the remains had 
been brought f rom a distance, 
perhaps in the dead of night, and 
surrept iously buried. 

Then how fathom the story of 
t he myster ious l lnd? "Perhaps 
in this neglected spot was laid 
some hear t once pregnant wi th 
celestial f i re—hands that the rod 
of empire might have swayed—" 

Aye, that 's the a n s w e r— 
"hands that the rod of empire 
might have swayed"— for it is 
possible that the remains are 
those of a mighty chief, who in 
days long ago led h is t r ibe to the 
promised land of this beaut i ful 
l i rand River valley. 

And so af ter talking with some 
of the older residents here who 
are fami l iar with the Indian lore 
of this section we learn that the 
locali ty where the skeleton was 
unear thed was an Indian bury-
ing ground. 

The late John Hooker, of Low-
ell, was wel l - in formed on Indian 
lore, legend and history, and 
f rom his widow, Mrs. Angle 
Houker, we have been able to 
gather the fol lowing interest ing 
in fo rmat ion : 

The t r ibe of Indians l iving 
where Lowel l is now situated 
was the Ottawa tr ibe, one of a 
t r ib of Algonquins, who, when 
first known, lived on the Ottawa 
River, Canada. Owing to the 
hosti l i ty of the Ir iquois most of 
them subsequently migrated to 
the south shore of Lake Super-
ior, whence they were in t u rn 
forced out by the Sioux, most of 
whom a rc now in Michigan and 
Ontar io. There were over 300 
in the tr ibe which settled on the 
banks of Flat r iver and Grand 
r iver , and to them Flat r iver was 
Quab-a-quash-a, meaning current 
stream and Grand r iver, O-wash-
e-nong, meaning crooked stream. 
There is no record as to how 
long these Indians lived here . 
One of the i r chiefs, "Cabmosa." 
is well remembered. He made 
many f r iends wi th the whi te 
man. Thei r bury ing ground was 
where now is the l ine between 
Vergennes and Lowell, and the 
last Indian to be bur ied here was 
44Chenego," who died before he 
was 21 years old, and would have 
been the i r new chief if he had 
lived. Their graves were shal-
low and the body was placed in 
a si t t ing posit ion ami bur ied 
w i th them, general ly, were all 
their ear th ly belongings. 

In the Spring of 1850 the In-
dans w e r e forced by the govern-
men t to leave here, and il  made 
them sad as they had been very 
happy here. Before leaving they 
had a farewel l par ty , as we 
would call it. They built a big 
Are, around which they danced, 
and later sitt ing around smoked 
the "p ipe of Peace." Several lo-
cal whi te people were guests, 
among them being the Robinson 
boys, John Hooker and Mrs. O. 
Eaton, all of whom were resi-
dents of Lowell, but are now de-
ceased. 

We may slate here Mr. South-
wick, of Hart , is now the proud 
owner of the pipe smoked at this 
farewel l . 

This Spring morn ing was a pic-
ture, when the 300 Indians put 
the i r canoes in the r iver wi th all 
their belongings and floated wi th 
the cur ren t f rom Flat r iver into 
Grand river, then down to Grand 
Haven, up the big Lake Michigan 
fo r Hart , fo r many weeks meet-
ing w i th great dangers and ex-
c i t ing adventures before they 
reached the place the government 
had provided for them, giving 
fo r ty acres to every person.

A Captive 

With cold weather at hand, 
carbon monoxide, the deadly 
motor exhaust gas, may be ex-
pected to take its year ly toll of 
l ife. Carbon monoxide gas is 
odorless, colorless and tasteless, 
and cannot be readi ly detected 
by any of the senses. It robs 
the victim of motive power, pre-
venting escape even though the 
victim realizes his danger. To 
avoid danger, don't run your 
motor in a closed garage; use 
only gas appl iances w i th ap-
proved safety features and have 
them installed by a t ra ined per-
son; don' t sleep in a closed room 
in wh ich gas is burning. 

Il  is popular ly supposed that 
frost causes the leaves to turn in 
the autumn. That such is not 
the case is proved by the fact 
that some of the most bri l l iant 
red and yel low l ints precede the 
first f rost . 

Chemical processes in the t ree 
are responsible for the change in 
color. Dur ing the Spr ing and 
Summer number less t iny cells in 
the leaves serve as factor ies for 
the manufac ture of p lant food. 
The chief agent in th is process 
is chlorophyl l , which gives the 
leaves the i r green color. Sun-
light promotes the product ion of 
chlorophyl l , and therefore the 
leaves on trees in the open are 
usual ly darker green in color 
than those on less exposed trees 
in a forest. P lant food is manu-
factured by combining carbon 
f rom the carbonic acid gas taken 
f rom the air by the leaves with 
hydrogen, oxygen and various 
minerals taken f rom the water 
absorbed by the roots.

Laurence K. Buck 
Claimed By Death 

Lowell lost a most respected 
citizen Tuesday in the death of 
Laurence K. Buck, which oc-
cur red at 3 o'clock that a f ter -
noon at St. Mary's hospital . 
Grand Rapids. Mr. Buck had 
been a pat ient there but a few 
days, the cause of his death be-
ing pneunionia. Brief funera l 
services were held Wednesday 
morn ing at the Roth <& Brezina 
chapel, conducted by Rev. A. B. 
Lemke, and the body taken lo his 
fo rmer home in Traverse City, 
where funera l services wil l  be 
held Fr iday. 

Mr. Buck was born in Traverse 
City 51 years ago. He came to 
Lowell about 20 years ago, enter-
ing the employ of the Lowell 
Specialty Co. as travel ing sales-
man. Later , when this company 
became the Lowell Sprayer Co, 
Mr. Buck became factory fore-
man serv ing in this capaci ty un-
til  his last il lness. He was 
known as a just and honorable 
workman and held the respect of 
his employers and associates 
alike. He was a great lover of 
nature and the outdoors, a t rue 
sportsman and law-abiding cit i-
zen. His untimely death is a 
great shock to the community. 
As a remark of respect to his 
memory the Lowell Sprayer Co. 
was closed Wednesday forenoon 
In all departments. 

Mr. Buck never marr ied. A 
sister, Mrs. Allay, of Traverse 
City, and a brother , Charles 
Buck, of Topeka, Ks., were here 
Tuesday to at tend the services 
and accompany the body to Tra-
verse City.
