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TWOAREDEAD 
SIX INJURED 

INCAR CRASH 
SLEET-COVERED PAVEMENT 

CAUSE OF ACCIDENT IN 
VOLVING THREE CARS AND 
A TRUCK ON U. S. 16—LOW-
ELL OFFICERS AND AMBU-
LANCES CALLED TO SCENE. 

One man was killed outright, 
another received a skull frac-
ture from which he died later, 
and six others were Injured in 
an accident which involved three 
automobiles and a truck on U. S. 
16 at the viaduct at Pralt lake, 
just over the line in Ionia county 
at ahout  ̂ 5:15 last Thursday eve-
ning. The pavement was cov 
ered with sleet where the crash 
occurred. 

The roan killed was George 
Wyroa, a road commissioner of 
Allegan county. The man who 
received a skull fracture from 
•which he died Saturday morning 
was Peter Rlngold, of Grand 
Rapids; the others Injured were 
his wife, Goldle M., his brother 
Harry, his sister, Wllma, and 
Clarence Hekhuls. George Bush, 
Benjamin Baker and John Ster-
linger, of East Saugatuck; Abra-
ham Van Anrooy, Bert Nyland 
Jacob Datema, of Holland, es-
caped without Injury. Mr. Hek-
huls' Injuries arc reported as 
dangerous. 

Although Deputy Sheriff Chas. 
Knapp of Lowell, was unable to 
definitely ascertain the cause of 
the accident, he and Deputy 
Charles Lawyer, of Grand Hap-
Ids pieced together the story 
from information given by the 
occupants of the three cars and 
from the appearance of the 
wrecked vehicles. 

The two officers stated they be-
lieved that a light delivery truck 
driven by Peter Rlngold, who 
was driving east, collided head-
on with an automobile driven by 
Mr. Van Anrooy, and the third 
motorcar driven by Mr. Datema, 
crashed Into the rear of Mr. Van 
Anrooy's car. 

Steers Off Road 
A fourth car barely missed pil-

ing up when the three crashed. 
The driver managed to steer his 
car off the road Into a narrow 
ditch and back onto the pave-
ment without striking the wreck-
age. 

Mr. Wyroa, who was riding In 
the VinAnrooy vehicle with Mr. 
Hekhuls and Mr. Nyland, was 
thrown from the car and was 
kflfed outright, his skull being 
fractured. He leaves a widow 
and 10 children. 

Cars Are Damaged 
Riding with Peter Rlngold In 

the front seat was his brother,* 
Harry, while Mrs. Rlngold and 
Miss Rlngold were In the back 
part of the truck. In the third 
car, driven by Datema, were 
Bush, Baker and Sterlinger. The 
Rlngold and Van Anrooy cars 
were hadly damaged and both 
turned on their sides after the 
crash. Datema's car did not 
turn over and suffered less ser-
ious damage. 

The Injured persons and Wy-
ma's body were taken to the 
farm house of W. McGrath Imme-
diately after the crash and Depu-
ty Sheriff Knapp, of Lowell, noti-
fied. He summoned the Yeiter 
and Roth and Brezlna ambulances 
from Lowell and a third from 
Grand Rapids. Dr. John Altland, 
of Lowell, went to the scene and 
artmlnlstered treatment w h i l e 
awaiting removal of the Injured 
to the hospital. 

R. E. Sprlngett, Lowell Justice 
of the peace, acted as coroner 
and after viewing the body and 
<piestioning the uninjured pas-
sengers, said that the accident 
was unavoidable and an inquest 
would not be necessary. 

The body of Wyma was re-
moved to the Roth & Brezlna 
mortuary, Lowell.

ken on a bigger task. As the 
hoys were banded together over 
there for the sake of those at 
home, so are the ex-service men 
united today In an effort to be 
of service to those about thero. 
The ever present Ideal of a Le-
gionnaire Is to be of some gqod 
to his "Community, State and 
Nation." It cannot be "gain-
said" that the principles of the 
Legion are fundamentally sound. 

The Legion Is a democratic in-
stitution and as such reflects the 
very customs of our democratic 
society. Men froir all stations 
In life are proud to call them-
selves members. It Is a matter 
of course, therefore, that In the 
eyes of some people such an In-
stitution should at times be 
looked upon with disfavor.

It Is reported that the three 
or four eases of hoine brew, hid-
den on Hie roof of one of the 
blocks on Main street, was res-
cued before the recent freeze. 

Youthful lovers In Lowell ad-
mit that the course of true love 
never runs smoothly, but we 
have a horrible opinion of the 
young man who breaks with his 
girl friend Just before Christmas 
in order not to give her a pres-
ent. 

Frank C. Miller, Ionia, chair-
man of the sub-comnilttee of the 
crime commission, is supporting 
a bill  for public Hogging of first 
offenders. He believes the pub-
lic humiliation would take some 
of the "glory" out of crime. Sev-
eral of the states have brought 
back flogging In an endeavor to 
check the rising tide of criminal 
offenses. 

An attempt to develop an all-
year-around demand for "fresh" 
cherry pie Is to be made soon by 
the Michigan Cherry Growers 
Packing Company of Beulah. 
Stores are to be opened In Chica 
go. New York and Boston. The 
new quick freezing process en 
ables one to buy "fresh" cher 
rles. About one-third of this 
year's crop was frozen. 

After reading of the bank fail-
ures In many southern states, the 
statement of R. E. Reichert, state 
blanking commissioner, is com-
forting. He says: "The posi-
tion of banks In Michigan, as re-
flected In the last call reports of 
state banks. Is fundamentally 
sound. Our financial Institutions 
have met the changing business 
conditions without difficulty. 
This year only two small banks 
have closed." 

