the fa rmer . When the crops 
have been harvested and the fall 
p lowing done, there is a period 
before w in ter sets in when hunt- !

pleasure to be out of doors with 1 

nothing of immediate importance 
to attend to. It is the season of 
relaxation a f te r Ihe heal and 
strain of ihe summer, when folks 
can lake t ime to sum up the re-
sult of the year 's work and lie-
gin their p lans for the next. 

Thanksgiv ing Day, in most 
parts of 4his country , marks the 
end of fall and the real beginning 
of winter . Then we begin lo 
look fo rward lo Christmas and 
thence to next spring. We hear 
travel lers tell of countr ies where 
the seasons never change f rom 
one year 's end to the other . It 
seems to us that half of Ihe pleas-
ure of life comes from the chang-
ing seasons, and from looking 
fo rward to the next change.
