Mystery surrounds the death 
of William H. Vollwiler, a farmer 
61 years of age who lived a quar-
ter mile north of Davis Lake in 
Calnlmiia Inwiiship. Mr. Voii-
w ib r was found by Mrs. Huth 
Moore, a young woman who 
works for the Vollwilers, at 
about 8 or 8:30 o'clock Tuesday 
evening when she became con-
cerned over his absence ami went 
in search, iinding him in the 
burn lying on his knees and face, 
bleeding badly and unconscious. 
The young woman called neigh-
bors who placed him on a blank-
et in the barn. Dr. Houghton, 
of Caledonia, was called, but 
Vollwiler  died shortly after be-
ing found. 

Kxamination revealed a fracture 
of the skull near the right ear, 
two gashes on the top of his 
head and both eyes blacked. 
Coroner Harmon C. Wolfe con-

ducted an investigation but was 
unable to determine the cause of 
Ihe death. The sheriflTs oflice 
was notified and oflicers an- ;il-
lemptiwg to unravel Ihe mystery. 
It was at first surmised that the 
man might have been kicked to 
death by one of his horses, but 
It is declared that the horses 
were not near where he was 
found. 

The Vollwilers have lived on 
the farm for Ihe past ten or 
twelve years. Mrs. Vollwiler is 
a semi-invalid and Mrs. Moore 
was employed to do the house-
work 

The dead man is not known to 
have had any enemies and the 
motive of the crime is shrouded 
in mystry. 

Mrs. Moore's Story 
The story of Mrs. Moore, hired 

girl in Ihe Vollwiler household 
for the last six months, who 
found her employer unconscious 
follows: 

"After supper Will  went to the 
barn to do his chores. It was 
about 7 p. m. and his chores us-
ually take about 30 to 45 minutes. 
When he failed to return about 8 
o'clock. Mrs. Vollwiler sent me 
to the barn to find him. I en-
tered the cowbarn which was 
lighted by two dim lights and 
from a few steps inside I called 
•Will*  several times, but there 
was no answer. 

"I  relumed to the house and 
told Mrs. Vollwiler, who said 
•go back and count the cows, 
maybe he is out after one.' I 
went back to the barn and found 
all the cows were in and I no-
ticed the Collie dog was whining. 

"I  asked the dog where his 
master was and the dog led me 
through an old box stall to an 
alley at the end of the row of 
cow stanchions. There Mr. Voll-
wiler lay, as I said, all crumpled 
up on his knees and face in a 
pool of blood. 

"He did not answer when I 
spoke to him and, frightened, I 
ran back to the house and told 
Mrs. Vollwiler, who although an 
invalid, went with me on the 
third trip to the barn. We were 
unable to rouse him so I told 
Mrs. Vollwiler- to wait while I 
went to tell Ulysses Hunter, 
who lives a short distance away, 
and William Schrader, the next 
nearest neighbor. 

"He was still living when the 
neighbors arrived, but died be-
fore Dr. G. D. Houghton of Cale-
donia came shortly afterward."

THIS Is the time of year 
when many automobile 
owners commit unintention-

;il  sinciilr by starting up tlu-ii  rai s 
in tightly closed garages and not 
getting outside as soon as the en-
gine fires. In the past twelve 
months the New York State De-
partment of Health reports for-
ty-two deaths from carbon mon-
oxide poisoning in closed gar-
ages and forty-three narrow es-
capes from death from the same 
cause. 

It is seldom safe to let a car 
run at any season of the year 
without backing out of the gar-
age as soon as the engine starts. 
Some of the deaths reported oc-
curred because Ihe wind blew 
the exhaust gases back into the 
garage although the doors were 
wide open. Carbon monoxide 
poisoning comes without warn-
ing, as the gas is entirely odor-
less. 

It costs nothing to be careful.

NOVEMBER 

i OR ELEVEN months nature 
has been preparing for the 
season now upon us. Fallen 

leaves have become leaf-mold, 
seeds have sprouted, have been 
nourishd by a provident earth 
and have grown to flower and 
fruit. Bains have filtered down, 
sun and cloud have warned and 
cooled the earth. November is 
the result. 

To be sure, every other month 
of the year is a similar result of 
days past, but not every month 
holds in its span of days the 
quiet pleasures of that season 
practically encompassed by the 
span of what the ancient Bo-
mans called the ninth month. 
For now are combined days 
with the tang of autumn and 
nights with the crispness and 
the bright stars that presage 
white Christmas and snowy 
January. The sun beams at 
midday with a sturdy vigor that 
at times makes even topcoats 
burdensome. Once it is gone 
and ciusk falls, the pleasures of 
a fireside beckon. 

Though October frosts ex-
tinguish the rich glow of dainty 
summer'f lowers, thev also light 
those gleaming candelabra of the 
forests, the oaks, the maples, the 
dogwood and the sumac. And 
besides, they strew the ground 
beneath with color like an April 
sky at sunset, nature's rouge 
come down to earth in the eve-
ning of Ihe year. 

In many ways November is, 
of all the months, most like that 
time of day when the fragrant 
dusk comes trailing wisps of 
sunset from out of the western 
sky. There is a music in the 
very existence of noiseless 
things, a rhythm of sky and 
earth and all between. Sounds 
are clearer, pulses quicken to 
things impending, the heat and 
dust and struggle of midday or 
midyear are gone. A day, 
year, has come to fruit. 

Fur those who know the open 
sky, the open fields, November is 
especially rich. Against the black 
and brown of autumn plantings 
the crisp shocks of fodder stand 
like sentinel tepees of the Indian 
past. New stacks of hay and 
straw loom against the skyline 
or the distant woods like richly 
laden packs on a tired peddler's 
back. Last spring's calves and 
colts display tneir shaggy winter 
coats, and even lowly sparrows 
puff t h e i r feathered selves 
against the tingling air. From 
high overhead drif ts down the 
gabble and the honk of south-
bound ducks and geese, penciled 
wedges drawn across the gray-
ing sky by the selfsame hand 
that burnished hill-top groves 
and meadow pastures. 

November, in vigorous beauty 
of full  flame, is like a fireplace 
log touched off by October's 
kindling and not yet whitened 
into December's coals, and 
beckons him who would know 
the ruddy joys of life to gather 
at the open hearth.
