1912 taxes.

" I  have explained t ime and 
a^ain that the board oi super-
visors considered it necessary 
to include that Item in the bud-
get to maintain the county's 
financial s tanding and to keep 
up its credit . Without that 
i tem in the budget the oouuty 
wil l  have to borrow next fall 
wi th no credit to bor row on." 
Ear l F. Phelps, a former prose-

cut ing at torney, has joined the 
forces in opposit ion to the bud-
g e t declar ing; 

"What the people are inter-
ested in is that the board of 
superv isors raised their taxes 
instead of lower ing them at a 
t ime when the taxes should 
have been material ly lowered, 
f o r which action no one out-
side of officialdom can find any 
excuses."

In his talk to the mothers. Supt. 
Gumser brought out the fol low-
ing interest ing facts as a matter 
of interest and informat ion for 
patrons of the Lowell schools: 

School Taxes $14,000 Lens 
Eight years ago lx)well taxes 

for school purposes were $35,000. 
In 1032-3 the same taxpayers 
were asked for $2I.(MKI. a reduc-
tion of 4 0 ^ ; the amount received 
this year wil l  be nearer 50% of 
what was received in 1924-5. No 
o ther taxable unit has shown u 
decrease over the same period. 

Cost per pupil is about $60.00 a 
school year. Cost in state inst i-
tut ions for pat ients and cr imin-
als. exclusive of food and cloth 
ing. is twice as much. The cost 
of the schools to U)well taxpay-
ers for 1932-3 will  be less than 
$2>iMNNI, or a cost of .<30.(M) |>er 
pupil, o r about 15c per school 
day per pupi l . The average 
home in Lowell is assessed fo»-
about $1,600. The tax rate fo r 
schools is $10.30 per thousand. 
The average home owner there-
fore pays about $26,00 a year for 
the support of the schools or 
less than 10c per calendar day or 
about 13c per school day. Pa r 
cnts of chi ldren could figure the 
per capita cost accordingly. The 
average automobile owner pays .i 
gas and weight tax of more than 
$26.00. Contrary to many as

Twenty-n ine years have elapsed 
since two fast Pere Marquette 
passenger trains came together 
at a curve in the tracks near East 
Par is, on the Main line, kill ing 
23 persons and seriously injur-
ing half a h u n d n d others. One 
of the victims was Mrs. Daisy 
Giles, a vivacious, talented and 
wel l -known young Lowell wom-
an. Her maiden name was Daisy 
Odell, only daughter of Simeon 
and Kate Odell. She was mar-
ried to the late George Giles in 
1897. 

Wind Blew Out Signal Light 

It was the day af ter Christ-
mas. December 26, liHl3. and 
many of the passengers were re-
turn ing home from happy gath-
erings. 

We quote as fol lows f rom The 
Ledger of December 31, 1903: 

"It  was the most disastrous 
wreck in the history of the Pere 
Marquette system, and instead of 
being caused by man's careless-
ness or mistake, is charged lo the 
high w ind which extinguished 
the red signal in the order board 
at McCords station, where the 
west-bound train was expected 
to stop and receive new orders. 
Two minutes before the train 
rushed by McCords the light was 
burning, says the opera tor there, 
but in that brief interval the bliz-
zard that was raging extinguished 
it and t ra in No. 5. flashed by the 
station to crash into east-bound 
train No. 6, near East Paris. The 
trains, which were two of the 
finest on the system, were re-
duced to a promiscuous pile of 
broken and twisted t imber and 
metal, with dead and in jured 

pinned down and crushed by the 
f ragments of the heavy cars. Five 
cars and two large locomotives 
were jammed into a space ordi-
nari ly occupied by th ree coaches 
and the wreckage w a s s t rewn 
across the rai l road right of way 
f rom fence to fence." 

Some of the ser iously in jured 
were thought to have frozen to 
death before they could be res-
cued. 

When it was realized that noth-
ing could be done to halt the 
t ra ins which were speeding to-
wards each other w i th the throt-
tles wide open, the McCords op-
erator reported to Grand Rapids 
that train 5 had missed the new 
orders. Up in the d ispatcher 's 
office in the union station they 
knew what was about to happen. 
The Saginaw train stood in the 
sheds, ready to leave, but it was 
converted into a hospital t ra in. 
Surgeons and nurses were hur -
r ied on board and by the t ime 
news of the disaster reached 
Grand Rapids the relief t ra in 
was nearly ready to start. It 
came f rom a farm telephone, near 
where the wreck occurred. 

News of the wreck had been 
Hashed over the state and in 
Lowell, as e lsewhere, where d 
was known relat ives or acuaint-
ances were on one of the trains, 
there was great anxiety. Tele-
phone messages to Grand Rapids 
were of little avail because only 
a few of the dead had been iden-
tified. 

One of the messages reached 
Lowell, br inging the sad news of 
the death of Mrs. Giles, who had 
just started for Detroi t , intend-
ing to have a pleasant visit wi th 
a f r iend. 

Crop Report 

The area sown to w in ter wheal 
in Michigan this fall was 8U3.IH)U 
acres, o r 41.000 acres less than 
the ten-year average, although 
actual ly an increase of 15 per 
cent over the amount seeded the 
previous year. 

The condit ion of winter wheal 
fo r the country as a whole, re-
ported at 68.9 per cent of normal, 
is the poorest recorded dur ing 
the 70 years that the Federal 
c rop report ing service has beer, 
in existence. 

The area sown to rye this fall 
in Michigan was 207,000 acres, o r 
15 per cent less than the amount 
sown in the previous autum. A 
port ion of this acreage is intend-
ed only for pasture and plowing 
down, so that the amount to be 
ftarvested for grain wil l  be some-
.what less than th is figure.

A hint f rom the home demon-
strat ion agent, wheels f rom an 
old play wagon, one dol lar, and 
the handicra f t ability of her hus-
band were combined to save a 
housewife in Renona township, 
an unnecessary walk of 70 miles 
each year, according to a report 
received by Miss Edna V. Smith, 
state leader of home economics 
extension work of Michigan State 
College. 

This part icular ki tchen had 
been laid out without regard to 
distance between the variou> 
places where the k i tchen work 
had to be done. The serving of 
each meal required a number of 
j  tr ips back and for th as all the 
mater ia ls could not be carr ied at 
once. The washing of the d ishe. 
a f ter the meal and other neces-
sary work required many more 
trips. 

Fol lowing the suggestion of the 
home demonstrat ion agent, the 
housewife provided an inexpen-
sive service wagon, which she 
estimates saves her 300 steps each 
day in the washing of d ishes and 
250 steps daily in other kitchen 
work.
