"We feel th is reduct ion wil l 
not cause undue hardship up-
on any vil lage employee, and 
ask for your loyal cooperat ion 
in Ihe fu ture as you have given 
us in the past.

"Whereas, il  is absolulely 
impossible lo l lquidale them at 
the present value of commodit ies,

"Whereas, the electr ic rale 
now in affect was adopted dur-
ing a period when money was

"Whereas, the economic con-
dit ions in the village have reach-
ed a point where an emergenc>

Village Can't Pay Now 
•Some idea of the financial sit-

uation is brielly outl ined be low: 
Paving bonds of $1,000, due 

March 1, and interest of $270, un-
able lo pay; 

Interest of $20 on city hall 
bonds, past due and unable lo 
pay now ; 

April  nofe of $441.81 due on 
new engine purchase, unable to 
pay now, and another note of 
$441.81 wil l  soon fall due ; 

On June Isl hydro-electr ic 
bonds of $2,000, together with 
$1,425 interest, wil l  become due; 

This fal l and w in ter other 
bonds and interest aggregating 
several thousand dol lars will  fall 
due, lo say nothing of the near-
Ing matur i ty dale of still other 
bonds. 

The vil lage has about $5,000 
impounded in local banks. The 
village expects lo July 30 to be 
able lo pay all obl igat ions that 
are past due. This wil l  be made 
possible by summer taxes and 
plant earnings.

Saturday, May 27, Proclaimed 
As Annual Poppy Day in Lowell 

By Post Commander ) 
All  Wor ld War veterans of 

Lowell were urged to pay hon-
or to the i r fallen comrades by 
wear ing a memorial Poppy on 
Poppy Day, Saturday, May 27, 
in a message issued today by 
Bruce McQueen, Commander of 
Ihe Char les W. Clark Post of the 
American Legian. Conunander 
McQueen declared that the wear-
ing of the poppy is the individ-
ual way to show remembrance 
for Ihe wa r dead and devotion 
to the ideals for which they 
gave the i r lives. The message 
stated: 

"On Saturday, May 27, America 
will  pay its annual t r ibute to the 
men who gave the i r lives in de-
fense of the count ry in 1917 and 
1918 by wear ing the memorial 
poppy. I am sure that every 
World W a r veteran and all oth-
er patr iot ic ci t izens of Lowell 
will  wear this token of remem-
brance on that day. Wearing 
the poppy means that we have 
not forgotten ou r comrades who 
fell amid the poppies of France 
and that we are car ry ing on for 
America in their spir i t . 

"The poppies wi l l  be offered 
on the streets here by the wom-
en of Ihe American Legion Aux-
i l iary. our wives, mothers, sis-
ters and daughters. They have 
volunteered for th is work, giving 
their services without thought 
of personal gain. Disabled vet-
erans have made the poppies 
which they will  distr ibute, and 
the contr ibut ions they will  re-
ceive will  go ent i re ly to the re-
lief of needy veterans and vet-
erans ' famil ies.

Talk With India 
3 Minutes for $48 

Any Lowell i le want ing lo lalk 
with Gandhi, or anyone else in 
India may do so at Ihe rale of 
$10 a minute. 

Regular telephone communicii-
lion between the United States 
and India was establ ished Tues-
day through the cooperation of 
Ihe American Telephone & Tele-
graph Company and the Brit ish 
postoflice, it was announced by 
officials of the Michigan Bell 
Telephone Company. 

In addit ion lo United Slates 
telephones, Ihe service embraces 
those in Canada. Cuba and Mexi-
co. A three-minute conversa-
tion between Lowell or any point 
in Michigan and ei ther of those 
cit ies will  cost $48 with $10 for 
each addit ional minute. 

India, Ihe l i f ty-second country 
to be brought wi th in telephone 
reach of the United Stales, wil l 
be the third count ry of Asia to 
be included in Ihe network, con-
nections wi lh Siam and Pales-
t ine having a l ready been estab-
lished.

Steamboat Wrecked at Mouth 
of Flat River; Imbedded Bullet 

Recalls Tragedy of Long Ago 

President Roosevelt is gett ing 
wonder fu l support f rom Ihe peo-
ple of the United States, but he 
knows, as well as anybody else, 
that it won't last all the time. 

Years a f te r Ihe great bail ie 
between the Ot tawas and Ihe 
Pottowalomies, Daniel Marsac 
came into the Grand River Val-
ley. He located just south of 
Ihe Ottawa Village on Ihe east 
side of the Quabaqunsha See be 
(Flat River) and begin to t rade 
wilh the Indians. As lime went 
on more whi le men came into 
the beaut i ful valley and settled 
there. The little place of Fal-
lasburg was settled by a family 
or famil ies who gave il  its name. 
Lowell as a communi ty had not 
as yet been organized, a l though 
there were quite a few houses in 
Ihe sett lement. 

A sleamboal. made by Orson 
Peck of Grand Rapids—called 
the "John Almy"—had made a 
few tr ips up and down Grand 
r iver f rom Grand Rapids to 
Ionia; once even going as far as 
the present town of Lyons. This 
boat was later wrecked at the 
mouth of Flat r iver and as fa r as 
is known is still there. 

People f rom all par ts of Ihe 
country were now arr iv ing 
in the new coun t ry and along 
with them came a renegade In-
dian f rom some eastern tr ibe by 
the name of Negake. Th is In-
dian, as t ime went on, caused 
considerable t rouble for the 
whites. 

It was not s t range that Ihe 
story of Ihe pot of gold, bur ied 
by the Ottawa chief , should leak 
out among the incoming whi te 
people and not at all strange 
that the story was told and re-
told. 

Dur ing this l ime the Govern-
ment sent a number of surveyors 
into Michigan and whi le work ing 
around Lowell one nf these men 
was reported lo have found tin 
treasure. Several days af ter 
this rumor was first heard the 
surveyor was found murdered on 
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the r iver bank. It was suspect-
ed that the renegade Negake had 
committed the murder but no 
proof was establ ished and as 
Negake lived a round for many 
years a f te rwards without any 
display of wealth it is general ly 
thought that he could not have 
gotten Ihe t reasure. If the sur-
veyor had found the t reasure he 
must have secreted it again. 

11 wil l  be remembered by qu i te 
ii  few that just before the Cen-
tennial Celebrat ion that some 
boys found an old musket in Flat 
r iver al about the same place as 
Ihe murder of the surveyor. It 
was on display by Mr. Ashley at 
Ihe d rug store dur ing the Cen-
tennial . Old and rusted, wi lh 
the stock w o r n almost away by 
the act ion of Ihe sand and "wat-
er, it was an object of strange 
conjecture. 

Now, dur ing the cleaning up of 
the r iver bank in exactlv the 
same location, Mr. Ashley and 
his helpers, have made a start-
l ing discovery. Hooking on to 
an old root at the waters edge 
wi th a t ractor they pulled oul 
not a stump, bul a large tree that 
was completely buried on Ihe 
r iver bottom. It had undonbl-
edly lain there fo r many years. 
They hauled il  out on the bank 
and the next day they decided lo 
saw il  up for wood, and in saw-
ing found a musket ball imbedded 
in the tree. Musket and shot 
arc withoul a question of the 
same period and who can deny 
that Ihe bullet came from the old 
musket found on Ihe r iver bot-
lom. 

What strange tr icks are played 
by fa te? What strange coinci-
dence stir our imaginat ions? 

And the pot of Gold?
