Fishing Season 
On Inland Lakes 

Opens June 25 
Every Angler Over 18 Muat 

Have a License Under 
the New Lew 

The 1033 bass and blue gill 
fishing season opens June 'ioth 
on the inland lakes of Michigan-
ITiere are 98 named lakes in 
Kent county and many of them 
are noted for the sport and fish 
food which they supoly. To 
these should be added the Grand 
and Flat r ivers, as well as many 
trout streams, a dozen of which 
are in the vicinity of I^owell. 

Carry  Fishing License 
This year it will  be necessary 

for every angler to carry a fish-
ing license, not only for fishing 
trout but for fishing any species 
of fish in any of Michigan's in-
land lakes. However, no license 
is required to fish in the Great 
Lakes. 

The cost of a resident fishing 
license is SO cents, which is 
good for the balance of 1933. 
Wives can obtain fishing licenses 
without charge upon presenta-
tion of their husbands' licenses. 
Children under 19 may fish with-
out a license. 

Anglers who have purchased 
trout l icenses do not need to buy 
another license, since the trout 
licenses already issued permit all 
types of fishing. In order to 
qual i fy as n resident iMichigan 
angler, one must have lived in 
the State at least six consecutive 
months. The new law also fixes 
a non-resident anglers' fee of 
$2, which is reduced f rom the 
former charge of $4. 

OutsHte anglers' wives may 
obtain their l icenses for 50 cents, 
upon presentat ion of their hus-
bands' l icenses. A temporary 
non-resident fishing license, good 
for 10 days, costs *1, and the 
wife of a non-resident holding 
such a l icense also may obtain 
one for 50 cents.

Black Bass—Size limit. 10 

inches; catch not more than 5 in 
possession. 

Bluegills—Size limit, (i inches; 
catch not more than 25, includ-
ing other pan fish in possession. 

Perch—No size l imit; catch not 
more than 25, including other 
•an fish, excepting f rom Great 
-akes, where catch is unlimited. 

Northern Pike (Pickerel or 
grass pike)—^Size limit. 14 inch-
es; catch limit, 5 in possession. 

Sunfish—Size limit, fi  inches; 
catch l imit; not more than 25, 
including o ther pan fish. 

Calico, Rock, White and Spec-
kled Bass. Crappies—Kize limit, 7 
inches; catch limit, not more 
than 25. including other pan fish 

Mackinaw Trout—No minimum 
size, no catch limit. 

Trout. Brook. Brown and Rain-
bow—Size limit, 7 inches; catch 
limit, 15.

Pay 1932 Tax 
By June 30th 

Taxes for 1932 are not affected 
by the Moore-Holbeck bill  just 
passed by the legislation, accord-
ing to officials. This bill  pro-
vides that faxes for 1931 or prior 
years may be spread over a ten 
year period and paid in annual 
instal lments. 

However, this does not apply 
to taxes for 1932 which were due 
last w in ter . Those who still 
owe taxes of 1932 should make 
every effort to pay them not lat-
er than June 30 in order to save 
the penal ty charge and accunm 
lated interest. On July 1. the 
1932 taxes are controlled by the 
old law and a penalty charge of 

1 will  be added plus interest 
at the ra le of three fourths of 

• per month from March 1.1933. 
Thus 1932 taxes paid in July will 
be increased by 7%% whereas 
if  paid now. that amount will  be 
saved.

LoweD School On 
Accredited list 

The local Board of Education 
has been notified that the l<oweil 
(High School has been accredited 
by the North Central Associa-
tion of Colleges and Secondary 
Schools fo r the period ending 
April  19, 1934. Under the reg-
ulations of Ihe Association, no 
school is accredited for a period 
longer than one year. 

Before any school can be con-
sidered for accredit ing by the 
North Central Association, it 
must not only be on the highest 
list of schools approved and ac-
credited by Micnigan school 
authorit ies, but it must meet the 
high standards which the asso-
ciation maintains with respect 
to the school building and its 
equipment, the school l ibrary, 
laborator ies and instnict ional 
equipment and apparatus, school 
records, the requirements for 
graduat ion, instruction, spir i t , 
the training and preparat ion of 
teachers, athletic activities, and 
other details. 

Among the many advantages 
result ing f rom accredit ing is the 
fact that graduates of accredited 
high schools are privileged to en-
ter insti tut ions of higher educa-
tion within the 20 North Central 
States without entrance exam 
inations. 

Staggers Into Car, 
Dies From Injuries 

A man about 35 to 4(1 years of 
age. not yet identified, received 
injur ies as he staggered into a 
motor car while walking on the 
highway near Zeeland and died 
a few hours later in Blodgell hos-
pital where he was taken with-
out regaining consciousness.

John O. Clark Says 
Times Better in West 

John O. Clark, former well-
known Lowell man, arr ived Sat-
urday f rom Banning, Calif., 
where he has been making his 
home for Ihe past eleven years. 
Mr. Clark conducted a grocery 
store here previous to going to 
the west coast. 

"Business condit ions in the 
West are good," stated Mr. Clark. 
"Our banks remained closed only 
four days when Ihe bank holi-
day was declared and money is 
obtainable for various enter-
prises." 

Banning is located right on 
Ihe edge of the desert, about 90 
miles east of Ix)s Angeles, and is 
a headquarters for the tremen-
ikwis irr igation project which 
brings water from the Colorado 
river, a distance of 245 miles. 
The tunnel which carr ies the 
water is 22-ft. square and it is 
estimated wil l  take 75 per cent 
of the wa te r of Colorado river. 
The cost of this project will  be 
about 220 million dollars, which 
is a few million more than the 
cost of the Panama canal. The 
work on the acqueduct has been 
going on fo r 10 years and will 
take seven more years to com-
plete. Eleven thousand men 
are employed. It is said to be 
the greatest undertaking now 
going on in the world.
