the Acreage and Be Paid for It—Committee Named for Kent to 

Begin Work and Hold Meetings.

Kent County this fall and next 
spring if they will  assist the fed-
eral government in their plans 
for stabil izing the wheat market. 

Here is an opportuni ty to re-
duce the acreage of wheat and be 
paid for it. 

The wheat producer wil l  take 
the acreage and yields of his 
wheat for the crop years of 1!I30, 
m i and l<K)2. These will  be 
averaged. For 54% of his av-
erage c rop for these three years 
he will  be paid nol less than 
28c, nor more than 30c per bu-
shel. 54% of the wheat grown 
represents the amount consumed 
domestical ly. The 2g and 30 
cents wil l  come from the pro-
cessing tax that is being levied 
on all wheat that is being pro-
cessed or made into food. 

The average acreage is taken 
for the above three year period 
and nol to exceed 20% of this 
acreage is taken oul of cultiva-
tion. It hasn' t been definitely 
decided just what Ibis per cent 
will  be but it will  not exceed 
20'-;.

Filing Time 
On Sales Tax 

• Ends Aug. 15 
Within the next week all re-

tai lers must file with the slate 
board of tax administrat ion theii 
appl icat ions for l icense to sell, 
and the i r sales tax return for 
the month of July. Under the 
law these forms must be in the 
hands of the state board not lat-
er than midnight Tuesday, Aug-
ust 15. 

The appl icat ion blanks for li-
censes and the forms on which 
the sales tax reports are to be 
made are in the hands of F. F, 
Cooils, at the Coons clothing 
store and R. E. Springett , presi-
dent of the Lowell Board of 
Trade, who will  hand them oul 
on call to retai lers. They will 
n o t ' b e mailed to retai lers in 
Lowell o r any other town. 

In apply ing for a l icense the 
applicant must enclose one dol-
lar. and he must also send to the 
state board the amount due on 
gross receipts, minus exemptions, 
at the rate of three per cent.

Be sure 
they are correct . He will  be 
sent an application blank to fill 
oul on which he wil l  place these 
figures. These appl icat ions will 
be publ ished in the county news-
papers and also checked against 
threshers records. 

Star l ing the middle of the 
month a series of educal ional 
meetings wil l  be held in various 
parts of the county to discuss 
detai ls that can't be explained in 
this letter and to sign up appli-
cat ions. 

Watch for the letter with Ihe 
appl icat ion in it and dates, and 
the location of Ihe meeiing.

J. ISmith of liowell, and Fred 
Humeslon of Sparta are the men 
chosen in Kent county as mem-
bers of the organizat ion commit-
tee to begin the work of reduc-
ing the wheal acreage in this 
county as requested by 'Henry 
A. Wallace, secretary of agricul-
ture. 

This committee wil l  be charged 
with explaining lo Kent farmers 
and business men how Ihe plan 
will  work and how Ihe people of 
Ibis couniy will  benell l from its 
operat ion. 

The purpose of the wheal pro-
duct ion al lotment plan is lo in-
sure the farmer a price for his 
wheat which is equal in purchas-
ing power to that of the 1914 
wheat crop. This can be ob-
tained only by reducing the pro-
duct ion of wheat to a point that 
guarantees a generous supply 
for Ihe needs of Ihe people of Ihe 
United States but that does nol 
create an enormous oversupply 
lo demoral ize the domestic and 
the wor ld wheat markets. 

There is no danger of reducing 
Ihe supply of wheat below the 
amount needed for food and all 
other purposes. The United 
Stales now has a carryover of 
old wheat of 360,000,000 bushels. 
This mountain of wheat has ov-
erhung prospect ive rises in the 
market and avalanches from it 
have overwhelmed upward pr ice 
movements. 

An abnormal ly short crop in 
1033, a knowledge that the fed-
eral government is pledged to as-
sist wheal farmers, and public 
s|)eculation in wheal fu tures 
caused the recent gain in grain 
prices. A d rop of 30c a bu. in 
prices in two days f rom Ihe high 
point is ample tv idcncc of ihe 
panic that seizes speculators 
when they slop lo think what 
will  happen when the avalanche 
of unneeded wheat starts pouring 
into Ihe market. 

The Kent county commillee be-
lieves that every wheal grower is 
entit led to a stabil ized market for 
his produc i and thai all business 
men in this section will  benefit 
f rom the increased purchasing 

power that better prices will 
br ing to our farm people. 

The plan of the federal govern-
ment lo aid fa rmers does nol 
single them out for undue bene-
fits. Fa rmers have carr ied the 
burden of supplying Ihe nation's 
food dur ing a period when they 
saw their debts increasing with 
every crop year. A bountiful 
supply of every food sluff has 
moved into the nat ion 's market 
through years when mortgage 
foreclosures were ever present 
threats. 

Meetings will  be held in every 
wheat growing community in this 
county and at these meetings 
members of the organization 
commit tee wil l  explain what the 
government asks and how it 
promises to reward those who 
cooperate. Permanent load com-
mittees and a county association 
will  be chosen later by wheat 
growers to supervise the federal 
plan in Kent county.
