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FITZGERALD  MEANS BUSINESS 

SBCRETAKY of Stale FVank I). 
Fitzgerald set a precedent 
when hi- nnnounced immedi-

alely af ter election that he would 
resign f rom his present post and 
devote the rest of the year to the 
study of state affairs. 

In the state's h is tory one other 
secretary of stele has resigned for 
ent i rely different reasons. One 
secretary of slate has been re-
moved f rom office. Mr. Fitzgerald 
in tends to spend the remaining 
weeks of the year to the formula-
t ing of policies and plans to pre-
sent to the legislature in January . 

At Mr. Fitzgerald's request, Goiv. 
Wil l iam A. Comslock has an 
nounced that Deputy Secretary of 
State Clarke W. B rown wil l  be ap-
pointed secretary for the balance 
of the year. 

Mr. Fitzgerald wil l  assume the 
governship under condi t ions dif-
ferent f rom those faced by any 
incoming chief executive. Fou r 
of the seven members of the stale 
administrat ive board wil l  be of a 
di f ferent political fa i th. The slate 
senate, according to unofficial re-
ports, wi l l  be composed of 21 re-
publ icans and 11 democrats whi le 
t he house of representat ives wil l 
contain according to unofficial re-
por ts 50 republ icans and 50 dem-
ocrats—an unusual situation io 
sav the least. 

In announcing h is resignat ion, 
Mr. Fitzgerald declared that he 
expects the ent i re administrat ive 
board will  work in a harmonious 
manner . "The people of Michi-
gan," he said, "nave elected their 
s tate officials because they be-
lieve they wil l  receive good gov-
ernment f rom them. I know I 
speak for every member of the 
board in declaring that we wil l 
attempt to fol low the mandate of 
the voters in this regard." 

AUTOMOBILES  AND SAFETY 

WE UNDERSTAND that the 
makers of the 1935 auto-
mobiles wil l  put less stress 

on the speed of wh ich their cars 
a re capable and more on such saf-
e ty features as unshat terable 
glass. low center of gravity, re-
l iabi l i ty  of b rakes and ease of 
contro l , as well as economy in 
gas and oil consumption. It seems 
to us that they have gone about as 
f a r as necessary in the matter of 
speed. There are few, if any, cars 
now on the market that cannot be 
pushed up to 60 or more miles an 
hour . And fo r most dr ivers on 
most roads that is fas ter than con-
siderat ions of safety war ran t . 

There is a steadi ly growing 
number of fatal automobile acci-
dents, as the speed of cars in-
creases and the mileage of hard-
sur faced roads multipl ies. Most of 
these accidents are unnecessary. 
Leaving out of considerat ion the 
fools who try to dr ive a f te r they 
have had a few dr inks, there is an 
irresist ible temptat ion, par t icu-
lar ly to the young and reckless, to 
s tep on the gas when the road 
ahead seems clear, regardless of 
what may be approaching f r om 
the cross roads. 

ISome -bright fel low remarked 
that the weakest point of every 
c a r is " the nut that holds the 
steer ing wheel ." Even the most 
care fu l dr iver has to reckon wi th 
t he "nu t " who may be dr iv ing 
another car on the same road. 

As winter sets in the r isk of 
d r i v ing is increased. Careful 
analysis of some thousands of mo-
tor ing accidents shows that more 
of them occur between daylight 
and dark, in the twi l ight hours, 
than ei ther in broad daylight or 
a f te r dark. Headl ichts do l i t t le 
but confuse in the half-l ight iusl 
a f te r the sun has set. and the 
dr iver 's inst inct is not to rely on 
them. 

We think that the greatest room 
fo r improvement in automobi les 
is in this mat ter of headlights. The 
gen'ns who wi l l  discover n way t."» 
l ight one's own road without 
bl inding apprnnrh ing dr ivers has 
a for tune wai t ing for him to pick 
UP-

A NEGLECTED ISSUE 

NOW TWAT the long-range 
weather prophets have got 
into the movies, we may 

look for all the other k inds of 
soothsayers and c la i rvoyants to 
get their turn on the screen, as 
some of them a re already doing 
on the radio. 

We have no desire to disparage 
the scientific at ta inments of the 
professor whose explanat ion of 
why we make look fo rward to an 
even more severe w in ter than last 
has lately been featured in the 
news reels. Bui grant ing that he 
knows his onions, we beg leave to 
doubt the possibil i ty, as yet, of 
tel l ing this week what the weath-
e r wil l  be next week, beyond the 
-ordinary seasonal variat ions. 

The value of that sort of pre-
diction is that it gives people 
something interest ing to talk 
about, as the weather has a lways 
dnne from the beginning of t ime. 
And, unlike many other interest-
ing things that people are talking 
about in these days, discussion of 
the weather seldom stirs up seri-
ous controversy. Nobody tr ies lo 
organize a movement to make the 
weather di f ferent f rom what it 
may happen to be. We never 
heard of a candidate for office 
who promised that, if  he were 
elected, the weather would be ad-
iusted to suit everybody. We have 
heard candidates promise almost 
everything else, but weather is 
one—perhaps the only—impor-
tant matter which almost every-
body recognizes as beyond human 
control . 

Consider ing some of the foolish 
promises and predict ions thai 
were made in various parts of the 
country in the Congressional cam-
paign just ended, however, we 
wonder why the weather was so 
generally overlooked. If people 
are foolish enough to believe in 
the possibi l i ty of car ry ing out 
some of the wi ld projects which 
some candidates advocated, why 
shouldn't they be foolish enough 
to believe that a par t icu lar man 
or parly can do something about 
the weather? At least, somebody 
might promise that if elected he 
would ar range Jo have a gla?*? roof 
put over his home slate, or av 
least his own election distr ict . 

