In the issue of The Ledger of July 4, announcement was 
made that tentative approv t l had been given to the application 
of the Village of Lowell fo r the construct ion of a new reser-
voir and also for the construct ion of 8,179 feet of new sewer 
in the southwest section of the villaice. 

Last Fr iday, word was received in Michigan f rom Wash-
ington that official approval had been given to the two pro-
jects above mentioned. The Lowell projects are among the 
very first of the Michigan projects to be approved. 

The two projects thus approved are estimated to cost 
$38,739. The Lowell projects are a part of the National Ad-
ministrat ion's public works fund alloted to Michigan, amount-
ing to 14,199,278 for 93 WPA projects in 17 counties. Kent 

County's al lotment is about $1,018,000 and Lowell is the only 
town in the county outside of Grand Rapids to have projects 
approved thus far . 

From information received by Village President J. A. 
Arehart , it is expected that the Lowell pro jects will  be Kotten 
underway in the very near fu ture. 

The amount to be expended for the new reservoir will 
be approximately $25,000 whi le the amount to be expended 
for sewers wil l  approximate S33.000. All  costs, with the ex-
ception of the engineering and the site for the reservoir , wil l 
be paid by the national government. 

It is estimated that the two projects wil l  furn ish employ-
ment to seventy men for about n ine and one-half months. All 
of the men employed wil l  be f rom the relief rol ls, f rom Low-
ell and vicinity.

Landmark and Social Center 
Of Sixty Years Ago Giving 
Away for Modern Type House 

The white mansion al the peak 
of McCarty's hil l, long a land-
mark and showplace in this com-
munity, is being razed unde r the 
direction of Fred Kenyon, who 
recently purchased the five acre 
proper ty f rom the Depositors' 
Corporat ion of the City State 
Bank. 

On the si te Mr. Kenyon plans 
to erect a modern eight-room 
residence. H e may later build a 
second, smaller dwel l ing on the 
estate. The barns wil l  be con-
verted into one-story garages by 
removing the haylofts. 

An interesting port ion of the 
history of Lowell centers around 
the edifice now being destroyed 
as the inevitable consequence of 
passing years. 

The house was constructed in 
the ear ly 70 's by Hen rv M. Clark, 
and the bui lder 's initial " C may 
still be observed in the porch 
brackets. Mr. Clark was cashier 
of the inst i tut ion which preceded 
the Lowell State Bank. 

It was the finest residential 
estate in the communi ty . The 
hi l l top site commands a view of 
the ent ire Grand River valley. 
On the slope at the rear Mr. 
Clark planted a vineyard of Con-
cord grapes, l l i e magnificient 
sweep <tf f ron t lawn was skirted 
by a stai d of pine trees. Lilacs, 
t rumpet vines, and other orna-
mental plants grew in profusion. 
The late Cassius L. Burnett was 
caretaker of the estote for a num-
ber of summers. 

The huge, rambl ing house was 
surrounded by porches. It boast-
ed an enormous front par lor, and 
a circular staircase leading to a 
third-story skylight. There were 
two barns with a basement well 
110 feet deep. 

In its heyday the residence was 
lavishly furnished. The dove 

cotes housed scores of pigeons. 
The barns were given over to 
carr iage and saddle horses, and a 
pack of hunt ing dogs. 

Mr. Clark enterta ined royally, 
str inging the yards with a maze 
of Japanese lanterns and opening 
his doors to large part ies of 
guests. 

When his bank failed as an af-
termath of the panic of 1873, Mr. 
Clark surrendered all his posses-
sions, including h is waloh, and 
died later in a contagious hos-
pital in straitened financial cir-
cumstances. 

In 188(1 the house was pur-
chased by Charles McCarty for the 
Nathan L McCarty estate. It 
was occupied by the widow and 
fami ly of Nathan L. McCarty un-
til  about twenty years ago. Dr. 
G. G. Towsley sold the residence 
to George McGee. It has been 
occupied i rregular ly dur ing the 
past "fifteen years, and has been 
al lowed to deter iorate badly, al-
though Mr. Kenyon states the old 
house might have been repaired, 
if  its size and type were not un-
desirable for present day needs. 

As the dismantl ing progressed, 
workers discovered the l imestone 
filled studding of a house, 18 by 
24 feet, which was apparent ly the 
original s t ructure built by the gov-
ernment patentee, who was nam-
ed Fitzgerald. The house bore evi-
dence of having been extensively 
altered and rchui l t fou r o r five 
t imes. One room had three 
iloors, superimposed upon each 
other. Concealed in a part i t ion 
were several photo port ra i ts , the 
subjects of which could not be 
identif ied. 

The present owner , Mr. Ken-
yon, is well known as a mil ler 
and a student of bee cul ture, as 
well as for his benefact ions to the 
Lowell Church of the Nazarene.

New Fire Engine 
Good Perionner 

The new lire apparatus was de-
l ivered in Lowell last Sunday. 
The fire truck is a Reo equipped 
with a centr i fugal pump made by 
Seagrave Fire Engine Co. of Col-
umbus, Ohio. The truck is equip-
ped for lighting rural fires eltecl-
ively by chemicals or by pumping 
wate r f rom wells o r ponds. 

On Monday evening the local 
firemen turned oul for instruc-
t ions in using the new pumper . 
With a hose drojiped in the r iver, 
the engine pumped fiOO gal lons a 
minute and th rew a stream of 
water 150 feet wi th ease. Con-
nect ions permit the use of three 
hose f rom Ihe engine. In Colum-
bus the engine passed the under-
wr i te rs tests in which the en-
gine was required to pump wate r 
for 12 hours steadily. 

Paul Kellogg, local fire chief, 
repor ts the engine is very satis-
fac tory and should enable the 
Lowell Fire Department to save 
much property in the township as 
well as insure the safety of vil-
lage property. Members of the 
depart inent also voiced the opin-
ion that working with this equip-
ment the saving of proper ty could 
be done much more efficiently. 

The old engine will  be kept as 
an addit ional protect ion and to 
be on hand when the pumper is 
out on country calls. The new 
pumper and truck will  be owned 
jointly by Lowell village and 
township.

He returned to his 
fa ther 's farm, and the next year 
he marr ied Miss Marietta An-
drews. They were together 62 
years. Mrs. Sayles passing away 
in 11)28. Three daughters were 
born to them: Ada (Mil ler). 
Phoebe (the late Mrs. George 
Sever) ') , and Elva (P inkney) . 

Fo r many years Mr. Sayles 
farmed. One period of six years 
he worked in a shingle mill  al 
Cedar Springs. In li)4)2 he mov-
ed into l^owell and bought the 
red brick home on Peck's Hill. 
The next five years Mr. Sayles 
was village marshal l . 

Mr. Sayles* recipe for a long 
life was "a clean conscience." In 
addit ion to that he was known 
as a man of abstemious habi ts 
and clean living. 

Surviv ing are the two daugh-
ters. a sister, Mrs. Bertha Whi le 
of l » w e l l ; two brothers, F rank 
Sayles of Hastings ami Montie 
Sayles of Grand Rapids: several 
grandchi ldren and great grand-
chi ldren.
