Whi le w e are giving of ou r 
bounty to youth and old age we 
have neglected to set for th a pro-
g ram that wi l l  ent i t le them to 
the i r p lace in the sun.

EPIDEMIC HERE 
County Health Officer 

Advises Public 

A mi ld epidemic of measles 
broke out in the commun i t y a 
l i tt le over a week ago and nt 
the present t ime it is est imated 
that there a re r ight a round 50 
cases in all in about 30 homes of 
the vi l lage and sur round ing ter-
r i tory . 

T h e ma jor i t y of the cases a re 
among the k indergar ten and 
g rade pupi ls w i th a few cases 
among the older s tudents of the 
high school . Th is (Thu rsdav ) 
morn ing the number of absent 
pupi ls totaled 135, many of th is 
number being absent , no doubt , 
because of hav ing been exposen 
to the disease. 

County heal th off icer. Dr. J . I). 
Brook, was notif ied and this olll-
cial w a s in Lowel l Monday, can-
vassing the s i tuat ion. He also 
addressed the teachers, advis ing 
them as to methods to be fo l low-
ed to aid in prevent ing spread of 
Ihe disease. 

Dr. Brook cal led at the Ledger 
office Monday and submit ted the 
fo l lowing fo r the in fo rmat ion and 
orotect ion of the publ ic. Dr.

NOT A NEW THING 

WE OF TH IS generat ion 
speak of Norman Thomas 
and h is idea  ̂ of social ism 

as if it w e r e someth ing compara -
t ively n e w in this count ry . A 
cen tu ry ago Rober t Owen came 
over f r o m Scot land to p reach its 
tenents and Social ism becamc an 
object of intense nat ionwide dis-
cuss ion. Even wise old Horace 
Greeley jo ined the movement , 
and they s ta r ted social ist ic col-
onies and communi t ies all over

" I t  is too dangerous to be con-
s idered in that light because 
deaths f rom compl icat ions a r c 
not i n f requen t . 

"Measles is f requent lv cons id-
ered by pa ren ts to he ' just 
nieasles' and o f ten no phys ic ian 
is cal led. That of course is the i r 
responsibi l i ty but it does not re-
l ieve them of the i r duty u n d e r 
the law to report the case. When 
no phys ic ian is employed, pa r -
ents a r c required to repor t the 
case w i th in twen ty - fou r hours . 
Fa i lu re to do so is pun ishab le bv 
fine or impr isonment . The repor t

The theory of the 
dole is that it wi l l  be paid on ly to 
those w h o a r c in need, -and i t is 
des igned to prov ide l i t t le beyond 
the necessi t ies of l i fe. 

The Townscnd P lan on the 
o ther hand would d is t r ibu te the 
taxpayers ' money to p rov ide not 
only a l iv ing f o r the benef lcar ies. 
but such luxur ies as t rave l , and 
the thea t re as wel l . T h e f u n d s 
are not to be d is t r ibuted on the 
bas is of need. No one is to re-
ceive a Townsend pension w h o 
is not s ixty years of age, bu t 
w i t h i n th is g roup pens ions a re 
to be handed out ind iscr iminate ly 
w h e t h e r the recip ient needs the 
money or not, so long as he or 
she does not work .

Sinking Fund Grows 

During Year 

The annual f inancial s ta tement 
fo r the vi l lage of Lowell fo r Ihe 
fiscal year ending Jan . 31. 193i5. 
wi l l  be found on page seven of 
this issue. T h e repor t , p repa red 
by Clerk O. J. Brezina. s h o w s 
that Ihe munic ipal i ty is in a fav -
o rab le mone ta r y posi t ion. A few 
of the salient facts revealed a re 
as fo l l ows : 

Beducl ion in l iabi l i t ies on bond 
payments totaled $11,000, of 
wh ich $1,000 W a s on pav ing 
bonds, and *10.000 on the hyd ro -
electr ic dam bonds. Dur ing t he 
year $4,303.84 was app l ied to-
ward payment f o r Ihe Fa i rbanks -
Morse deisel engine. 

Permanent improvements in-
c luded $4,657.10 on Ihe munic ipa l 
light and p o w e r company, con-
sist ing of seventeen i tems and 
$4,220.10 on the \Valer works sys-
tem. compr is ing a new reservo i r , 
land, a new road, and p u m p in-
stal lat ion. Cash on hand tota ls 
$2.728.60| and the cash ba lance in 
the s inking f und for Ihe re t i re -
ments of bonds. $10,500.
