of scrap Iron and ccrap steel to 
any nation outside this hemi-
sphere except Grea t Br i tain, to 
become effect ive October 18. The 
embargo should have been Issued 
three years ago. J a p a n has bought 
millions of torn of war mater ia ls in 
this country for use In her unde-
clared war on China and these 
same war mater ia ls have been used 
to kill  tens of thousands of Chinese. 

As a mat ter of fact, Japan haa 
been against the United States in 
everyth ing except actual wa r fa re 
and she Is now our avowed enemy 
as the result of the all iance signed 
early last Fr iday morn ing between 
Germany, I taly and Japan . 

The United S ta tes Is still sh ipp ing 
great quant i t ies or aviation gaso-
line to Japan. If the iPresldent 
knows the Amer ican people and 
their wishes In this mat ter , he will 
also put a stop to that and should 
do so without f u r t h e r delay. 

The dictator nat ions are agalnet 
us and would destroy every repub-
lic in this hemisphere. Liberty has 
been secured at so much sacr i f ice 
that we must never fal l to preserve 
it and to that end our war mater ia ls 
should not be al lowed to reach any 
nat ion not f r iendly to us.

T ^ H E AMERICAN Legion conven-
t lon a t Boston, as a t all i ts pre-

vious meetings. Issued s t rong pleas 
for nat ional defense, and for a 
patr iot ic and Amer ican spir i t . The 
legion this year has witneseed a 
grea t vindication of Its principles. 
It has been cal l ing for years fo r 
adequate nat ional defenee, bu t Its 
appeals did not meet with the re-
sponse that could have been hoped. 

The American people for years 
t/ere asleep. The) thought it impos-
sible tha t any foreign power could 
tend an armed force across e i ther 
of our two wide oceans. 

The sudden fall of France, which 
went to pieces l ike a r ickety build-
ing under a tornado, put a sudden 
end to this d reamy sleep. It a t once 
dawned on our people t ha t If 
Br i ta in went the same way, the 
United States would be In a terr ib le 
hole. So our people have r isen al-
most with one voice, and demand-
ed a great new equipment to meet 
this threat . If they had taken the 
advice of the Amer ican Legion a t 
an earl ier date, they could have 
saved themselves anxiety, danger , 
and provided the defense at lew 
cost. 

HEROES OF T H E GRIDIRON 

'DASEBALL la called the nat ional 
game. But when the footbal l 

begins to thud over the gr id i ron 
field, and the g rands tands a re fi l led 
with yelling rooters, and the color-
ful gir ls wave the i r school and col-
lege f lags wi th ecstacy, It seems to 
take the good old game of footbal l 
to real ly et lr the American hear t 
to Its depths. 

Many parents dislike to see the i r 
boys go Into football, fear ing they 
may get physical Injur ies. T h e 
game does produce certain assets 
In the development of character , so 
tha t educat ional authoHt les usual-
ly call It a valuable a d j u n c t of 
school life. They are not general ly 
inclined to exclude It f rom the list 
cf their sports. 

I t takes a certain amoun t of 
physical courage to go Into tha t 
rough and tumble. If a boy Is t imid 
about meet ing the harder bodily 
s t ra in  ̂ football Is likely to do him 
good. He thereby learns t ha t it Is 
not the most terr ible th ing to su f -
fe r physical s t ra in , even If h e does 
get a twisted l igament or possibly a 
broken bone In some melee. His 
power to do di f f icul t th ings has 
been Increased.* The vigorous body 
produced In th is s t renuous sport 
will  help ca r ry the heavy loads of 
matu re life. 

The boy who can go th rough the 
footbal l scr immage and come out 
with calm self control and mar te ry 
o f , h i s own temper , has acquired a 
poise tha t will  help h im in the 
s t ruggles of l i fe. If he can stil l be 
a gent leman when he comes up 
against players who are not so well 
controlled, he has learned a lesson 
of how to bat t le with the con t ra ry 
ways of a rough world. 

What would these boys do if they 
didn' t play footbal l? Some boys 
who don't play the game are In 
greater danger of moral wrenchlngs 
than the gr idiron men a re f rom 
physical s t ra ins . Anyway, the foot-
ball boys have plehty to occupy 
the i r minds. The tempta t ion to 
wander into forbidden pa ths is 
s l i gh t 
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Draft  Problems 
Must Be Solved 
By Local Boards 

Answers to Questions in 
Minds of All  From 

21 to 35, Inc. 
I 

The tough nuts of the d r a f t will! 
have to be cracked by the local; 
boards. Before them is the vast ex-1 
perlence of the World War , a re-| 
vised system and a series of broad 
regulat ions laid down by the Pres-
ident. 

