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BRAINS WILL  WIN THE WAR 

f p H E R E SEEMS a somewhat gen-
eral opinion that so far the 

nations opposed to Germany have 
not manifested a strategy equal to 
what the Germans have displayed. 
The Nazi plans or equipment or 
both have produced more victories. 
That does not moan that the Ger-
man bralne are better than the 
British or French or American. In 
science and Industry and literature, 
the Germans have not shown them-
selves particularly superior. 

The trouble Is that the German 
leaders were for years concentra-
ting their thought on war. They 
studied war, planned for war, and 
reviewed the history of former 
wars. They worked untiringly to 
produce better war materials, and 
they practiced war maneuvers 
more persistently. 

During these years  ̂England and 
France did not take war so serious-
ly. The French built a great line oi 
fortifications and thought they 
were safe behind It. The British 
thought they were safe on their 
Island. Our country during these 
years paid little 'attention to war. 
I t thought we were secure behind 
our wide oceans. 

When war broke loose, the Ger-
mans were In the position of pro-
fessional who had been devoting 
their lives to study and practice af 
a game, while the opposing nations 
were more like amateurs who mere-
ly played ".he game at odd times. 
Naturally the amateurs have had to 
take many defeats. 

Britain and France and the 
United States have had plenty of 
very able military leaders. They are 
not to blame for defeats. Their 
home countries did not back them 
up In military preparation, and give 
the armed forces a chance to de-
velop power equal to what their fu-
ture enemies were getting. 

The American people have not so 
far been worsted In any competition 
where they really tried to win. They 
won't be this time, though it may 
take months or years to catch up 
with those who have been practic-
ing war so long. 

ANOTHER STORY 

J ^ A N Y STORIES have reached us 
of various Incidents occurlng 

during battles being fought by our 
men over seas. All  are Interesting 
and denote the sort of matter-of-
fact courageousness of our fighters. 
Their taek Is to do a big Job as 
quickly and efficiently as possible 
They are making their efforts felt 
In the right quarters. Some of the 
tales we hear of their calm .inder 
unpleasant and dangerous situa-
tions are examples of the mstal of 
the men engaged In war. 

Take the story that la current 
which took place during the sink-
ing of the Lexington. While the 
ship was being fired upon, explos-
ions to right and left, boat rocking 
as It was destined for sinking, fire 
from bombs getting sections of It, 
the boys who were freed from duty 
by the 'relief crowded the ship's 
store for Ice cream cones and ac-
tually ate Ice cream from their hel-
mets as they slid down the ropes 
Into the sea. Cool and calm and 
making the best of the great Ices 
and a horrible defeat but not cold 
and Irreflponslble. Doing all they 
could while they could do it and 
keeping their heads when what 
they did was not enough to stop 
their ship for going down under. 
All  hands were busy when needed, 
theiv was no doubt of that. This 
story told of the boys on the Lex-
ington has something about it that 
is so purely Indicative of the Ameri-
can boyhood, the bravery under 
fire, the level-headed men with 
the undaunted spirit of youth. It 
should appeal to Lowell readers.

Recreational F a c i l i t i e s 
Very Important 

The Ledger Is In receipt of an 
Interesting letter for Pvt. John Lal-
ley who Is In the athletic and rec-
reation department at Jefferson 
Barracks, Mo. John Is the son 
of Mrs. Elizabeth Lalley and Is a 
well-known Lowell boy. The letter 
follows: 

I am taking the opportunity of 
writing to you and your readers 
about a phase of Army life which I 
believe may be Interesting to those 
who have men In the service of the 
U. S. Army. In all commands of the 
Air  Force there are Special Service 
Agencies set up to enlarge upon 
the recreational, physical fitness 
and general welfare activities for 
all units Including squadrons. The 
efforts of this agency Is directed 
toward Improving the physical con-
ditions of all officers and enlisted 
men, and toward building up of 
morale and "esprit de corps" of 
the Air Force units. 

