Watch For Raccoon 

With Ear Taf (360 
There's a 15 ft pound female rac-

coon wearing ear tag No. 6360 that 
hunters might very well spare If 
they catch her in the season be-
ginning November 1. She is eight 
and a half years old, the oldest lin-
ing wild 'coon1 of which the con-
servation department has a record. 

No. 6880 was trapped, tagged and 
'leased in 1940 when she was a 

year old, according to Fred Stuewer, 
manager of Swan Creek wildlife ex-
periment station. Catching her this 
fall will  not be easy, as she has been 
smart enough to elude hunters' 
dogs and avoid trappers' sets 
through eight seasons, and has been 
taken only twice, in 1940 and this 
fall, in the livetraps game men use 
for pre-season censusing.
