OB Stori fe of Deer 

The successful deer huntet-, re-
turning with his kill,  aa the bow-
and-arrow hunter has been doing, 
will  be thinking of locker plants 
In which to store his game. Miles 
A Nelson, Chief of the Bureau of 
Marketing and Enforcement, Mich-
igan Department of Agriculture, 
advises that under the provisions 
of the State Locker Plknt Regu-
lations, "the storage of hides and 
skins is prohibited unless separate 
storage rooms with no open pas-
sages leading into the locker room, 
chill room, aging room "or sharp 
freeze room are provided for this 
purpose." 

Briefly, deer with hides or skins 
on, constitute "Hides" or "Skins" 
aa referred to in the Regulation, 
and must be stored In a separate 
room from othar meats or food 
products at Food Locker Plants.
