Shown In Pictures 

Sponsored By PTA 
A very comprehensive illustrated 

talk of particular Interest to hunt-
ers. farmers and nature lovers 
dealing with Michigan game ani-
mals and birds waa given by Dr. 
Frederick Stuewer, game biologist 
of the Michigan Conservation de-
partment last Wednesday evening. 
May 18, at the Lowell PTA meet-
ing held in the school gymnasium. 

Dr. Stuewer In his inductory talk 
spoke of the duties and the admin-
istrative set-up of tho Conservation 
department. How the duties have 
been increased from fire fighting 
and game warden work to the 
study and control of disease to 
perpetuate Michigan game and 
forest land. Also, of proposed leg-
islation to protect the animals and 
vegetation based on their studies 
and findings. 
Swan Creek Exparlmental Station 

Slides were shown of the Swan 
Creek (Wild Life Experimental 
Station in Allegan County on the 
Kalamazoo river. This station of 
20 acres was waste land which 
has been reclaimed and planted to 
simulate the natural habitat of 
animals of lower Michigan. It is 
a control station to study the hab-
its and diseases of the animals, 
birda plants and trees that thrive 
In Michigan. 

The colored slides included 
studies of game animals, game 
birds, song birds, predatory birds 
and native wild flowers in their 
natural settings.
