I know thousand ways of getting 
Into trouble, but am a novice In 
getting out. 

Among the services which are 
too often taken for granted bv 
moel of us are those rendered Jy 
the School Safety Patrol c o m r ^ e d 
of school boys and girls who pro-
tect the youngsters at the s t r i c t 
crossings while passing to and 
f rom school. 

In the Lowell schools the Safety 
P t t ro l Is a project of the eighth 
grade. This year a group 'of 88 
boys and girls are being trained in 
the problems of safety and these 
young people wearing the Sam 
Browne belts spend approximately 

1190 hours a year, a t their various 
posts which they have been selec-
ted to guard, In the present year 
some of the n inth -graders are 
helping to fill  out the number 
required for the i>atrol. 

There are nine crossings, Includ-
ing alleys and a park ing lot, which 
are points of danger and require a 
vigilant patrolman four times each 
day to make the crossings safe for 
the younger students. 

Besides the nine patrol officers 
there Is a l ieutenant who checks 
each poet to be sure there Is no 

tardiness or absences to spoil the 
honor days. Only the 100% vig-
ilance proficiency days constitute 
honor days. 

Lessons In responsibility, t raf f ic 
rules, promptness, courtesy and 
training In duties to ot' iers is 
taught to these patrohnen, who In 
turn teach the younger pupils to 
stop, look and listen, and to do 
their part In winning a rocord for 
safety. 

Mrs. Berenice Smith who is in 
charge of the project save they 
have enjoyed the absolute cooper-

ation of the merchants ana towns-
people of Lowell as well as the lo-
cal police department. The ac-
complishments of the organization 
have been many. Including new 
parking ordinances near the 
school grounds, orange lines to 
guide t raf f ic and parking which 
make the Safety PatrolerV job 
much simpler than when they had 
to walk out In the street before 
they were able to see whether cars 
were coming f rom either way. 

The AAA  of Michigan has en-
couraged the movement and has 

provided poncho rain capes and 
helmets and Sam Browne belts 
and badges for each member of the 
patrol squad, and a plaque fur the 
school room when there has been 
the required number of honor 
days. 

The Child Study Club sponsors a 
picnic for the group each year at 
Fal lasburg Park and is assisted by 
the American Legion Auxiliary, Ro-
tary Club and PTA. 

There have been no accidenta 
since the organisation of Lowell 
School Safety Patrol.

As the result of the widespread 
disclosures that the R. F. C. loans 
are affected by "favorit ism and in-
fluence" there will  be change* 
made In the Reconstruction Fin-
ance Corporation—in fact, it might 
be abolished by Congress. Tha 
Hoover Commission Task Foroa 
that Investigated R. F. C. recom-
mended that it be laid to r e s t I t 
did, however, recommend tha t R . 
F. C. be t ransferred to the Treas-
ury Department and that certain 
safeguards Le enacted by Congreao 
to tighten up loan policies. 

Instead of following the Hoover 
Commission recommendations l a 
reference to R. F. C.. President 
Truman recently submitted a has-
tily  prepared reorganization cf th is 
federal Agency. Here are the facts. 
On February 5th the Senate Inves-
tigating committee filed Its report 
exposing favorit ism and InflUenoa 
In the R. F. C. Thrfee lays lata? 
the President called this report 
"assinine." On February 12th, 
four days sifter this statement. 
President Truman reappointed tha 
same fine directors to manage the 
million dollar R. F. C. loans. I n 
other words, on February 12th Oia 
President had no intention of rec-
ommending a change In R. F. C. 
Seven days later the President 
submitted his reorganization pro-
posal to Congress to concentrate 
R. F. C. authori ty In one person 
rather than a board of directors of 
five men. 

Careful analysis of the Presi-
dent's plan indicates It is loosely 
prepared without the necessary 
"checks and balances" that must 
exist where huge sums of publlo 
funds are involved. 

Mr. Truman's proposal does not 
conform to the Hoover Commission 
recommendations. The inference 
might well be drawn that his plan 
was not submitted on its mer i ts 
but rather as a means of diverting; 
adverse publicity on the charges 
of "Influence and favorit ism." 

The fate of the superficial R. F . 
C. reforms has not as yet been de-
rided by the Congress. Even If 
the President's plan is approved, 
that only scratches the surface. 
Congress should then under take a 
full  scale review of the present 
need, If any, for the R. F. C. If 
proper and effective safeguards 
cannot be imposed on R. F. C. by 
the Congress, then the agency 
should be abolished. 

Approximately f i f ty  per cent of 
my mail f rom home demands that 
the President and Congress slash 
federal spending. There will  be 
some bit ter battles between the 
White House and the Congress on 
this score. The President says hla 
98 billion dollar budget can't be re-
duced and he "dares" Congress to 
make any cuts. I v/ould like your 
reaction to this vital prohlem.
