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Lowell Airport hangar project now in full flight

The construction on Lowell Airport’s new 32-foot by 190-foot six-place hangar was
started prior to the holidays.

While you were braving
the crowds to do your last mi-
nute shopping the week be-
fore Christmas, the construc-
tion crew from Tailored Build-
ing Systems was braving
blowing snow and tempera-
tures in the -5 to -10 range,
and wind chills well below
that.

Construction on the Lowell
Airport’s new six-place air-
craft hangar has not been a
fun project so far. A three-
man crew struggled through
the first week or so of con-
struction, driving grade
stakes and augering holes into
well frozen earth in an at-
tempt to get the project off
and running before the bad

weather of our Michigan
winter beset them. Persever-
ance paid off and by last week
the crew had the skeleton of
the new hangar well under
control.

The 32 foot by 190 foot,
six-place facility has been a
project of some controversy
between the City of Lowell
and Vergennes township
since last summer when the
request by the city for a zon-
ing variance from the town-
ship was denied. After some
legal leg work by the City, it
was agreed that local zoning
regulations do not apply to
property owned by governing
bodies and the off-again, on-
again project was at last

scheduled to commence.

The City has obtained a
$40.000 low interest loan
through the  Michigan
Aeronautical Commission to
cover the cost of construction
and, with the shortage of
quality hangar space being
what it is in this area, has had
no trouble at all locating
enough lessees to fill the new
hangar upon completion.
Lease agreements may be sec-
ured for up to ten years with
the City and lease rates are
expected to begin at $90 per
month for the four inside
stalls, and $100 per month for
the two outside stalls.

Now that Noonon has lo-
cated one of three brothers,
he admits there is disappoint-
ment that they didnt meet
sooner.

The Dave and Ron story
certainly adds to the adage
“near but yet so far” away.
Both were raised in Lansing
and both attended Lansing
Everett High School. Ron
was two years ahead of Dave.
After talking to one another
over the phone, both men
searched through their year
books looking for a picture to
go with the voice. With a tone
of hesitancy in his voice
Noonon adds, “After looking
at the picture it seems to me
we were in a physical educa-
tion class together. | was in
the band and he played foot-
ball.” He clarifies that state-
ment by adding, but there
were over 1,800 students that
attended Lansing Everett.

It doesn’t end there. Ron’s
parents owned a family style
restaurant (Kitchen's Family
Restaurant), a place Dave pa-
tronized on  occasion,
Through their holiday conver-
sation  and  information
sought out by Dave’s step
brother, Bob, it was learned
that at one point the two
brothers lived less than a mile
apart.

“While it's disappointing
we didn’t meet sooner, I think
it’s for the best. Had we met
al a younger age, it could
have put strain on both

Noonon was born Joseph
Edward Gibson the son of
Raymond and Amy Gibson,
who at one time during his
upbringing. also lived within

a mile of their son. “I feel
sorry for my birth parents be-
cause of the pain they must
have gone through in losing
their children,” Noonon said.

Dave and two other of the
Gibson children were dealt
away by adoption through the
court. As to why they had to
be put for adoption, the
reason 1s still not clear 1o
Noonon.

The brothers™ holiday
meeting came about after Ron
wrote a letter to the Probate
Court in Lansing. Ron’s re-
cord revealed the names of
two of his brothers (one of
those being Dave) and the
names of his real mother and
father.

The file on Dave (Joseph
Edward Gibson) revealed the
names of two of his brothers
(one of those being Ron) and

his father’s name.

It also showed that Joseph
Gibson’s name was changed
to David Jack Noonon. After
learning the name. the court
paged through the Lansing di-
rectory looking for the name
Noonon. By chance, luck.
fate or all three, Bob Noonon
was histed. He confirmed that
he had a step-brother named
Dave that lived in Lowell.
Alma Noonon was then
called to contirm what they
had learned. After the confir-
mation, Dave was contacted.

“We'd probably still be
searching had Bob relocated
from  the Lansing area.”
Noonon said

Although they were sepa-
rated at a young age, the two
brothers had attained similar
interests over the years. “We

Americans rate drinking water quality as important to diet as low cholesterol
and high fiber

Most people think quality
drinking water is just as im-
portant in maintaining their
family’s health and well-being
as other more highly pub-
licized diet practices, such as
lower cholestero! and higher
fiber intake, according to a
new study.

Seventy percent of those
polled said that the consump-
tion of clean, quality water is
essential in maintaining a
healthy diet compared with
common practices like lower-
ing cholesterol (55 percent),
lowering fat intake (52 per-
cent), eating foods high in
fiber (52 percent), and lower-
ing sodium consumption (42
percent).

The findings are contained
in a survey of 1,001 house-
holds nationwide conducted
by market research firm R.H.

Bruskin Associates for Culli-
gan International Company.
The study was aimed at deter-
mining the public's level of
concern, attitudes and knowl-
edge about drinking water
quality.

Sixty-nine percent of those
polled voiced concern about
their household drinking water
quality. Many of those worried
cited water pollution and en-
vironmental land contamina-
tion as factors behind water
quality problems. Overall
family health and safety also
surfaced as an underlying
concern.

This trend is closely sup-
ported by a May 1989 Issue
Watch study, conducted by
Opinion Research Corporation
(ORC), which found that as
many as four out of five of