A prediction Is made at Cadil-
lac by officials of the Michigan 
Potato Growers' Exchange that 
the time is rapidly approaching 
when many farmers will  raise 
the tubers under irrigation. The 
recent hot Summer resulted In 
many of the growers hastily es-
tablishing irrigation systems to 
save their crops. Their efforts, 
though hurried, were well repaid. 

Many of Michigan's cities which 
have rivers or streams running 
through them fail to take advan-
tage of their natural beauty. 
Flint, after many years of delay. 
Is putting its unemployed to 
work cleaning the banks all the 
way through the city. This Is 
the first step in preparation for 
grass and shrubs. The day will 
come when Flat river will  be a 
thing of beauty in Lowell. Speed 
the day. 

Michigan's prisons hold 251 de-
portable aliens, according t o 
Richard W. Nebel, commissioner 
of pardons and paroles. The pol-
icy of the department is to make 
them serve the minimum sen-
tence and then deport them. This 
is a severe penalty to them and 
saves the state's money. If, af-
ter deportation, they are arrest-
ed In this country they are made 
to serve out their maximum sen-
tence and then deported. 

Many Lowell people as well as 
those in the country will  be In-
terested In the following Item 
from the Perry Weekly: George 
Wlnegar, Sr., has sold his Inter-
est In one of the finest fruit 
farms Is Michigan situated near 
Morris to his son, George F. 
Wlnegar, a co-worker with his 
father many years. This splen-
did farm of 160 acres has been In 
the family nearly a century. It 
was taken over from the govern-
ment by the great-grandfather of 
the present owner, George Wine-
gar, Jr. The senior Wlnegar was 
a former Lowell business man, 
well and favorably known. He 
has been In iJOor health for sev-
eral years. 

A letter dated November 30, 
from the Boylans In Klssimmee, 
Fla., states they rode five days 
In the rain, not showers, but 
pouring down rain, until they 
were obliged to stop over for a 
day as the roads had become 
"like soap." Later they spent 
three days In Gallatin, Tenn., 
with R. B.'s nephew. Driving 
on they reached their destination, 
finding the weather like some of 
the hot days we enjoyed (?) last 
July and August. Since then 
they had frosts which blighted 
the tomatoe and egg plant vines. 
Recently they attended a banquet 
and the tables were profusely 
decorated with roses. They re-
port having a fine tune. 

What may be termed a spec-
tacular invention Is called the 
Rotolactor, a device on which 
50 cows arc washed, dried and 
milked as they make one com-
plete revolution. The cows step 
upon the rotating platform, re-
ceive their baths, are dried by 
waves of warm air, and milked 
by automatic milking machines, 
each cow's milk being collected 
in sealed glass jars and conveyed 
through sanitary pipes to an ad-
joining room. At the completion 
of the 12% minute revolution, 
each cow steps off the platform 
and returns unguided to her place 
In the barn dn eighth of a mile 
away. Sixteen hundred and 
eighty cows are thus milked, al-
most automatically, three times 

day.

Bostwick Lake Man 
Says New Highway 
Will Spoil His Sleep 

The final address of the 28th 
Annual Michigan Stale Older 
Boys' Conference at Bay City was 
given by governor-elect Wllber 
M. Brucker. He spoke on the 
subject of "Christian Living In 
Citizenship." 

In introducing his topic, Mr. 
Brucker stated that he was strict-
ly against using the Sabbath for 
speaking to voters, and that he 
had come to appear before the 
Older Boys' Conference in order 
to speak frankly and directly 
concerning the topic. He made 
clear that Christian citizenship is 
something beyond the usual ac-
cepted rights of citizenship such 
as voting, holding office, and 
paying taxes. He gave three 
tests of a Christian citizen. First, 
he is observant. He is critical 
and comprehends what he sees. 
Mr. Brucker said he wanted folks 
to be dissatisfied with conditions 
so that they might better them. 
In the second place, the Chris-
tian citizen is industrious. He 
works. Rather than being In-
dolent, he will  go ahead even 
when he makes mistakes. He 
pointed to Christ as a great ex-
ample of industry, having crowd-
ed into three short years the 
work of a life time. In the third 
place, the Christian citizen Is 
self-disciplined. He comes and 
goes at his own beck and call. 
Self-discipline means that every-
body is his own man. He can 
think for himself. He is him-
self. He Is Independent In 
thought. 

At this point the governor-elect 
remarked In telling an anecdote 
that concerned his experiences 
over-seas. That he did not feel 
right unless he was in church 
somewhere on Sunday. In clos-
ing, he stated, "What a wonder-
ful slate to leave if your Idealism 
(referring to the delegates of the 
Older Boys' Conference) charac-
terized this commonwealth dur-
ing the next two years of my ad-
rolinistration." 

Mr. Brucker referred to his 
coming inauguration on Jannary 
1, saying, "Guiding me will  be 
that Pilot whom I'm not ashamed 
to own, and who has always 
guided me up to this hour."

Were Killed in State 

Conservation officers located at 
Mackinaw City and St. Ignaoe 
report the following game and 
predatory animals transported 
south up to December 1st; 5,775 
deer; 11 coyotes; 9 t i m b e r 
wolves; 47 bear; and 8 bob-cats. 

The deer brought across the 
Straits represent one-third of the 
total kill,  according to the Con-
servation Department, and of 
course this number does not in-
clude those taken out through 
Wisconsin, or those killed and 
kept within the upper peninsula 
and the twelve counties in the 
lower peninsula which are open 
to deer and bear hunting.