We commend that idea to poli-
t icians for an issue.

Seventeen lost their lives and 21 
wore in jured. 

S e v e n hunters died f rom 
wounds when a gun in their own 
hands accidently d ischarged; six 
met death f rom firearms in the 
hands of another person. Fou r 
other deaths are at tr ibuted to 
hunt ing accidents in which fire-
arms played no part . 

Of the 21 hunters who were se-
verely wounded in hunt ing acci-
dents, five faced the possibil ity of 
losing the i r eyesight in at least 
one eye, one had an arm shot off 
and another a finger.

Vil-
lage president J. A. Arehar l has 
hopes that a program that will 
cont inue the employment here 
may be worked out with the Be-
lief Administrat ion authori t ies. 

The work of rebui lding the east 
section of the new Main-sl. bridge, 
begun Ihree months ago, has been 
completed and the street is now 
open to traff ic the ent i re width, 
including the new sidewalks on 
each side. The improvement is a 
good one but it to be regretted 
that the na r row port ion of the 
sidewalk on the south side of the 
street was not made of greater 
width. Perhaps this needed im-
provement may be accomplished 
sometime in the not distant future. 

The new button factory is now 
doing business with fou r of the 
six machines in operat ion. These 
machines clean and polish the 
mussel shells, a f ter which Ihey 
are shipped lo Muscatine. Iowa, 
where they are manufactured into 
pearl buttons. 

The Village Council held a spe-
cial meet ing last Thursday for the 
purpose of considering the adop-
tion of an ord inance providing 
for a change in Ihe opening and 
closing hours in places where 
beer is sold. The meeting was 
attended by propr ietors of local 
restaurants, a representat ive of 
the stale l iquor control commis-
sion also being present. A tenta-
tive ord inance was presented 
which was ordered laid on the 
table as it is expected that state-
wide regulat ions will  soon be 
made, changing the opening and 
closing hours, same lo be uniform 
throughout the stale. 

Armistice Day was fittingly ob-
served in Lowell Monday, the 
day's activities commencing with 
Ihe big annual football game at 
Recreation Park between Grand-
ville and Lowell, in which Lowell 
was defeated 0-0. Stores were 
closed in the af ternoon from two 
to four o'clock in honor of the 
day.

Cannot Expect 
Aid From State 

City and county can look for 
no financial help f rom the stale 
to bolster the income they will 
derive under the 15 mills i imita-
tion. M. B. McPherson of Lowell, 
member of the state board of tax 
commissioners, advised the Kent 
county board of supervisors yes-
terday. 

"The money just won't be 
there," Mr. McPherson said. "Fitz-
gerald as well as Lacy, promised 
lo lake the salestax off foodstuffs 
and this will  lift  that source of 
supply, and the l iquor tax—which 
probably amounts lo only 83.(M)0.-
000—likely will  be used lo finance 
old-age pensions. 

"These are the two sources of 
revenue looked to chiefly by pro-
ponents of the 15 mills amend-
ment." 

The t a x commissioner pre-
dicted the old-age pension wil l 
remain on the books, but thai the 
head lax will  be repealed. 

He estimated the city will  re-
ceive 0 mills, the schools 5 and 
the balance of the county 4 un-
der the la-mi l ls al location. 

The most thorough reorganiza-
tion of state government in many 
years mav be undertaken w^en 
Frank D. Fitzgerald assumes office 
as governor. The governor-elect 
said Saturday he plans lo press 
for changes that would cut dend-
wood from the pay roll, consoli-
date and speed up departments he 
considers governmental drones, 
and place the responsibi l i ty f o r 
direct ing governmental activit ies 
in efficient, intell igent hands. He 
plans a comprehensive program 
of economy affecting all branches 
of the slate government. 

Add hoof worm lo the list of 
strange parasi tes that afflict deer. 
The infestation is unknown ;n 
Michigan, but it is reported quite 
prevalent in Minnesota. If the in-
festation is now present in this 
state, however, the Game Div 
ision is desirous of finding out. 
All  hunters p lanning to open the 
season on deer November 15 are 
asked lo report any evidence of 
swollen or lost hooves in the 
specimens thev have opportuni ty 
to examine. The worms, wh lca 
are thread-l ike and whi le, may 
even be seen. They sometimes 
reach a length of ten inches. Any 
hunter finding signs of the in-
festation should save the ent i re 

Ideer and the parasi te if found 
present and report the find lo t he 

.local conservation officer or di-
rectly to the Lansing office. The 
hoof worm produces a swell ing in 

ithe feet of the deer, occasional ly 
causinc the hoof to fall off. It does 
not in jure the meat of the animal 
so as to be unfit for eating. 

Buckskin moccasins and jack-
ets. reminiscent of pioneer Michi-
gan. are coming back into their 
own. If sportsmen respond lo the 
pleas of the Michigan Stale Emer-
gency Belief Administrat ion some-
where between 10.0011 and 15,000 
deer hides wil l  be converted lo 
buckskin clothes dur ing the com-
ing winter. Pink slips asking for 
the skins of their bucks an ' now 
being circulated through Michi-
gan's army of 85,000 prospect ive 
deer hunters by the Belief Admin-
istrat ion. The skins will  be ship-
ped to a tannery at Iron Mountain 
operated by members of a self-
help cooperat ive organizat ion. 
They will  be tanned and made in-
to moccasins, gloves, jackets and 
other art ic les of c lothing to be 
bartered and sold lo relieve the 
unemployed. Deer hunters are 
urged to turn their deer skins in 
to relief fo r the unemployed. They 
are asked lo take or send the skin 
to their county emergency relief 
administ rator . He wil l  send the 
skins lo the Iron Mountain tan-
nery. 

An unofficial canvass of the 
stale shows that all six amend-
ments voted upon at the last 
election were defeated.