The law was purposely wri t ten 
to leave the ticklish decisions to the 
local board, or. If a quest ion gsts 
too nat ional In charac ter fo r a local 
board to handle, to the President. 

Here are a few tough quest ions 
and answers, but remember the 
answers can' t be f inal. I t all de-
pends on the local board. 

Q. (By a br ide)—We wore mar-
ried a f t e r the d ra f t law passed. 
Planned It for six months. I work. 
Will  my husband have to go? 

A.—You're a borderl ine case, but 
of f-hand the answer Is "probably 
no." Your local board probably will 
have plenty of single men to fill  up 
calls unt i l well into next year . Your 
husband will  probably be dsferred 
temporar i ly a t least. 

Q. (By the same br ide)—But 
what If th ings get worse and con-
gress decides to d r a f t a lot more 
men? 

A.—In nat ional d ra f t headquar-
ters It'll  soon be known how many 
more than usual young people got 
marr ied Just as the d r a f t law pass-
ed. In the World war 30,000 evaded 
the f i rs t d r a f t tha t way until a 
special regulat ion was devised to 
br ing some of them Into the service. 

If  necessary the Pres ident could' 
Issue a regulat ion this t ime too, 
calling on Iqcal d r a f t boards to re-
vise their deferred llsU. It could 
say, fo r Instance, that all eligible 
men, marr ied to self-support ing 
wlver, say a f t e r September 3, should 
be brought In f o r re-examlnatlon 
provided there were no chi ldren on 
the way. Or someth ing similar. 

On re-examlnatlon, the local 
board could call up those men 
whose service would cause the 
least hardship , consider ing all the 
circumstances, but the genoral rule 
woul, dbe to defer marr ied men 
whether there are chi ldren or not. 

Q. (By the same young lady) — 
But we didn't mar r y to evade the 
d ra f t . We planned It six months 
ahead. 

A.—You must have evidence of 
that . Your f r iends gave you show-
ers. The press reported the engage-
ment, or eome church record may 
be cited. The local board could take 
these fac ts into considerat ion. 

Q. (By a young man)—I 'm 25, 
healthy, single, ready to serve, but 
I 'm work ing a t a t rade hard to re-
place. My employer wants me to 
ask for deferment . W h a t shall I do? 

A.—If  you feel you must, go 
ahead. But everybody connected 
with tha t d ra f t had ra ther see you 
th ink of your employer 's claim on 
you and Join you in a claim for de-
fe rment . The regulat ions and the 
law recognise that some occupa-
t ions may Just i fy deferment . 

Your local board will  be advised 
tha t certain occupat ions come under 
thls heading. Wi th the advice of an 
a rmy industr ial adviser. It may 
rule tha t you can be deferred, sub-
ject to call any t ime within s ix 
months If necessary. Or they may 
defer you for six months, giving 
your employer t ha t long to replace 
you, then call you up.

Wha t say the youth to th is cal l f o r 
service? 

There are some who say t ha t war 
is wrong and insane, and they re-
s ist s t renuously the idea f h a t they 
may have to take par t in I t But 
the number tak ing th is v iew la not 
probably very large. Most of t h e m 
will  say t ha t whi le they do no t th ink 
any a rmy of youth should be aent to 
Europe aga in , they real ise t h a t the 
young m e n of America have to be 
prepared to dsfend their count ry 
against t y ran ts who are rampag ing 
over Europe and Asia w i th the i r 
hell of f i re. I t is realised ra the r 
general ly t ha t if those d ic ta tora 
win the mas te ry of Europe they are 
not going to be sat isf ied to stop 
there, unless they have reaaon to 
fear defeat If they venture fa r ther . 

They will  not probably venture 
far ther , if  they f ind tha t the power 
of America is determined to oppose 
them wi th al l the force it possesea. 
So the youth of America do not 
encounter any very serious physical 
r isks In learn ing to defend the 
country. T h e gains in heal th and 
discipline t hey will  make outweigh 
the hazard of the soldier's r isks. 

Wha t probably worr ies them 
most is t he Idea of in ter rupt ing 
their p lans and work for t he fu ture. 
Employers will  do the i r u tmost to 
give these men their old Jobs back 
when they re turn . The men will  be 
more competent and uaefu l a f te r 
th is experience. I t may seem hard 
for a young man to give u p a year 
of his t ime in th is way, bu t he Is 
going to ga t many benef i ta out of 
thess new experiences.