The functions of this agency In-
cludes the promotion o£ athletic 
contests, each squadron being 
equipped for such activities as soft-
ball, baseball, volleyball, badmin-
ton, tennis, soccor, goal hi and 
plngpong; the procurement of the 
very latest motion pictures; the 
availability of libraries located In 
dayrooms with books ranging In 
Interest from light fiction to Im-
portant technical subjects; the 
stimulation of recreational oppor-
tunities In nearby cities. Music is 
recognized as an Important ele-
ment In morale, with swing hands, 
pit bands and regimental bands fur-
nishing music for every phabe of 
army life. Here at Jefferson Bar-
racks, as is characteristic of all 
reception centers, they are placing 
great emphasis upon the participa-
tion of all men In some form of 
entertainment or recreation In 
which they are the most Interested. 
I have observed In my working 
with the Athletic & Recreation de-
partment that the most popular en-
tertainment are the convoys which 
take the men Into St. Louis for the 
home games oi the Cardinals and 
Browns, the dances sponsored by 
the U. S. O., T. M. C. A , American 
Legion, K of C and other civilian 
organizations; and the swimming 
parties at nearby beaches and pools. 
These convoys offer men an op-
portunity to get off the Post In 
tbelr leisure hours. 

Detachments 'saving for overseas 
duty are provided with a combina-
tion radio-phonograph, complete 
athletic kits and sports equipment. 
Under present war conditions, the 
Red Cross la the only non-military 
organization permitted In the com-
bat zone, thus the functions former-
ly carried on by the Salvation 
Army, the Y. M. C. A. and the K. 
of C. are now assumed by Special 
Service. 

General George C. Marshall re-
cently said, "Napoleon evaluated 
morale over material as three to 
one. I believe that recent ex-
periences indicate the odds being 
nearer five to one." It is on the 
belief that all work and no play 
may cause the breakdown of the 
most highly trained army, that the 
Special Service Agency has been 
so popular among officers and men

The agriculture department has 

forecast this year's corn crop at 
2,627,823,000 bushels and reported 
the Indicated production of all 
wheat, winter and spring combined, 
was 904,288,000 bushels. 

Corn production last year totaled 
2,672,541,000 bushels, while the 1930-
39 tea-year average production was 
2.307,452,000 bushels. 

The wheat crop was forecast a 
month ago at 868,059,000 bushels. 
Production ws 945,937,000 bushels 
last year, and the ten-year average 
proauctlon was 747,507,000 Oushels. 

The oats crop was forecast at 
1,303,114,000 bushels, compared with 
1,252,380.000 a month ago, 1,176,107,-
000 last year, and 1,007,141,000, the 
ten-year average. 

The potato crop this year ^ 
forecast at 369,825,000 bushels, com-
pared with 357,783,000 last year, and 
370,045,000, the ten-year average.

Can Withont Sugar? Grandmother Did It 
Declares Home Ec. Professor at M. S. C. 

Grandmother canned her 
without sugar. So cab we. Miss 
Ruth Griswold, Homo Economics 
professor at Michigan State College 
assures. 

After all, says Miss Griswold, it 
is not the sugar that preserves the 
fruit. It Is sterilization that makes 
It keep for winter use. Although 
the present outlook for an ample 
supply of sugar Is brighter than It 
was a few weeks ago. Miss Gris-
wold advises housewives if they 
wish to be on the safe side, they 
may can their fruit sugarless. 

Crushed or sliced fruit can be 

fruit)heated in a double boiler to draw 
out the Juice, then packed In Jars 
and processed as usual. Juicy fruits, 
such as berries and cherries may be 
canned in their own Juice. The juice 
is prepared by crushing, heating 
and straining the ripe fruit. 

When canning fruits that are not 
Juicy, such as peaches, pears and 
apples. Just enough water ohould 
be used to cover the fruit. 

Where sugar Is available In only 
small amounts, a light syrup may 
be made, to use instead of the 
water. In any case, says Miss Gris 
wold, the process is the same.

3. Don't let fats stand so long 
they become rancid. If they do, the 
glycerine content Is reduced. 

4. Don't take your fats to the 
meat dealer on Saturday. Help him 
by returning them early im the week.
